The Holy Souls in Purgatory

“Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and let
perpetual light shine upon them. And may the
souls of all the faithful departed, through the

mercy of God rest in peace. Amen.”

The Eternal Rest Prayer, also known as
Requiem Aeternam, is one of the most

ancient and widely used Catholic prayers for
the dead, dating back to early Christian

liturgies.  Recited frequently during Masses
for the deceased, on All Souls’ Day, or at

gravesides, it beseeches God to grant eternal
repose and perpetual light to departed souls.

 For individuals searching for prayer for the
faithful departed or catholic prayer for souls

in purgatory, this invocation underscores
God’s mercy and the hope of peaceful rest.
