Must be a natural born female.
Must never have been married or had a marriage
annulled.
Must never have given birth to a child, cannot be a
parent or guardian of any other adult or minor
person, and cannot currently be pregnant.
Must comply with all eligibility requirements outlined
in the official contestant entry form.

Tiny Miss Age Exception Policy
The Tiny Miss division is open to contestants ages 4 to 6. However, we recognize that

some young contestants may still benefit from remaining in this division even after
recently turning 7.

Contestants whose 7th birthday falls within six months prior to January 1, 2026 (i.e.,
born between July 1 and December 31, 2018) will be given the option to compete in either

Tiny Miss or Future Little Miss.
This is the only age division where such flexibility is permitted and is offered to account

for varying maturity levels and developmental readiness during this transitional age.
No exceptions will be made outside of this clearly defined window.
