REQUEST FOR RELEASE OF FUNDS

On or about June 20, 2025 the City of Corning will submit a request to HCD for the release of CDBG funds under Title 1 of the Housing & Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, to undertake a project known as the Community Recreation Center and Plaza Project for the purpose of funding  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1the construction of an approximately 2.298-acre park with a recreation center, recreational facilities and public plaza covering 11 parcels (“the core”) and a City-owned alleyway and a 1-parcel parking lot located across the street at the intersection of 4th St. and Marin St. The project will include an approximately 10,000-12,000 sq. ft. recreation center building with a basketball court/auditorium, movable grandstand, commercial kitchen, office, classroom, storage areas, and restrooms; a community plaza, a 5,000 sq. ft. shaded open air amphitheater, a 6,500 sq ft. splash pad, shade structures, native and drought tolerant landscaping throughout the park in both raised planters and ground level, At least 25 new trees will be planted with irrigation, ADA music play area, chess and picnic tables throughout, solar panels will be installed and all site lighting will be solar LED and will be off grid, and 16,250 sq. ft. of parking.
Project funding includes up to $3,300,000 in CDBG funds (includes $215,887.85 Admin); 
City of Corning General Fund - $1,080,593.85; City funds - $210,000; Proposition 68 funds - $8,500,000 for a total estimated TDC of $13,090,593.85.
FINDING OF NO SIGNIFICANT IMPACT

The City of Corning has determined that the project will have no significant impact on the human environment.  Therefore, an Environmental Impact Statement under the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA) is not required.  Additional project information is contained in the Environmental Review Record (ERR) on file at City Hall, 794 Third Street in the City of Corning and may be examined or copied Monday through Friday 8:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M. or on the City’s website at www.corning.org 
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Any individual, group, or agency may submit written comments on the ERR to the City of Corning at the above address.  All comments received by June 24, 2025 will be considered by the City of Corning prior to authorizing submission of a request for release of funds.  Comments should specify which Notice they are addressing.

ENVIRONMENTAL CERTIFICATION

The City of Corning certifies to HCD that Robert Snow, Mayor, in his capacity as Certifying Officer consents to accept the jurisdiction of the Federal Courts if an action is brought to enforce responsibilities in relation to the environmental review process and that these responsibilities have been satisfied.  HCD’s approval of the certification satisfies its responsibilities under NEPA and related laws and authorities and allows the City of Corning to use Program funds.

OBJECTIONS TO RELEASE OF FUNDS

HCD will accept objections to its release of funds and the City of Corning’s certification for a period of fifteen days following the anticipated submission date or its actual receipt of the request (whichever is later) only if they are on one of the following bases: (a) the certification was not executed by the Certifying Officer of the City of Corning; (b) the City of Corning has omitted a step or failed to make a decision or finding required by HCD regulations at 24 CFR part 58; (c) the grant recipient or other participants in the development process have committed funds, incurred costs or undertaken activities not authorized by 24 CFR Part 58 before approval of a release of funds by HCD; or (d) another Federal agency acting pursuant to 40 CFR Part 1504 has submitted a written finding that the project is unsatisfactory from the standpoint of environmental quality.  Objections must be prepared and submitted in accordance with the required procedures (24 CFR Part 58, Sec. 58.76) and shall be addressed to HCD, CDBG Department, Attn: Janice Waddell, Section Chief, 2020 W El Camino – Room 200, Sacramento, CA 95833.  Potential objectors should contact HCD to verify the actual last day of the objection period.
