SUBJECT: CEQA MITIGATED NEGATIVE DECLARATION: Laurel Ag & Water Storage Yard Expansion Project
Pursuant to the State of California Public Resources Code and the “Guidelines for Implementation of the California Environmental Quality Act of 1970”, as amended to date, a Draft Mitigated Negative Declaration is hereby made on the project listed below:

Laurel Ag & Water (herein also referred to as "Applicant") proposes to expand the storage of their existing irrigation material area onto an undeveloped 4.47-acre parcel (APN 087-040-073) that they have leased adjacent to and directly north of their current location.  
The reason for the determination that a Mitigated Negative Declaration is appropriate:

The “Initial Study” has found that although the proposed project could have a significant effect on the environment, there will not be a significant effect in this case because the mitigation measures described in the attached Initial Study have been added to the project and therefore a Mitigated Negative Declaration has been prepared.
