RE: GOVERNOR BAKER DECLARES PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY / CEASE AND DESIST

Dear «Tobacco_Report»:

On September 24, 2019, Governor Charles D. Baker issued a declaration that a public health emergency exists in the Commonwealth due to severe lung disease associated with the use of e-cigarettes, vaping products, and the epidemic of e-cigarette use among youth.  Subsequently, and in accordance with MGL Chapter 17, Section 2A; and, with approval of the Public Health Commission, the Commissioner of the Massachusetts Department of Public Health has issued the following order:

“The sale or display of all vaping products to consumers in retail establishments, online, and through any other means, including all non-flavored and flavored vaping products, including mint and menthol, including tetrahydrocannabinol (THC) and any other cannabinoid, is prohibited in the Commonwealth.” 

A copy of the Commissioner’s declaration is attached for your referral, and all vaping products, as defined by the Emergency Order must be removed from sale immediately. 

Inspectors or agents of the Danvers Board of Health will be conducting further inspections of all retailers to determine compliance with this Emergency Order. Failure to comply will result in further action which may include but is not limited to, cease and desist orders, possible fines or other legal action.

As additional information becomes available about this Public Health Emergency, we will share it with your industry without delay. At this time, we have no further information to offer.
