Use the GREEN cart to recycle Yard Waste (grass clippings, shrub and
tree trimmings and other plant materials) AND Kitchen Scraps (food
leftovers, spoiled produce, eggshells, coffee grounds, tea bags, cooked

meat including bones and even food-stained paper

plates and pizza boxes).

Kitchen Scraps must be in a clear plastic bag. Clear
bags are required by the processing facility. The thin
plastic bags that you use to bring home produce
from the grocery store will work well for this.
