PUBLIC COMMENT ON LEGISLATION
Jessica Barry- 1725 E. David Road- She would like to comment about the rezoning of School of Advertising Art. The school is currently a two year college and they have been working toward getting approval of their first bachelor program. They are only a few months away from reaching that milestone. One thing that would need to happen is to have the property rezoned. It is currently zoned  as a two year college, and they need to be zoned as a four year college.  She hopes Council would strongly consider that part of the proposed amendment. She also hopes Council would support the part of the amendment which would allow School of Advertising Art to offer student housing adjacent to their campus. As they offer their first four year degree, it is very important for students and their families to have housing that is controlled by the school for their student’s first year. This would provide the safety and security that most colleges offer to their freshman students. Audience Participation (5 Minute Limit per Speaker)
James Anderson- 418 S. Bromfield Rd- There is a saying in his church, “I said I wasn’t going to tell nobody, but I couldn’t keep it to myself”. Less than 24 hours ago, his wife was in a diabetic coma. She had fallen out of bed which woke him up. He began to call her name but she was unresponsive. He believes she was inches from death. He tried to revive her by using cold towels and calling her name while moving her. Nothing seemed to work. His daughter who is a registered nurse told him to call 911. They have been married for 59 years. The squad came and they were very professional. They took her blood reading and it was 37. They started an IV, and within a few minutes she was back. He was very glad to have his wife back. He wanted to thank the City of Kettering, the squad, 911 operators and all who were involved for bringing his wife back.  
Mayor Patterson thanked Mr. Anderson for sharing that information with Council. Also, he thanked Mr. Anderson for attending all of the City Council meetings. Mayor Patterson mentioned that Mr. Anderson has attended many Council meetings. 
Mr. Duke thanked Mr. Anderson for sharing that information. He considers Mr. Anderson to be like family and he hopes his wife is doing okay. He hopes he would keep Council posted on how she is doing, and she is in their prayers.  
Eric Schwark - 525 Ives Lane- When he moved into this home, he asked the landlord if he could park his trailer in the driveway. That was a condition of him renting that house. The landlord did not know the city ordinance, and if they were aware of it he wouldn’t have rented that house. He is diabetic and he stays active. One way for him to stay active is his trailer. His trailer is like a pet to some people. He does a lot of things with his trailer. He does things for Good Shepard in downtown Dayton. He was living at the Residenz Apartments, but he had to move because his apartment flooded three times. He has always wanted to build shelves inside of his trailer, but from his understanding of the city ordinance he cannot park his trailer in the driveway. He understands that and understands you have to have ordinances, but ordinances are regulations. Regulations can limit business activities. He has researched other cities about this topic, and he found that in the City of Centerville, you can park your trailer in the driveway for three days within one week. This is ideal for people who are self-employed or have ATVS because they can load and unload items without having to worry about not being in compliance with the city ordinance. What he is asking for is a review of that ordinance. When he spoke with a Kettering Police Officer and Dispatcher he received two different interpretations of the ordinance, such as if the trailer is not over 22 feet and 84 inches wide it is permissible to park on the street. He personally believes that is very dangerous. Then the Police Officer told him that the trailer had to be attached to a car. He is not sure which interpretation is the correct interpretation. He has spoken with Council Member Klepacz about this matter. It is beginning to be summertime and children are playing outside, and they might hide behind the trailer to run out in the street. He works for the Social Security Administration, and he has handled many disability claims and claims were people have passed away. He has also handled these kinds of claims for children. He is against any trailer being parked on the street. He would ask that the code or the ordinance be looked at again. A solution could be parking the trailer in the driveway for a day or two, after that it has to be gone. This would be ideal for people who need to pack-up their camping supplies or a lawn mower. He is able to get out of his lease, and he is looking around at different areas to buy a home. Buying a home in Kettering will be dependent upon the outcome of the interpretation of the ordinance. He grew up in Kettering and attended Fairmont West. He then served 11 years in the Air Force. He thinks Kettering is a good place and he believes Mayor Patterson and Council have done a lot for this community. 
Mayor Patterson asked that Mr. Schwieterman meet with Mr. Schwark after the meeting to provide him with a consistent interpretation of the ordinance.
