PUBLIC HEARING

Sale of Town Owned Property Located at 3800 Taylor Road


At the December 11, 2018 Council meeting the Council awarded the exclusive development 
rights to the Town owned property located at 3800 Taylor Road, (APN’s 044-121-074, 044-
080-063, 044-133-003) to a joint venture between High Hand Nursery & Café and Loomis 
Basin Brewing Co.  That joint venture has now been incorporated as Loomis Mill Group, LLC 
(Developer).  Council directed the Town Manager to begin purchase negotiations with the
Developer.  Government Code Section 52201 authorizes local governments to acquire, sell or 
lease property for the “furtherance of the creation of an economic opportunity.”  In order to 
consummate the purchase and sale agreement, the Town needs to follow a specific process to 
either sell or lease the property that includes approving the sale at a public hearing, which is 
scheduled for tonight.  
Recommended action:  Take public comment; adopt resolution authorizing the Town 
Manager to enter into a Purchase and Sale Agreement for 3800 Taylor Road, currently 
identified as Assessor Parcel Numbers 044-121-074, 044-080-063, and 044-133-003.

Public comment:    
Pam Blake questioned if the Town will be making any money on the property.
Sean Rabé pointed out that several parcels were purchased from Union Pacific for a total of 1.3 million and the sale of this property will recover about half of the total purchase of all of the parcels.
Jenny Knisley stated this is a wonderful project and both of the business owners have proven to have successful businesses in Town.

Del Oro High School student questioned if there was any contamination left on the property.

Sean Rabé pointed out the site will be clean, and the State will issue a letter noting that.

Jeff Mitchell, Town Attorney, pointed out that in July Council approved the environmental document for this site.
Following further discussion on the matter, a motion was made to approve Resolution 19-44, authorizing the Town Manager to enter into a Purchase and Sale Agreement for 3800 Taylor Road, currently identified as Assessor Parcel Numbers 044-121-074, 044-080-063, and 044-133-003. General Plan Update 2020


State General Plan Guidelines and good planning practice recommend that a community’s 
General Plan be updated on a regular basis, typically at five and twenty-year intervals.
The Town adopted its General Plan in 2001 and with the twenty-year life span of the 2001 

General Plan nearing, it is appropriate to update the General Plan to reflect the Town’s 

existing conditions, changes in Federal and State regulations, changes to the State General

Plan Guidelines, changes in technology, changes in the economy, and to assure the General

Plan is internally consistent.

Recommended action:  Take public comment; receive information and discuss the Town’s 

next steps.

Public comment:
Anders Hauge, Hauge Brueck Associates, expounded on the process and why the Town is updating the General Plan, state guidelines and mandates, technical studies that may need to be done, correcting the inconsistencies in the General Plan, Master Plan, and Municipal Code, and noted public will be heavily involved.
David Ring, Delmar Avenue, pointed out that the Town Talks are on the first Tuesday of the month and starting September the focus will be on discussing the General Plan.
Jenny Knisley questioned if there was going to be a commercial study done of the whole town.

Jean Wilson, Barton Road, stated there should be adequate input from the public early in the discussion.

Miguel Ucovich agrees with Ms. Wilson and stated we need more industrial zoning.
Russ Kelley, Barton Road, stated he likes the direction and process that the consultant and staff have proposed.

Del Oro Student suggested spending as much money as we need to address the concerns of the Town.

Council agreed to follow the process as presented tonight.

14.
King Road Interchange Update   (Continued from April 9, 2019 Council meeting)


In 2000 the Town sought an opinion from Caltrans regarding an interchange at King Road and 

Interstate 80 (I-80).  At the time Caltrans indicated that the Horseshoe Bar Road and Penryn 
Road interchanges were too close together to warrant another interchange and that it would

need to be demonstrated that existing interchanges or local roads can neither provide nor be improved to provide a satisfactory accommodation for future traffic demand. In 2018 the Town requested Caltrans to consider the interchange again.

Recommended action:  Determine whether the Town should pursue an Interchange at 

King Road and I-80 or not.
Public comment:

Miguel Ucovich suggested pursuing a King Road interchange at the state, federal and local level and the cost may be under 8 or 9 million dollars.
Bob Rhodes, Becky Way, pointed out that all Loomis needs is an on-ramp, not a full intersection, and the County doesn’t need to be involved 
Pam Blake stated she is against having a King Road interchange.

William Quenneville pointed out that all of the growth outside of Loomis is causing the traffic problems on Horseshoe Bar Road and it is becoming dangerous, we need to figure a way to slow them down.
Mike Luken, Placer County Transportation Planning Agency Executive Director, expounded on the following:
- they are the transportation planning agency for the County and all State and Federal dollars flow through their agency for the County
- they have identified in their expenditure plan, for a potential future sales tax measure, fifteen million dollars as matching funds for the 

  Horseshoe Bar Road interchange, which is a regional asset that needs to be improved in the long term

- they have worked closely with Brit Snipes to try to get Caltrans to re-examine the King Road Interchange

- Caltrans said this would not be acceptable to have an interchange or on-ramp located at the King Road interchange
- they wouldn’t allow them to move forward with a project study report because Caltrans owns the interchange and the freeway, and they have a 

  vested interest in making it safe

Del Oro student stated he supports improving Horseshoe Bar Road Interchange.
Debra Crosby, King Road, pointed out that a lot of the traffic has to do with the fact that there are 3 schools in a row and asked Council to consider making Loomis more bike friendly.

Russ Kelley, Barton Road, suggested having a frontage road from Horseshoe Bar Road to King Road to help with traffic.
Councilmember Clark-Crets pointed out that we have a traffic problem that needs to be solved.

Mayor Onderko stated we need to keep talking about how we can fund to fix the issue.
