Public comment:
Chuck Heisleman and Steve Nichols, on behalf of Pioneer Community Energy, gave the presentation expounding on:  what Pioneer Community Energy is, operating under a Joint Power Authority (better representation), buying power on the open market (electricity), 3% reduction from PG&E rates, critical work is outsourced, anyone has a choice to opt out, and answered questions.
David Ring, Del Mar Avenue, questioned how they can guarantee a rate of 3%.
Councilmember Baker stated 3% is a conservative number, once revenue is coming in they can work on lowering the rates and have local control.

Susan Rohan, Placer County Association of Realtors, suggested giving out more written resources and material on this program.
Chuck Heisleman stated written material will be coming out.

Betty Succo, Mareta Lane, stated the following:

- questioned how PG&E feels about all of the Joint Power Authorities (JPA) in the state and losing revenue
- recommended, in the future, to send information about this out to everyone and don’t leave out the solar customers
Steve Nichols pointed out that PG&E’s revenue doesn’t come out of their power supply, it only changes the business model.

FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS
Councilmember Ucovich said he would like an update on the Loomis Library property tax at a future agenda.
Sean Rabe’, Town Manager, pointed out that they need to meet with the new County CEO to negotiate the property tax and will get back to the council.
