LOOMIS CHAMBER OF COMMERCE UPDATE
Jenny Knisley stated the following:

-  the Loomis Library now has 3 employees and is open an extra day (Wednesday)

-  they are working on “Discover Loomis” guide and have great pictures of downtown improvements

-  they are co-hosting a Chamber Mixer with the Town and the Gastropub on Thursday at 5:30 p.m. at the Depot
-  there will be a webinar on Thursday from 10 a.m. to 11 a.m. that is put on by Placer County Economic Development regarding the Main 

   Street Program and how it is used to improve the downtown
-  the joint Chamber  meeting on the 29th of March will be moved to the Flower Farm

- he lives in a RS-10 District that doesn’t allow roosters

- the property next to him is zoned Rural Residential (RR) and roosters are allowed 
- there is an excessive amount of noise from the roosters on his neighbor’s property
- he requested a change in the RR Zoning District for properties that are bordering RS-10 Districts to not allow roosters or have a noise 
  ordinance to address it
Shawn Chatfield, Humphrey Road, stated the following:
-  he has a drainage canal that runs through the back of his property

-  the Town of Loomis is not responsible for maintaining it, according to an easement back when it was built in 1978

-  the Town is responsible to maintain the DeAnza Estates by enforcing the homeowners to clean-out their drainage canals 

-  the drainage causes water to back up at King and Humphrey and into his property

-  he requested to have letters sent to the homeowners to clean their drainage canals out

-  he requested to make the drainage culvert larger, under the road at King and Humphrey 
-  he is willing to go to court with this
