When the voters of San Bernardino County overwhelmingly approved 
the Measure extension in 2004, it came with a commitment by SBCTA 
to deliver on the promises of a better transportation system.  
That promise has been kept as the agency 
continues to offer more choices for 
how we move to and through our 
beautiful county.

Measure I has participated in the delivery of 
projects in a wide range of its programs, totaling 
$2.9 billion, with Measure I contributing  
$682 million.

More than $700 Million 
has been returned to local 

jurisdictions for projects like 
sidewalks, pothole repairs, and 

improved signalization  
at intersections.
