RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the City Council adopt the attached Resolution Authorizing the Proclamation of May 15, 2019 as Peace Officers’ Memorial Day, and May 12 to 18, 2019 as National Police Week.
BACKGROUND

By a joint resolution approved on October 1, 1962, President John F. Kennedy proclaimed May 15 as National Peace Officers’ Memorial Day, and the week on which that date falls as “Police Week”. From the very start of our nation, law enforcement officers have played an important role in safeguarding the rights and freedoms which are guaranteed by the constitution, and in protecting the lives and property of our community members. Currently, tens of thousands of law enforcement officers from around the country converge on Washington D.C. to participate in several planned events which honor those who have served and paid the ultimate sacrifice. 
DISCUSSION

It is important that the community knows and understands the problems, duties, hazards, sacrifices, and responsibilities of the Petaluma Police Department. It is fitting that we express our gratitude for the dedicated service of law enforcement officers and acknowledge the sacrifices they make everyday for the wellbeing and safety of the Petaluma community.
