Board Members Present: Janet Quinn, Stasse Perkins, Merle Tousant, and Dick Stephens. Craig Parker present standing in for Mike Smith. A quorum was established.

The meeting was called to order at 6:59pm with the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Minutes from the September 11th meeting were approved as presented in a motion made by Stasse Perkins and seconded by Merle Tousant. Vote 4 ayes (Quinn, Perkins, Tousant, Parker) 0 nays, Dick Stephens abstained. The Report that was given to the Village Board at their October 15, 2024 meeting was shared.
Old Business
There were no updates to old business.
New Business
#24-62, Whiskey Coop, LLC 214 ½ West Main Street, Sackets Harbor.  Applicant requests Special Permit Plan Review to install a front entrance vestibule to the restaurant. The project is in the Village Core and Historic overlay zoning districts as well as the National Register District. SEQR was completed with the determination that there is no significant negative impact on the environment in a motion by Chair Janet Quinn, seconded by Dick Stephens. Vote 5 ayes (Quinn, Perkins, Tousant, Stephens, and Parker) 0 nays. A public hearing was opened at 7:24pm with no comments offered.
On a motion by Stasse Perkins, seconded by Merle Tousant, the application was ruled incomplete and further discussion was tabled until the November meeting. 5 ayes (Perkins, Tousant, Quinn, Stephens, and Parker) 0 nays. The concerns cited by the Board pertain to the vestibule’s roof pitch and siding, which were specifically noted as inadequate in the 2023 Conditional Approval. Similarly, the current application did not contain a photo or drawing of the proposed vestibule, with its dimensions and placement on the property, distances to lot lines, etc. as required by the zoning law. 
#24-63, Whiskey Coop, LLC 214 ½ West Main Street, Sackets Harbor.  Applicant requests Special Permit Plan Review to install a patio tent for additional seating during the winter months.  The project is in the Village Core and Historic overlay zoning districts as well as the National Register District. SEQR was completed with a determination that there is no significant negative impact on the environment in a motion by Chair Janet Quinn, seconded by Stasse Perkins. Vote 5 ayes (Quinn, Perkins, Tousant, Stephens, and Parker) 0 nays. A public hearing was opened at 8:31pm with no comments offered. A motion was made by Dick Stephens, seconded by Stasse Perkins, to declare the application complete. Vote 5 ayes (Quinn, Perkins, Tousant, Parker, and Stephens) 0 nays. A motion was made by Stasse Perkins, seconded by Greg Parker, to grant conditional approval, with the understanding that the approval is for the tent as depicted in the application relative to the propane tanks, heaters, and placement on the site, an expiration date of April 30, 2025, and that any future request for a seasonal tent must be applied for and reviewed by the planning board as required by the zoning enforcement officer and zoning law. Vote 5 ayes (Quinn, Perkins, Tousant, Stephens, and Parker) 0 nays.
#24-65, Albany Solar Solutions/Parisi, 204 Funny Cide Drive, Sackets Harbor.  Applicant requests Site Plan Review to install a roof-mounted solar array on the residence.  The project is in the Village Residential zoning district and requires Site Plan Review. Long form EAF was submitted incomplete. In addition, no representative of the project was present to answer questions about the project. Given there was no representation present and an incomplete application Craig Parker made a motion, seconded by Dick Stephens, to table the application. 5 ayes (Quinn, Parker, Stephens, Perkins, and Tousant) 0 nays.
#24-66, Paul Bruchez for SH Gallery LLC, 115 West Main Street, Sackets Harbor.  Applicant requests Site Plan Review to install a shed at the rear of the property by Barn Alley. The project is in the Village Core and Historic overlay zoning districts as well as the National Register District. SEQR was completed with a determination that there was no significant negative impact on the environment in a motion by Chair Janet Quinn, seconded by Dick Stephens, 5 ayes (Quinn, Stephens, Parker, Perkins, and Tousant) 0 nays. A public hearing was opened at 9:18pm with no comments offered. A motion was made by Stasse Perkins, seconded by Merle Tousant, to declare the application complete. Vote 5 ayes (Quinn, Perkins, Tousant, Parker, and Stephens) 0 nays. A motion was made by Stasse Perkins, seconded by Merle Tousant, to approve the application request, as submitted. Vote 5 ayes (Quinn, Perkins, Tousant, Stephens, and Parker) 0 nays.
A motion was made by Dick Stephens and seconded by Janet Quinn to adjourn the meeting at 9:28pm. Vote 5 ayes (Quinn, Perkins, Tousant, Parker, and Stephens) 0 nays.
