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Landscape Concept

The landscape design concept for the San Rafael Inn is to provide an enjoyable and aesthetic
space for guests and employees that fits within the landscape framework of the existing
neighborhood and the surrounding area, as well as the requirements of the City. Plant material

has been selected that performs well in the special conditions of San Rafael (Sunset Zone #17).

High water use areas are limited to special use landscape areas. Low and medium water use
hardy trees, shrubs and groundcover are proposed for the landscape around the site. The
landscape (and associated irrigation) has been designed to be compliant with City of San
Rafael's Water Efficient Landscape Ordinance (WELO).

Special considerations have been provided in selection of plant material that respect the needs
of the facility as well as the customers. Clear and secure view corridors have been provided to
ensure safety of the customers entering and moving around the site.
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WELO Water Use Calculations

The following calculations represent the intended hydrozones and water usage as designed with this Preliminary Landscape
Plan. As we move through the design process we anticipate minor adjustments/revisions of these calculations. However,
compliance with WELO code requirements will always remain. For these calculations, we have not included the extensive
non-irrigated landscape areas that further reduce the amount of estimated water use compared to maximum allowance.
