The Logo Branding 

Guidelines document outlines the framework for logo standards, typography, and color, and provides 

examples of the system in use. These guidelines help you create materials that are distinct and recognizable, 

visually positioning the City of San Rafael as “The City with a Mission”. 

Why is it important to have consistency in our documents, publications, etc.? 

It is important for the public and other agencies to easily recognize our documents as official documents from 

the City of San Rafael. Inconsistency in branding and styles confuses the public, and makes it more difficult for 

us to convey an official message. It also helps us establish continuity across City departments, letting the 

public know that the City is one central organization.

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How to install BW Mitga

1. Open zip file (“BW mitga.zip”) at W:\01 Administration\Forms, Labels - Miscellaneous\+DPW 
Templates - Presentations, Letterheads, Memos 

2. Open all files you see by double clicking on each of them. Select “Install” 

 
3. Now the font is installed on your computer. You have to do this only once.

How to select a custom color in Microsoft Word:

It is important to note that if you are bringing your presentation somewhere to show on a different computer, 
you should save it as a PDF. Most computers will not have BW Mitga as a saved font, and when you open your 
presentation in PowerPoint it will default to a typewriter font. If you open it as a PDF it will preserve the font.
