It is encouraged for applicants to first consult with cities/districts or proponents 
that will be affected by the proposal. As well as a consultation with LAFCO staff.

Does not constitute acceptance of resolution/petition

COMMISSION PROCEEDINGS FOR REORGANIZATION

A proposal can be initiated by:
- Petition by landowners or registered voters 

(Gov. Code § 56700)
- Resolution adopted by the legislative

body of an affected local agency 
(Gov. Code § 56654(a))

Notice of Intention
- The legislative body may mail notice 
of its intention to adopt a resolution 
of application to the commission and 
to each interested and subject agency.
- This notice should be given at least 
21 days prior to adoption of resolution 
of application and should include a 
description of the application and the 
affected territory. (Gov. Code 
56654(c))

Notice of Intent to Circulate
- Prior to circulating any petition, you 
must file a notice of intent with the 
executive officer. Notice must include 
your name and address and a written 
statement, no more than 500 words in 
length.
(Gov. Code § 56700.4)

Resolution Petition

Application  MUST Include:

     1. Petition or Resolution
     2. Map and description of affected area
     3. Plan for providing services, if applicable 
         (Gov. Code §56653)
     4. Application Fee
     5. City and County Resolution for Property Tax 
         Sharing Agreement Rev. & Tax code 99

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Not required if all 
parcels in the affected 
territory are under one 

ownership 
(Gov. Code §56700.4(e))

Complete Application 
Executive officer will issue a 

Certificate of Filling.
This officially starts the process.

(Gov. Code §56658(f))

Incomplete Application 
Executive officer will notify you of 

this determination and what needs 
to be done to complete the 

application.
(Gov. Code §56658(g))

Start back at step 3

Review of Application
Executive officer has 30 days to 
review application for completion.
(Gov. Code §56658 (c))
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A public Hearing
A public hearing will be set within 90 days 
from the date of issuance of Certificate of 
Filing. {Date may vary based on set meeting 
schedule}. (Gov. Code §56666 (a))

Public Hearing
Public hearing will be 

scheduled at a regularly
scheduled meeting or special 

meeting {special meetings 
require a fee}

30 Day Reconsideration Period 
Can be requested in writing by any person or 
affected agency after the commission's decision 
and within 30 days after notice and hearing.
(Gov. Code §56895 (a)(b))

Protest Proceedings
If required, LAFCO will set a protest hearing 
date within 35 days of adoption of a 
resolution (Gov. Code § 57002)
If protest thresholds are met under Gov. Code § 
57091-57094, LAFCO informs and directs County 
& Register of Voters to hold an election (Gov. 
Code § 57100)
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Certificate of Completion
If proposal is not terminated or set for 

election, the executive officer will issue a 
Certificate of Completion with the County 

Recorder. 
(Gov. Code §57200)

Final Action
Once Certificate of Completion is recorded 

with the County Recorder and fees are 
received, LAFCO will file a Statement of 

Boundary Change with CA Board of 
Equalization

The project will be terminated if a 
majority of those affected within the 

territory or project area submit 
written opposition, or if a majority 

votes against it.

21 Day Public Notice of
Hearing
(Gov. Code § 56134 (k))

Insufficiencies
- Proponents may file a 
supplemental petition 
within 15 days, OR 
- Can choose to continue 
collecting signatures for 15 
days immediately after 
original collection period. 
(Gov. Code § 56706(b)(1))
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
