The Streetsboro Community Center offers a versatile hall perfect for a

Trees will be planted during 
the City’s Arbor Day Celebration (held in late April/early May), but they may be ordered at any time and requests 
received after deadline will be planted the following year.

Installation depends on the time of year received and the number of preceding orders. Benches can be requested 
to be placed at most Streetsboro Parks, until they reach maximum capacity.

The price includes the cost of the bench, engraving, 
freight, installation, and maintenance. Upon receipt, it will take approximately six weeks to complete installation of 
the park bench.

• All rental fees are due at the time of the reservation 
• Rentals will be granted on a first come, first serve basis 
• Residents of Streetsboro may make pavilion rentals up to 1 year in advance 
• Non-residents may make pavilion rentals 6 months in advance 
• A $25 additional cleaning fee may be assessed if the facility is not found in a clean condition 

Pets 
All pets must be on a leash at all times when on City property (with exception of the Dog Park). Pets and owners may be asked to leave 
and not return at the discretion of the Parks & Recreation staff at any time.
