Please keep in mind, the City of Warr Acres does not allow parking on
the grass or in the yard.

10.84.045: ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS; OFF STREET PARKING:

A. Noncommercial Vehicles: No operator or owner of any noncommercial motor vehicle
or trailer, nor owner or person exercising dominion over any real property within the city
shall park or allow the parking of any motor vehicle or trailer upon any property in the city
of Warr Acres except upon an artificial surface meeting adopted design specifications as
set out in title 12 of this code. In particular, the surface shall always meet the following
requirements:

1. A Portland cement concrete pavement surface with a minimum depth of four
inches (4") and wide enough to extend from side to side of the vehicles or trailers parked
on said surface and of sufficient length to extend from bumper to bumper of the vehicle
parked on said surface; or

2. Asphalt-concrete pavement of uniform thickness of two inches (2") and meeting all
other requirements of subsection A of this section.

A certain document, three (3) copies of which are on file in the office of the City Clerk of
the City of Warr Acres being marked and designated as the International Property
Maintenance Code (IPMC), 2018 edition, as published by the International Code
Council, Inc, is hereby adopted as the Property Maintenance Code of the City of Warr
Acres, Oklahoma regulating and governing the conditions and maintenance of all
property, buildings and structures by providing the standards for supplied utilities and
facilities and other physical things and conditions essential to ensure that structures are
safe, sanitary and fit for occupation and use, and the condemnation of buildings and
structures unfit for human occupancy and use, and the demolition of such existing
structures as herein provided; providing for the issuance of permits and collection of fees
therefor, and each and all of the regulations, provisions, penalties, conditions and terms
of said Property Maintenance Code on file in the office of the City of Warr Acres,
Oklahoma are hereby referred to, adopted and made a part hereof, as if fully set out in

this chapter, with the additions, insertions, deletions and changes, if any
prescribed in section 16.30.020 of this chapter. (Ord. 1222 §1, 2022:

A Citizens Guide to Stormwater Runoff and Pollution Prevention:

Stormwater runoff occurs when precipitation from rain or snowmelt flows over the ground. Impervious
surfaces like driveways, sidewalks, and streets prevent stormwater from naturally soaking into the ground.
Stormwater can pick up debris, chemicals, dirt, and other pollutants and flow into a storm sewer system or
directly to a lake, stream, river, wetland, or coastal water. Anything that enters a storm sewer system is
discharged untreated into the waterbodies where aquatic habitats live and that people use for swimming,
fishing, and providing drinking water.

Stormwater Pollution Prevention Tips:

O Use pesticides/fertilizers very sparingly

O Don't overwater your lawn

O Consider collecting rainwater for reuse with a rain barrel

O Install a native plant rain garden on your property

O Keep yard waste out of the street, storm drain and ditch

O Pick up pet waste and properly dispose of it

O Put litter in the trash and not on the ground

O Properly dispose of hazardous household chemicals such as paints and solvents
O Repair vehicle leaks immediately and recycle used vehicle fluids

0 Wash cars on the grass or at a commercial car wash
