PARTNERSHIP WITH BOLT6

Pro Volleyball Federation began the inaugural season in partnership with Bolt6, 
a sports technology leader that delivers services in tracking, video replay and 
XR products.

Bolt6 is providing the League with video replay officiating that utilizes 
broadcast and 14 specialist 4K cameras placed around the court. While the 
video is made available to anyone with a device and internet connection, the 
Pro Volleyball Federation is using a centralized replay center – a world first for 
volleyball. Bolt6 will also provide the output of the decision to broadcast, in-
stadium displays, and first referee.

CBS SPORTS AS PRO VOLLEYBALL FEDERATION’S FIRST 
MEDIA RIGHTS PARTNER

CBS Sports is the first partner to be announced as part of Pro Volleyball 
Federation’s media rights package, which is expected to include both 
domestic and international rights. The multi-year CBS Sports agreement 
includes a minimum of 10 matches to be aired in 2024, plus the semifinals and 
championship match of Pro Volleyball Federation’s championship weekend. 

The CBS Sports matches will be aired primarily on CBS Sports Network in 
2024, with opportunities for matches to also be aired on CBS throughout the 
term of the partnership. The League’s complete national broadcast schedule, 
along with additional media rights partners, will be announced at a later date.

LANDMARK AGREEMENT WITH VOLLEYSTATION

VolleyStation will provide a centralized data management system to help the 
League create a database of teams, players, and matches. This information 
will be shared via Pro Volleyball Federation digital platforms seconds after the 
conclusion of a point. Data will be pushed in real-time to both teams, websites, 
and the media and can seamlessly integrate with television broadcast outlets 
to allow for in-depth analysis during a match. 

VolleyStation is not limited to match statistics, as coaches can use data to 
scout opponents as well as evaluate players on their own rosters. In addition, 
the system will provide video as well as live webinars to train officials to work 
comprehensively with the system.

PRO VOLLEYBALL FEDERATION, USA VOLLEYBALL ANNOUNCE 
ALLIANCE

Pro Volleyball Federation  has teamed up with USA Volleyball – the national 
governing body of the sport in the U.S. – to promote volleyball at its highest 
level.

USA Volleyball will support Pro Volleyball Federation’s professional league in 
America, which launches in January. The partnership reinforces the League’s 
commitment to work with USA Volleyball clubs, athletes and regions while 
USAV supports Pro Volleyball Federation’s commitment to providing top 
professional opportunities to America’s greatest female volleyball players.

Pro Volleyball Federation currently boasts 17 players from the United States 
who have spent time in the U.S. National Team gym. Overall, there are 35 
domestic and international players in the League who have been part of their 
respective country’s Olympic or national team system.

More than 135 athletes have signed contracts to play in the inaugural season 
of Pro Volleyball Federation. They will be led by a group of accomplished 
coaches who have combined for more than 2,500 career victories.

M AT C H  P R E V I E W

Valkyries Players to Watch:

Adora Anae led the Valkyries in points during the last match against the Vibe, recording 18 kills, two blocks, 
and an ace. This trend continued in the Valkyries' first win of their inaugural season with 18 total points. Anae 
brings six years of professional volleyball experience from various countries including South Korea, Turkey, 
Puerto Rico, Ukraine, and Greece to the team. Prior to her professional career, Anae excelled at the University of 
Utah, where she earned recognition as the first-ever player named to the 1st-Team Pac-12 All-Freshman Team. 
She holds the record for the school's all-time single-season kills leader with 501 kills and was the first player 
in program history to achieve consecutive AVCA All-American honors, as well as being named to the All-AVCA 
First Team.

Wilma Rivera came out of the last match against the Vibe with the highest hitting percentage on the team and 
an impressive 39 out of 48 assists, averaging 7.8 assists per set. Her professional experience spans various 
teams, including Amazonas de Trujillo Alto, Valencianas de Juncos, Volley-Ball Club Chamalières, and Rote 
Raben Vilsbiburg. Currently representing the Puerto Rico National Team, Rivera recently earned recognition as 
the Best Server at the World Olympic Qualification 2024. In her collegiate years, she amassed a collection of 
honors, including ACC Setter of the Year, AVCA All-American Honorable Mention, AVCA All-Region First Team, 
and ACC All-Conference First Team.

Vibe Players to Watch:

Leah Edmond is one of the two Vibe players selected to the Preseason All-League Team. In week 2 of the 
Pro Volleyball Federation’s Weekly Awards, Edmond was named Player of the Week. She has three years of 
professional experience between Puerto Rico and the US. She was a former teammate of Orlando’s Kaz Brown 
at the University of Kentucky. During her time there she was a four-time AVCA All-America and All-Region 
selection and earned SEC player of the year in her junior and senior seasons. She finished her career as the 
school's all-time leader with 1,978 kills and 4,655 attack attempts. She also holds several Wildcats records, 
including the rally-scoring era record with 539 kills during her sophomore season and 40 service aces in 2017.

Magdalena Jehlářová, recently activated by The Vibe, was selected with the No. 2 overall pick by the San 
Diego Mojo in the 2023 Inaugural Pro Volleyball Federation Draft but was traded to Atlanta. In five seasons at 
Washington State, Jehlářová was a four-time AVCA All-America selection and a four-time All-Pac 12 honoree. 
She left WSU as the Cougars’ all-time blocks leader and as a member of the 1,000-kill club. From Přerov, Czech 
Republic, Jehlářová has been competing for the Czech Republic National Team since 2017, with highlights 
including a European Golden League tournament Championship in 2019 and a second-place finish in 2022. 
With her recent activation, all eyes are on Jehlářová to see if she will secure a starting position for the upcoming 
match.

The two teams will face off two more times during the 2024 season.
