On Saturday night, the top two teams will face off in Addition Financial Arena for the third time this
season, with a lot of playoff implications on the line. With a win on Saturday, the Orlando Valkyries (11-5)
would retake the lead for first place over Omaha (11-4) and own the season tiebreaker after taking three
of four matches against them.

Keys to the Match:

Valkyries Players to Watch:

Brittany Abercrombie (Opposite Hitter): After posting 24 kills in three sets in the last matchup against

Camila Gomez (Libero): With 200 digs this season, Gomez has been one of the best liberos in the
league. Averaging 12 digs over the last five matches, Omaha will need Gomez to continue her success to
help slow down the league's top offense.

Brooke Nuneviller (Outside Hitter): Nuneviller, Omaha’s go-to option, has become the first player in
PVF history to record 500 career digs and kills, showcasing her incredible ability to be elite on both
sides of the court. In their last meeting, Orlando held Nuneviller to only 11 kills, as they'll need a similar
scheme to slow her down.
