VIBE VS IGNITE RECAP ON 5/1

The Atlanta Vibe extended their winning streak to 13 matches
with a thrilling reverse sweep over the Indy Ignite, improving their
record to 19-8. Outside hitter Leah Edmond led the offense with
20 kills and added 15 digs for a double-double, while outside
hitter Pia Timmer also posted a double-double with 14 kills and 14
digs. Middle hitter Khori Louis chipped in 10 kills and a team-high
six blocks, and setter Marlie Monserez anchored the offense with
49 assists, 11 digs, and five Kills. Defensively, five Vibe players
recorded double-digit digs, showcasing a strong all-around
performance that fueled their comeback victory.

SUPERNOVAS VS VIBE STAT COMPARISON
Offensively, the Vibe are ranked third in the league forKill

percentage, averaging .384, while the Supernovas are ranked
fourth, averaging .363. Defensively, the Supernovas are fourth
in the league for digs per set, averaging 16.64, while the Vibe's
digs per set average on the season is 17.29, holding the highest
amount in the league. In aces on the season, the Vibe total 126
aces, ranked first in the league for aces per set, while the
Supernovas total 75, ranked seventh in the league. As for assists,
Atlanta holds the third highest assists per set with 12.88 and the
Supernovas are fourth averaging 12.59 assists per set.

With the regular season wrapping up this week, all eyes turn to
Las Vegas, where these squads will battle it out for the $1 million
prize in the “Match for a Million.” The semifinals are set for
Friday May 9, followed by the championship match on Sunday
May 11. The Vibe have clinched the second seed in the playoffs,
playing the Orlando Valkyries at 10:30 p.m. ET on May 9th.

VIBE WITH THREE PLAYER OF THE WEEK AWARDS

The Atlanta Vibe's success in the PVF has been fueled by
standout performances from setter Marlie Monserez, libero
Maorgan Hentz, and outside hitter Leah Edmond. Monserez,
named POTW in Week 15, recently broke the 3-set assist record
with 48 and is 3rd in total assists, driving Atlanta’s offense with
precision. Hentz, the Week 14 Player of the Week and last year’s
Libero of the Year, leads the league in digs with 471—over 100
more than any other player. Edmond, Week B honoree and
reigning MVP, ranks 3rd in kills (372), 2nd in aces (41], and is top
10 in blocks (45) and digs (283), making her a top MVP
candidate again.

THIRTEENTH WIN IN A ROW

The Vibe have now marked their thirteenth winin a row in
the season, breaking a PVF record, continuing to hold the
longest win streak in the league. With only one game left in
the regular season, there is no other team capable of
beating this record this season, therefore allowing the Vibe
to hold this win streak record the the entirety of the 2025
season. The Vibe will fight to extend their win streak to
fourteen, playing against the Omaha Supernaovas this
Sunday evening, trying to continue the momentum into the
playoffs.

HEAD COACH KAYLA BANWARTH

As a former Power Five head volleyball coach and a member of the
2016 USA Olympic Team, Banwarth has expansive knowledge of the
game. Her impressive career with Team USA spanned six years of
international competition, during which she collected eight medals.
Notably, she earned a bronze medal at the 2016 Olympics, adding to
her legacy in American volleyball history.

Banwarth previously served as head coach at Ole Miss and as an
assistant for the powerhouse Nebraska program. After making a
shift to coaching in 2017, Banwarth stepped into an assistant role at
the University of Nebraska. In her debut season, she helped guide
the Huskers to a Big Ten Championship and a NCAA Championship title. In 2020, Banwarth became head coach at
Ole Miss turning around the volleyball program from a 1-9 record in the 2020-2021 season to a staggering 21-9
record in 2022. Banwarth heads into her first season as the newly appointed Atlanta Vibe head coach.
