WELCOME TO INDY IGNITE PROFESSIONAL VOLLEYBALL

The Indy Ignite are one of eight teams taking the court in the second season of Pro Volleyball Federation
(PVF) competition. The mission of the Indy Ignite is to pursue victory, empower women and serve our
community through the competitive world of pro volleyball. Indy is the only new PVF team in 2025. The
other seven teams are the Atlanta Vibe, Columbus Fury, Grand Rapids Rise, Omaha Supernovas, Orlando
Valkyries, San Diego Mojo and Vegas Thrill.

IGNITE COMPLETE REGULAR SEASON WITH TRIP TO SAN DIEGO

Nearly four months after the inaugural season began, the Indy Ignite close the 2025 regular season with a
visit to San Diego. The matchup comes just six days after the Ignite defeated the Mojo at Fishers Event
Center to clinch a spot in the Pro Volleyball Federation Championship.

With all four postseason positions and seeds set, the Ignite can focus on fine-tuning particular areas of the
game to prepare for the playoffs starting May 9. One area, according to outside hitter Anna DeBeer, is at
the service line.

“I think we need to serve tougher,” DeBeer said following Thursday’s home match with Atlanta. “If we want
to make a deep run and take out these top teams in the league, you've got to be more aggressive from the
service line. That just helps everything and helps the overall game. We have moments of it in practice but

it's got to happen in games. If we can do that, that's really going to help us.”

PRO VOLLEYBALL FEDERATION PRIMER/PLAYOFFS INFORMATION

o Each PVF match is a best-of-five sets. In the first four sets, the winner is the first team to 25 points
(with at least a two-point advantage); the winner of the fifth set is the first team to 15 points (again
with a lead of two or more points).

e There are no line judges; line scoring is done with the use of 22 high-definition cameras placed around
the court. Coaches are permitted two call challenges per set, with the challenge referee off site
relaying the decision to referees on site.

o Each team plays 28 matches in the regular season, with four matches (two home, two away) against
every other team in the league. The four teams with the best records advance to the playoffs to be held
May 9-11 at Lee’s Family Forum, home of the Vegas Thrill. Tickets to attend the matches are available
at axs.com. Both the May 9 semifinals and the May 11 championship match will be telecast by the CBS
Sports Network. The championship-winning team earns a $1 million prize.

ET Friday at Lee’s Family Forum,
home of the Vegas Thrill in Henderson, Nevada. No. 2 seed Atlanta faces off
against No. 3 seed Orlando in the second semifinal starting at approximately 10:30
