Like so many around the world, 
we were deeply saddened by the 
loss of R.C. Sproul at the end of 
2017. Much has already been 

said, and much more could be said, 
about this remarkable man.

As people who work with the written 
word, we at P&R particularly appreci-
ate Dr. Sproul’s exceptional ability to 
communicate. He delved into the Re-
formed faith with clarity and compas-
sion, reaching men and women in all 
walks of life. His ministry will be ongo-
ing—his books and legacy will serve the 
Kingdom for years to come. So as we 
look at some of our new and upcoming 
titles, we’d like to highlight his contribu-
tions on related topics. These are last-
ing works that speak eloquently today.

Why Worry? (Robert D. Jones)
As we plunge into 2018, we’re excited 
to be relaunching the Resources for 
Changing Lives (RCL) booklet series 
with booklets #27 and #28. (The full 
list is on page 38.) And what better way 
to start than with a pervasive problem 
like worry? It may be a nuisance or a 
scourge, but worry touches us all.

In Why Worry? biblical counselor Robert 
Jones gets to the heart of the matter: 

idolatry. When we give ourselves to a 
person, goal, ideal, or object other than 
God, our trust shifts to a shaky founda-
tion. The good news is, that trust can be 
shifted back, and Jones describes how.

If your immediate response to this title 
is, “Well, why not worry?” take a look at 
The Invisible Hand by R.C. Sproul (page 
21). This approachable book on provi-
dence tackles hard questions, keeping 
the answers grounded and personal. 
“The essence of fear and worry is that 
something bad will happen to us,” 
Sproul writes. He’ll guide you toward 
confidence in God’s sovereign power—
both to sustain us and to work even evil 
for our good.

Prodigal Children (Robert D. Jones)
The RCL series doesn’t shy away from 
deeply difficult topics, and that in-
cludes the matter of prodigal children. 
Perhaps the greatest sorrow of a Chris-
tian parent is to watch a beloved child 
walk away from the faith. This pain is 
compounded by further bad choices. 
Robert Jones writes with sympathy and 
respect, giving practical advice even as 
he helps parents to work through their 
emotions, questions, and fears.

Sometimes young people simply aren’t 
certain what they believe or why. That’s 
what makes Sproul’s Choosing My Reli-
gion (page 10) so helpful. In this short, 
winsome read (just over 100 pages), 
Sproul lays the groundwork for faith 
while challenging relativism and hazy 
spirituality. You probably know some-
one who needs this!

Catching Foxes (John Henderson)
I started seeing Valentine’s Day candy 
in mid-January. But we didn’t put hearts 
or candy or wedding rings on our new-
est premarital resource . . . we went 
with foxes. That’s because marriage 
preparation involves preparing your-
self, and that means hunting down 

the “foxes” in your life—the sins, idols, 
and attitudes that will infiltrate your 
marriage and do their best to destroy 
it. (There’s a verse in Song of Solomon 
about this; check out page 5.)
John Henderson is a biblical counselor 
who takes an engaging (!) approach in 
this premarital workbook. Couples will 
think about the story they share and 
how it fits into God’s big picture.  They’ll 
also identify troublesome foxes and 
how to eradicate them. And, if anyone 
wants to know what to do if their first 
encounter involves accidentally kicking 
the other person in the head, there’s a 
story along those lines in chapter 1.

Whether you’re married or engaged, 
Sproul’s The Intimate Marriage (page 
10) covers the essentials. Unlike Catch-
ing Foxes, it doesn’t have a workbook 
format; you can sit down and read it 
straight through. If you’re interested 
in building a great marriage, give this 
book a try.

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In the initial moments of the crash I was 
not alarmed. Perhaps it was shock. I as-
sumed the train had been involved in an 
accident with an automobile, an event 

that is all too commonplace at railroad 
crossings. But when I stepped into the cor-
ridor to help the steward get the woman’s 
door open, I saw something that changed 
my initial assessment. A huge column of 
fire rose fifty to seventy-five 
feet into the air forward and 
right of our car. Now I assumed 
we had hit a gasoline truck to 
create such a fire. My wife had 
not yet seen the flames, so I 
(trying to sound calm) said to 
her, “Vesta, we need to get off 
the train.” She said she had to 
find her clothes and her shoes 
before she would get off. She 
quickly got dressed and hand-
ed me my clothes so I could 
dress quickly as well. I could see that the 
flames were moving in our direction and 
again advised Vesta to hurry up and get 

off the train. She would have none of it. 
She wasn’t getting off until she found our 
shoes. I said, “Forget the shoes. We need to 
get off now!”She found our shoes, and we 
finally went down the stairs and got off the 
train fully clothed. We were the last ones 
off. A train worker helped us off and herd-
ed us to the rear of the train and down the 
tracks, away from the fire. . . .

From our vantage point at the rear of the 
train, the scene before us was almost sur-
realistic. Dense fog mixed with clouds of 

smoke rose from the swamp. The pillar 
of flames was still visible on the right side 
of the train. I could see the ray of a boat’s 
searchlight eerily piercing the fog and 
smoke, and I could make out the form of 
train cars protruding from the water at a 
strange angle. . . . Scores of people were 
milling around by the tracks, many with 
blankets. I don’t know how many people 

had survived the water, but it 
was certainly more than fifty. 
None of us realized the full 
gravity of the moment. . . .

Often the language of the re-
porters when they comment on 
such accidents includes refer-
ences to the “ill-fated train,” or 
the “ill-fated plane.” I hope this 
is merely a manner of speaking 
and that the reporters do not 
really believe that the destiny 

of human beings is in the hands of “fate.” 
The fates were part of the mythological 
system of the ancient world, and they were 
depicted as arbitrary, capricious, and mis-
chievous sub-deities who wreaked havoc 
among people. Today fate is sometimes 
seen as a blind force of nature that causes 
horrible things or good things to happen 
to us.

The doctrine of the providence of God 
leaves no room for fate, blind or other-
wise. God is not blind; neither is He capri-
cious. For Him there are no accidents.

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Remember What Is Important
We may be guilty of looking back on persons and events with rose-tinted glass-
es. Some say hindsight is 20/20. But if we combine both and split the differ-
ence, maybe, just maybe, it’s the really important things that we remember.
     My late father engaged his whole being in church planting for the Ortho-
dox Presbyterian Church. Rev. Edwin Urban energetically pursued this ministry 
for over fifty years. Children were a big part of that ministry, and with only 
three thousand dollars from the sale of their first home, my parents launched 
a Christian school, K–12, in 1969! Dad’s home missionary vision was the train-
ing and salvation of children through daily Bible classes and, alongside that, 
a church to teach their parents, twice on Sunday and once during mid-week 
prayer meeting. It was an ambitious calling!

Does a devotional time with 
your children draw their 
hearts to Jesus?

Is there a best way to “do devotions” 
with your children?

The words family devotions often spark 
a collision of thought and emotion that 
equal frustration! We picture a perfect 
scenario of children paying rapt atten-
tion, and our thoughts soar, only to be 
frustrated by the reality that we and 
our children often have differing goals. 
In fulfilling our spiritual calling as par-
ents, how do we bring our children to 
Jesus for life-giving instruction? 

Jesus would have us follow His exam-
ple, using three major ingredients.

1. The Bible: A Lamp to My Feet 
and a Light to My Path
My father owned an enormous family 
Bible that had belonged to his great- 
grandfather and been passed down 
through his family. Interestingly, his 
predecessors were not necessarily 
Christians! His own parents came to 
faith in early middle age, my father at 
age 21.

After dinner or before, depending 
on the occasion, Dad would open the 
Book, moisten his thumb, and page 
through to various texts. I can still hear 
his voice, solemn yet warm, humbled 
by a touch of awe that was different 
from his regular speech. This otherness 
came over him when he read the Bible. 
That impressed my spirit.

My father placed himself under the 
Scriptures as their student. His pace 
slowed. God was clearly a topic worthy 
of his time, attention, and thought. I 
sensed that Dad had set aside a time 
for me, for our whole family, to partici-
pate in this moment. He always started 
with a text that exalted God, a psalm, 
then something instructional and prac-
tical from the Gospels or Paul’s letters.

Taking a cue from my dad, I bought a 
children’s Bible written at a third-grade 
level, so that my early elementary 
“ducklings” could read each text them-
selves. Our daily Bible class started 
with a short prayer, “Holy Spirit, please 
come and be our teacher!” and then a 
Bible reading by the children.

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Next, I selected books to read aloud. 
Training Hearts, Teaching Minds by Starr 
Meade (pg. 40) was a favorite. I watched 
my children’s hearts become attuned 
to God’s moral law during these read-
ings based on the Westminster Shorter 
Catechism. And an abundant source 
of age-appropriate Bible teaching is 
found in the Making Him Known series  
(pg. 40).

2. Devotional Instruction: Teach 
Me to Learn
How we handle our “devotional instruc-
tion” or teaching times with small chil-
dren is very important for building their 
trust in us as their parents and in God 
our heavenly Father. I do not recall my 
father disciplining me during our family 
devotions.

Is it possible that a time of family de-
votion may dissolve into tantrums or 
tears when Junior is disciplined? Asking 
God for wisdom is key. You have twelve 
hours in a day to confront your child 
over cranky behavior. Seek to handle 
your discipline problems before or af-
ter family devotional times. “Provoke 
not your children to wrath: but bring 
them up in the nurture and admonition 
of the Lord” (Eph. 6:4).

If interruptions frequently occur during 
this time, perhaps your toddler is too 
young to be held accountable when his 
or her older siblings are engaged and 
listening.

Jesus said, “Suffer little children, and 
forbid them not, to come unto me” 
(Matt. 19:14). The spiritual time you 
spend together should be welcoming, 
with age-appropriate teaching that re-
freshes and builds up your child’s heart. 
Do not be slavish in requiring preschool 
children to conform to school-aged be-
haviors of sitting still and being quiet. 
They will show a keen interest in family 
devotions when they are old enough to 
catch your enthusiasm for it.

One evening my youngest son, Samuel, 
then age four, hopped up next to me 
on the bed and said, “Mommy, teach 
me to learn . . .” Covenant children, 
drawn by the Holy Spirit, seek direction 
from their parents. Ask God to keep 
your heart open for these signals. Each 
child will surprise you! Be ready!

3. Prayer: With and for Your  
Children
Prayer is the most personal ingredient 
of family devotions. It is a mystery in-
volving heart, mind, and spirit! Some-

times Christians express discomfort 
when having to pray in public or ex-
press in words what the Holy Spirit has 
prompted their hearts to say.

My father’s prayers were long, yet I 
heard him unburden his heart to the 
Lord. He truly believed in the promise 
that parents make at baptism ’to “pray 
with and for your children.” While I 
made it a matter of prudence to pray 
shorter prayers with my children, I also 
pray for them. My children, like my-
self, have heard their parents pray for 
their spiritual formation and personal 
needs. As an adult, I was grateful that 
my parents were still praying for me!

Encourage your children to pray aloud 
in your times of family devotion. Give 
them a simple request to remember. 
As they become more verbal and gain 
stamina, they may surprise you with 
what is on their hearts. Talking to God 
in prayer is the greatest privilege a child 
of God owns. It is a source of comfort, 
intimacy, petition, and power. Don’t 
miss out on it!
