Arrival: Bus riders and walkers will arrive and enter our school through the front entrance. Car riders will be dropped off at the Kiss and Ride loop in
the side parking lot and will walk around the building to the front door. Staff will be stationed around the building (inside and outside) to ensure that all
students get to where they need to be. All students will go straight to their classrooms when they enter the building, with the exception of kindergarten
students. Kindergarten students will be walked to the gym by patrols to wait with their classes. Teachers will pick up Kindergarten students from the

gym for the first few days of school. Once routines and familiarity with the school are established, Kindergarten students will eventually walk straight to
their classrooms with the guidance of patrols in the morning.

Dismissal: Bus riders, car riders, and walkers will exit our school through the front entrance, with the exception of Kindergarten walkers and car riders,
who are dismissed from their exterior classroom doors by the front playground. Car riders will be picked off at the Kiss and Ride loop in the side parking
lot. Staff will be stationed around the building (inside and outside) to assist students.

Lunch and Recess Visitors/Volunteers: Due to space and safety issues, the staff has decided that we will not have visitors during lunch and recess
this year. We are looking for some people to help us out, however, during the first week with kindergarten lunch and recess. If you are interested in
volunteering to help during kindergarten lunch/recess, please click HERE to sign up.
