When learning at home...

All students, Group A, Group B, and Remote students follow the bell schedule for all six periods, daily. 

Login to your Google classroom at the start of each class period. 

Every class will have a synchronous Zoom.

Up to 20 minutes will be spent on Zoom to provide direct instruction and synchronous support.

A portion of daily class time will be spent collaborating electronically or working independently.

All classes meet in this manner, every day, based on the bell schedule. 

Daily attendance will be recorded through your physical attendance or your participation in Zoom.
