A NOTE REGARDING TARDY ARRIVAL TO SCHOOL

The expectation is for all students to arrive to school on time. A student will be considered tardy if he/she arrives after
8:35 A.M. Repeated tardiness will be referred to our Truancy Department. Inmediate remediation will be required to
ensure that students receive maximum instruction. Parents who arrive with their child(ren) after 8:35 A.M. will not be
permitted to walk their child(ren) to the class for safety reasons. All students entering after 8:35 A.M. must go to the Main
Office to obtain a pass and walk to their classes without a parent escort.

REMINDER: POLICY REGARDING EARLY PICK-UP FROM SCHOOL

If you must pick your child up prior to our 2:50 P.M. dismissal time, we will call your child(ren) down to the Main Office
once you arrive. Students will not be called over the loud speaker during PM announcements. Please make every attempt
to avoid an early pick-up, as this disrupts the learning process. This is a firm policy, and no exceptions will be made. If an
early pick-up is absolutely necessary, please make every effort to provide as much notice as possible by calling the Main
Office or emailing Ms. Henderson: deborah.henderson@new-haven.k12.ct.us.

SAFETY POLICY
