Attendance, Absences, and Tardiness
The Greensboro College Middle College school day is from 7:45a.m. to 2:45 p.m.  Attendance is recorded for each period.  If a student is scheduled to be in a high school class, they are expected to be there and be on time.  If a student is scheduled to be in a college course they are expected to be there and on time.  If a student is not scheduled to be in a high school or college class, he/she is allowed to exercise the freedom of being on a college campus within the limits set forth in the GCMC and Greensboro College, unless that student is on academic probation. 

Academic Probation
Students who fail a college class that has been paid for by the school/district will be placed on academic probation. Students who are on academic probation will be prohibited from taking additional college classes and will be registered for classes by administrator and counseling team. To be removed from academic probation certain conditions about their academics must be met.        1) A meeting with the principal, counselor, and one classroom teacher with a parent/guardian will be required.  2) A student on academic probation, will not be eligible to leave campus for lunch for one semester.  3) Students on academic probation will meet with designated staff member once per week during lunch to discuss their academic progress.  These weekly meetings will last for the duration of the student’s academic probation. 4) A student will be removed from academic probation after having a full semester of no classroom failures, no excessive absences/tardies, and completing their weekly check-ins. 

Absences
Consistent school attendance is necessary for a student to achieve success.  Therefore, students are expected to be in school except in cases of emergency or for the following reasons:
· Illness or Injury 
· Death in family
· Medical/Dental Appointments  
· Observance of religious holidays
· Court Proceedings

The above-mentioned occurrences are considered “excused” absences with proper documentation.  A student must present a note documenting the reason for the absence within three days of returning to school.  This note must be presented to Mrs. Honrado in the main office where it will be coded as “excused.”  Any of the following absences that are not documented with a note within three days of the absence automatically becomes coded as an “unexcused absence.” Students that are absent from their college courses are required to communicate with their college instructors regarding their absence. The college is not required to report students’ attendance but may do so as good will. Students are responsible for communicating problems with college attendance to the school counselor, principal and their parents.  

If you will be absent:
· Parents or Guardians must call (370-8300) or email Mrs. Honrado in the main office honrada@gcsnc.com to report your absence for the day. If you are enrolled in a college class(es), you must notify your college instructors of your absence. The school office is not responsible for notifying college instructors unless there are extenuating circumstances.  Calling or emailing the school on the day of the absence is required so that we are aware of your absence, but it does not replace the requirement of bringing a note signed by the parent within three days of any absence. 

· The following Attendance Policy is in place for the 2023-2024 school year:  
· Students will be allowed 3 absences during each semester, before make-up time is required. 
· The first 3 absences are handled between the student and teacher(s).  Students are expected to make up work assigned during the absence(s) within three school days of the student’s return to school.  The grade earned will be recorded.  
· Once a student has recorded 3 absences in any one class the teacher will email the parent and copy the principal to notify them of the negative attendance pattern. Upon receiving a fourth absences, students will be required to make up class time with teachers of that class.  

· Once a student has recorded 10 absences in any one class the student and the parents will meet with the school counselor or principal. The student will be placed on GCMC Probation. Probation may include a consequence deemed appropriate by the principal.
· Once a student has recorded more than 10 absences in any one class the student will be placed on a Principal Contract relating to attendance.
· A situation where a student has more than 10 absences from any class could be grounds for being rescinded back to their home school.   
· Consequences for college absences are at the discretion of the professor. Students should refer to the course syllabus or discuss with the instructor about their attendance policy. 
· A situation where a student is dropped from a college class due to poor attendance could be grounds for students could result in consequence such as but not limited to repayment of tuition, restrictions on college class enrollment, and possible rescinding to attendance zone school. 
· The administration may also revoke privileges such as off-campus lunch and/or Prom if a student chooses to violate the attendance policy.

Early Dismissals from School
An early dismissal will be granted for the same reasons as an absence. Students are not allowed to leave campus during a scheduled class time without prior consent and contact from parents. The student is to present to Mrs. Honrado a written note, signed by the parent or guardian, prior to leaving campus. Parents may also email or call Mrs. Honrado so she can notify the student’s teachers he/she has permission to leave campus at the designated time.  Students will not be permitted to leave school if a note is not given to the office unless he or she receives administrative approval.  Students who leave school without arranging for early dismissal through the main office will be considered truant and face disciplinary action.  The attendance policy as outlined above for absences will apply towards early dismissals.  Students must sign out in the sign-out log book before they leave campus. No Exceptions. Students are responsible for contacting college instructors when early dismissals impact college class attendance, 

Tardiness
Promptness to class is very important.  Tardiness not only impacts the student who is late, but also disrupts the entire class.  In order to avoid disciplinary action, the student must be in class and ready to work when class begins.  Please contact the school to inform us if a student will be tardy.
1. Teachers will handle tardiness on an individual basis.  This may include phone calls home or emails to the parents.  Tardiness that a student earns will result make-up time. Students will be notified of these make-up times/ Lunch Detentions.  Students have two days from the day it is assigned, to serve make up time/Lunch Detention.  If the make-up time and lunch detention is not served in timely manner, it will then be served with Mr. Burnette in the office. Habitual tardiness will result in a student being placed on a Principal Contract.  
2. Tardiness in college classes will be dealt with by the professor.  Students who are dropped from a college class due to poor attendance or tardiness will receive consequences that may result in restriction from enrollment in college courses, repayment of tuition, and/or being rescinded back to their attendance zone school. 
3. Tardy policy states that students will receive afterschool detention after every 4 tardies in one class per quarter.  Students who are more that 20 minutes late to any class after arriving to campus will result in automatic after school detention. Afterschool detention is served on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 3:00pm-3:30pm.


Special Notes/Attendance Policy
At GCMC often our senior students turn 18 years old before graduation.  Please note that even if a student turns 18 prior to graduation they are still considered a GCMC student and must obtain parental permission to leave school early or arrive late.  The same guidelines/policies that are outlined above will be followed regardless of a student’s age as long as they are enrolled at GCMC.

Bus Transportation
Guilford County Schools provides transportation for GCMC students.  Students who ride the bus must follow the rules which are stipulated by the Guilford County Board of Education.  The bus driver is the authority on the bus and should be treated with the same respect that is shown to a faculty member.  Buses will unload 10 minutes prior to the start of 1st block and load 10 minutes following the end of 4th block.  All buses will load and unload on College Place.

Car-Rider Drop Off
Parents are asked to use the parking lot at the corner of Odell and College for student drop off.  Enter the lot from Odell and circle around the parking lot to drop off or pick up students.  There are designated areas for unloading and loading at the fenced off area near the top of the parking lot.  Parents are requested not to stop or park along Odell Place or College Place.  If you need to park and enter the Main Building for a meeting, please park in this same lot and obtain a temporary parking pass for your windshield from the main office.    

It is extremely important for all parents and students to understand that we are not allowed to use the back driveway behind the Cowan Building at any time.  Parents are not allowed to drop students off in this area or pick students up (even for late arrival or early dismissal).  Students are not allowed to drive their own cars on campus at any time.  The visitor spaces are located Wimbledon Lot and College Dr. lots are for parent and college visitors and not meant to be used by high school students.  Please help us to adhere to the parking rules. 


Cafeteria and other Dining Options
The lunch period is 50 minutes long.  On normal days it is from 10:50-11:40. 

Students are invited to eat breakfast and lunch in the college cafeteria.  You can place money on your Pride Card and it will be deducted each time you enter the cafeteria, or you can order a meal plan.  

To place money on your Pride Card you must go to the College Student Accounts Office in the back of the Main Building, first floor.  The cashier at the cafeteria cannot place money on your Pride Card. To place money on your pride card you will need a check written out to Greensboro College.  
Please be aware that the college cafeteria follows the schedule of Greensboro College and is therefore not open during the first three weeks of our high school calendar, during the college’s fall and spring breaks, and near the end of the year when high school classes run longer than the college calendar.




Other lunch dining options:
· Bring a lunch prepared from home
· Order delivery
· Office Campus lunch
· Order from Guilford County Schools: Students can use their GCS lunch account to pay.  Free and Reduced Lunch forms will be given to each student.  Please fill the forms out and return them to the main office if you would like to receive Free and reduced lunch prices from GCS.  
· Students are also allowed to leave campus for lunch.  
· Lunch can only be eaten in the classroom with teacher permission and during not instructional times. 

Campus Etiquette
Students are allowed to study and relax at various locations on campus when they are not scheduled to be in a classroom.  Areas available for students include:
· College Library
· Global Communications Center
· Student Union 
· Classroom Building Lobbies (Greensboro and Cowan)
· Front Lawn, Back Lawn
· Computer Labs (if you are working individually)

Students are reminded to act in a mature manner at all times while on the campus of Greensboro College.  Our goal is for our students fully utilize all campus spaces other than dorms/residence halls.  Middle College students are encouraged to be mindful of their noise level at all campus locations including classroom buildings and hallways. Sleeping on campus in not allowed.   We must be continuously aware of our behavior here on campus.  The college officials may be conducting business, campus tours, etc. and it is imperative that our students reflect positively on GCMC and GCS as a whole.  GCMC students are expected to mirror the behavioral maturity of the college students and inappropriate or immature behavior on campus will not be accepted and can be the cause of rescission back to the districted home school.  Use of couches and lobby areas in buildings around campus – the college has asked that we monitor our use of the lobby areas in the Greensboro and Cowan Buildings.  The sofas and furniture are fine to sit on for short periods of times but should not but used for sleeping or lying down.  The lobby areas should also not be used by middle college students for whole class blocks – if you need a space to go to for an extended period of time you should use one of the classroom spaces, the student lounge or one of the other areas on campus listed above.

Cell Phones
Students can carry cell phones at GCMC; however, cell phones are not allowed to be used during class time.  When class begins students are expected to silence their phones and put them away. Because our school is spread out across the Greensboro College campus, the office may not be able to reach your student unless he or she is in a high school classroom.  For this reason, it is easier to contact the student if he or she has a cellphone.  Each family should decide this for themselves, but if a student does have a cellphone, please be sure that the phone number is on file in the Main Office.  Parents should avoid contacting students during instructional hours, and in case of emergency, please contact the front office.

College Textbooks
College texts are purchased for all students by Guilford County Schools.  College textbooks are the property of GCMC and must be turned in to the principal at the end of each semester. Students will be charged for the cost of any college text book that is not returned. While the textbooks for college classes are provided by Guilford County Schools, class fees, workbooks, or other materials required to complete the course will be the responsibility of the student.  

The process for obtaining your college text books will be clearly communicated with all students once college classes begin.  

Computer Labs
Students are allowed to use the designated computer labs if they follow these simple rules:
1. No food or drinks are allowed in any computer lab at any time.
2. No music or noise should be played from the computer speakers at any time.
3. Use of social media websites such as Facebook, SnapChat, Twitter, etc. should be used appropriately and not during class time.  Students must always remember that anything that is on a computer you are working on is tracked to your login information.  Inappropriate content on any computer may be a violation of the College’s Code of Conduct and could be reason for immediate release from GCMC.
4. Computer Labs are not “hang out” areas.  Students should never congregate in labs or carry on conversations in labs as these are workspaces for college students also.  Only one student should occupy a computer at a time.

Counseling
Our counselor, Mrs. Faison is available to help students with any areas of concern that they may have.  She will help students with school problems, personal problems and individual needs, testing, career choices, summer programs, college planning, financial aid, scholarships, course registration, PSAT, SAT, ACT, and the North Carolina Scholars program.  She will listen when students just need to talk to someone. Students may also email the counselor to request an appointment.  Additional counselor functions include consultation with teachers, parents, administration, and community resources to provide guidance for students. The counselor is instrumental in setting up and facilitating parent-teacher conferences.  The counselor is also the parent’s link to communications with a college professor. Please feel free to contact the Mrs. Faison if you need to arrange a meeting to discuss your child’s progress.  The counseling office adheres to all regulations concerning student records as defined by the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974.

Discipline
At GCMC we believe that each student has the right to a positive learning environment, to have enriching interactions with our faculty, staff, and administration and to be free from distractions caused by the inappropriate behavior of others. Each student will receive a copy of the “Guilford County Schools Student Code of Conduct” book, which defines the system’s expectations for proper behavior.  The following policies are designed to add clarity and to ensure consistent enforcement of the aforementioned code.

Attending school on a college campus is a privilege that requires a high level of self- discipline and maturity.  You were selected to attend GCMC because we believe that you possess those qualities.   Our preferred method of discipline involves counseling from teachers, counselors and the principal for students to self-correct.  Any non-counseling discipline (probation and/or possible reassignment) will only be done with the respect for the rights, dignity and safety of all individuals within the school and community, and respect for established school laws, procedures and processes.

Discipline Procedure
Consequences for inappropriate behavior in the classroom will be handled first by the classroom teacher.  The teacher will use strategies to help the student reflect and use self-correcting methods for their undesirable behaviors.  Additional consequences may include individual discussion, detention, phone and/or email contacts with parents, and parent conferences.

If undesirable behavior continues the student will be placed on a Principal Contract.  The student will be given a probationary period during which he or she must improve the negative behaviors that were identified in the Principal Contract.  At the conclusion of the probationary period the principal will initiate discussions among the teachers, student, parents, and counselor to determine if the behaviors have ceased or if a follow up meeting is needed.  If a follow up meeting is needed the purpose will be to determine if the student remains eligible to attend school at GCMC.  When a decision is made during the follow-up meeting, parents and student will be notified of the final decision.  If a student is rescinded from GCMC he or she will be withdrawn from GCMC and will then be re-enrolled in the attendance zone school. 

A Principal Contract may be initiated for behaviors that have not been self-corrected and include, but are not limited to:
· Non-compliance (failure to follow the directions of staff members when they are given).
· Leaving campus without approval (skipping class).
· Littering and/or defacing the school’s or another person’s property.
· Inappropriate public displays of affection.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Vaping/Smoking on campus.
· Use of obscene or profane language or gestures.
· Any acts bullying, including verbal altercations, name calling, teasing, taunting and intimidation.
· Loud and disruptive behaviors that draw undue attention to an individual or group on campus.
· Failure to demonstrate academic expectations due to failure to turn in assignments, failure to attend class, frequent tardiness, or classroom disruptive behaviors.
· Any violation of the college’s behavioral expectations as outlined by GCMC.
· Inappropriate use of technology including computers owned by GCS and Greensboro College.

Extreme cases of any of the above-listed items may also be cause for immediate rescission at the discretion of the principal, with or without a formal Principal Contract.

While we will work very closely with all students to enable them to be self-correcting there are four guiding principles that will be cause for dismissal from GCMC and reassignment to the student’s attendance zoned school.  These include:

· Entry into a dormitory or unauthorized entry into any other property that the administration deems off limits (nearby apartments or college housing).
· Possession or use of any item prohibited by law or deemed detrimental to the education process (no drugs, alcohol or substance abuse of any type will be tolerated).
· Engaging in fighting or other disturbing incidents, as determined by the Administration.
· Being dropped from or dropping a college class (not attending) without administrative approval.

In addition to being reassigned, a student may also face long term suspension from school for:
· Assault.
· Possession or use of weapons.
· Possession of and/or selling of drugs/alcohol.
· Theft.
· Communicating threats.

Appropriate dress sets the stage for a productive learning environment.  Creativity and individuality of dress can be achieved while maintaining decency and cleanliness.
1. Clothing that is distractive or is considered inappropriate for high school and for college classes.
2. Clothing which is marked or imprinted with obscene, vulgar, profane, or sexually suggestive messages or which promotes the use of alcoholic beverages or illegal substances is not appropriate dress for school.
3. Clothing must cover the body…. (shorts should be at an appropriate length (shirts cannot be longer than shorts), tank/thin strapped shirts should be covered with an over shirt, no cut off belly shirts, low cut or strapless tops, no sagging pants that expose undergarments)
4. Clothing which is, for any reason, disruptive to the educational process is inappropriate.

The principal may make the final decision as to what is appropriate or inappropriate dress.



Driver’s Education 
The GC Board of Education contracts with private firms to provide this service to students.  GCMC students should check with their home school for a schedule of classes.



Driving to School
Students who drive to school must comply with the following regulations.
1) Students may park at Weaver.  Parking is not permitted on the Greensboro College campus. Be AWARE….your car will be ticketed or towed (at your expense).
2) Student vehicles are not to be driven on the campus of Greensboro College.
3) Students must obey all traffic laws and regulations.  These regulations are for student safety.  Failure to comply with any of these may result in the loss of the privilege of driving to school.
4) Students are not allowed to temporarily park in visitor spaces at any time. 
5) Students must purchase a parking sticker in the front office to display on their rear left windshield ($50.00).


Enrollment in College Classes
GCMC students are expected to enroll in college classes.  Tuition and books are paid by Guilford County Schools provided that the student earns credit for the course.  Students may not drop courses once enrolled.  Tutoring is provided by Greensboro College (free of charge) for students enrolled in college courses.  See the school counselor to take advantage of the free tutoring. If students fail a college class or demonstrates poor attendance in a college course, the students will not be able to take another college course the following semester. After that semester, an assessment will be made on when whether or not a student is capable of handling college level courses for the purpose of determining future enrollment. 

Exam Policy 

Each high school course (including electives) will have a final exam at the end of the semester.  The final exam is required to count 20% of the students overall final grade in an for students taking the teacher made exams, GCFE, and AP exams.  There are no mid-term exams in high school classes in a block scheduled high school.

College exams are scheduled at the end of each semester (see exam schedule at the back of this handbook).  Students should be familiar with the syllabus for each college class and be cognizant of the final exam plans.  If a college exam happens to fall during a scheduled high school class the student is expected to alert their high school teacher about this scheduling conflict, but should always attend the college exam over the high school class.  


Grading
The student’s grade is a means of reporting to the student and his/her parents the progress made in each course every 9 weeks.  The letter grade indicates the teacher’s evaluation of the student’s work as reported each grade period.  Credit is cumulative on a semester basis and the grade issued at the end of each semester will indicate the quality of work done during that total period of time.  
Students are graded on a letter basis of A, B, C, D, and F.  In high school courses credit is given for grades A, B, C, and D.  No credit is given for F.  A student’s GPA must show improvement each semester in order to be considered for re-admission each year.



Inclement Weather
Cancellation or delay of the school day for inclement weather is broadcast on all major television and radio stations in Greensboro/High Point.  You may also check the Guilford County Schools’ website at: www.gcsnc.com.  Students enrolled in college classes must also check the media for cancellation or delay of Greensboro College classes.  The Greensboro College website is www.greensboro.edu  or you may call the switchboard at 272-7102.  On days when Guilford County Schools has cancelled/delayed but college classes are to be held, students and/or parents should assess whether the student is able to attend classes.  If the decision is made to remain at home, it is the student’s responsibility to notify the college instructor that they will not be in class. Students must refer the syllabus given by the college professor for their attendance policy. 

Report Cards and Interim Reports 
Report Cards are issued to students at end of the – every nine weeks and final grades at the end of each semester.  Parents should contact the school if either of these important documents are not received.  College grades will not be listed on the mid-term (1st and 3rd nine-week report card, but are reported at the end of the semester. Interim reports are given to students mid-way through each semester. 

College grades are posted online.  All students are instructed by the counselor about how to obtain their college grades.  These directions are also posted on our website.  In order to check grades online the student must have their Pride Number (listed on the front of the Pride Card). Students and/or parents interested in learning more about college grades should contact the school counselor.  Students in college classes are encouraged to keep open lines of communication with their professors and maintain an ongoing awareness of their progress in college courses.

Pride Cards
The Greensboro College Pride Card is the official college identification card for Middle College students.  Many College facilities and events require that you have a valid Greensboro College Pride Card.  The Pride Card also serves as your library card, your meal card and a debit card for many services on campus.  Pride Cards are not to be used by anyone other than the person to whom they are issued. You should not deface your Pride Card.  Lost or damaged cards will cost $15.00 for replacement.  To add money to your pride card for meal debits you must bring a check to the student accounts manager on the ground floor of the Main Building.  
All Pride Cards will be made on one designated day at the beginning of the school year.  All students are required to obtain a Pride Card. 


Emergency Parent Contact/ Accidents at School
If a student is injured at school, he/she should report to the Main Office (if possible), and then parents will be called.  Students should not leave campus without checking out in the Main Office.  Students with a severe emergency will be released to a parent and will not be allowed to drive themselves.

Student Messages
Students are not allowed to leave classes to answer their phones or check their messages. Parents should not call students on their cell phones while they are scheduled to be in class.  Students should not answer any phone or reply to any text message while they are scheduled to be in class. During lunch time, from 10:55 until 11:45 is an appropriate time for students to answer phone messages and texts.
Textbooks
Teachers issue high school textbooks to students.  If a book is lost, stolen, or damaged during the year, the student must reimburse the school for the damages or cost of replacing the textbook. College book will be distributed at the beginning of each semester and must be returned to the principal at the end of each semester.  Students are responsible for lost or damage college books. If books are lost, or damaged, students will be charged a fee for replacement. If college books are not returned at the end of the semester, the book will be considered lost, therefore the students will not receive books the following semester until old books are returned or replaced. 


Tobacco Use Policy
Greensboro College is a tobacco free – no smoking allowed – campus.  Smoking or using any tobacco product on campus at any time is strictly prohibited.  Students found smoking on campus will be found to be in violation of the Standards Contract and face disciplinary action as well as the possibility of reassignment. Students are not allowed to smoke or use any tobacco product at any school related event/field trip.  They are also not allowed to smoke or use tobacco products at Weaver or in the Weaver parking lot.  Vapor products also fall under the same restrictions.
