Supplemental Information

Physical & Environmental Characteristics:

Frequently exposed to various weather conditions for outdoor activities, including cold, heat, rain and wind. Need to
remain alert and attentive for extended periods of time. May be exposed to outdoor allergens, insects, slippery surfaces,
and potential hazards. Must be able to walk quickly or jog in case of emergency and lift objects up to 50 lbs. When
working indoor and outdoor activities, sound may be moderately noisy. Position requires physical participation and
interaction related to specific activity. In cases of outdoor weather, may make decisions relating to safety for participants

and other recreation staff.

Selection Process:

The selection process consists of an evaluation of education and experience, interview, and completion of a criminal
background check, which includes a sex offender registry check. All candidates will be notified by email of their
application status.
