PURDUE APPEARS IN FINAL USA TODAY/NWCA POLL
For the second time in three seasons under the direction of head coach Tony Ersland, 
Purdue appears in the final NWCA/USA Today Division I Team Coaches Poll. The 
Boilermakers, who hadn’t been ranked since Feb. 15, 2016, snuck into the final poll 
after beating then-No. 17 South Dakota State (14-5) by criteria in Brookings, South 
Dakota, as part of the NWCA Dual Championship Series.

SOUTH DAKOTA STATE
• The final match of the dual tied it, but it was the first match that gave Purdue the 
edge to upset No. 17 South Dakota State on its home mat 20-19 in the National 
Wrestling Coaches Association National Duals Championship Series presented by 
Theraworx and the United States Marine Corps. 

• With both teams winning five bouts, the 19-19 tie was broken using the second 
criteria and Ben Thornton’s pin at 125 pounds ... Thornton’s pin, a 3:33 stick of Ben 
Gillette, was the first of the season for the redshirt sophomore.

• The upset of No. 17 South Dakota State is Purdue’s first win over a ranked opponent 
since beating No. 20 Indiana on Feb. 7, 2016 ... that win also came on the road ... 
SDSU is the highest ranked team the Boilermakers have defeated since a 19-18 win 
over No. 17 Michigan on Feb. 3, 2013. 

• It was Purdue’s first-ever meeting with the Jackrabbits, becoming the 150th all-time 
opponent in program history ... it was also the Boilermakers’ first-ever dual in the state 
of South Dakota.

• A 5-0 shutout from Kyle Ayersman, who wrestled in the 100th match of his career, 
at 141 pounds gave Purdue a 9-5 lead after three matches ... trailing 19-9 after SDSU 
won four straight, the Boilermakers’ upper weights then went to work ... a six-point 
move in the final period earned Tanner Lynde a 13-3 major decision.

• A top-10 upset came in the ensuing match with true freshman Christian Brunner’s 
impressive 8-3 showing against seventh-ranked Nate Rotert ... with the dual score at 
19-16 in favor of SDSU with one bout to go, Purdue needed a decision to tie and that’s 
what Tyler Kral delivered, blanking Alex Macki 3-0.

WISCONSIN
• On his 19th birthday, Christian Brunner upset 11th-ranked Ricky Robertson 4-1 ... 
he took Robertson down midway through the first and rode the period out ... he also 
rode the second period out ... an escape in the third took Brunner’s lead to 3-1 and he 
earned his fourth point with 1:16 of riding time ... the upset is the first for Brunner over 
a ranked opponent ... it also matches the highest ranked opponent a Purdue wrestler 
has defeated this season. 

• A call reversal with seconds left in the 133-pound match proved to be the momentum 
swing that Luke Welch needed to beat Eli Stickley, taking a 7-5 decision in sudden 
victory ... trailing 5-2, Welch elected for a neutral start in the third period. Time ticked 
away and with only seconds remaining, he got a high single on Stickley, looked for 
back points, but neither a takedown nor back points were awarded as time sounded 
... Purdue head wrestling coach Tony Ersland challenged the call, which was reversed 
to award Welch a takedown, making it 5-4, and sent it to sudden victory with his 1:38 
worth of riding time ... the winning takedown came 22 seconds into sudden victory 
and Welch avenged a 7-1 loss to Stickley from the Las Vegas Wrestling Invitational in 
December. 

• Cody Pae, who has wrestled his entire career at 133 pounds, answered the call and 
delivered for Purdue at 141 pounds by defeating Cole Martin 6-0. 

• At 174 pounds, Jacob Morrissey blanked his fourth opponent of the season with a 
4-0 outing against Ryan Christensen thanks to takedowns in the first and third periods 
... he concluded the conference season at 7-1, which is the best Big Ten record since 
Ivan Lopouchanski went 7-1 in 2012-13.

• Head coach Tony Ersland was in the corner for the 50th dual in his three years at the 
helm for the Boilermakers.

• Purdue honored eight graduating wrestlers at the conclusion of the dual: Kyle 
Ayersman, Jeremy Golding, Alex Griffin, Kirk Johnson, Tyler Kral, Tanner Lynde, Cody 
Pae and Luke Schmit.

ILLINOIS
• No. 11 Illinois took eight bouts and the middle of its lineup turned in three wins with 
bonus points ... Ben Thornton and Christian Brunner posted shutout decisions for the 
Boilermakers ... Thornton blanked Travis Piotrowski 4-0, striking for a takedown in the 
first period, escaped in the second and rode out the third period ... Thornton became 
Purdue’s win leader with 23.

• Brunner turned in a 2-0 decision over Andre Lee ... Brunner’s points came from a 
second-period escape and 1:57 of riding time accumulated in the third period. 

• Mario Leveille made his first-ever appearance in a dual ... he started at 157 in place 
of Alex Griffin, who has been out since an injury default at Rutgers ... Leveille’s start 
marked the 10th different lineup used this season.

GREYHOUND OPEN
• Purdue sent six attached and seven unattached wrestlers to Indianapolis’s Greyhound 
Open on Feb. 5 ... all 13 grapplers placed with nine of them making the finals ... Devin 
Schroder (125), Jeremy Golding (149), Griffin Parriott (157) and Shawn Streck (285) 
brought home titles.

MINNESOTA
• Luke Welch provided an upset and Jacob Morrissey pinned for his sixth straight win, 
but the Boilermakers were defeated 29-12 ... a strong second period of riding and a 
reversal in the third period lifted Welch to a 4-0 upset of No. 15 Mitch McKee.

• Morrissey extended his winning streak to six by pinning Chris Pfarr in 2:23 ... the pin 
is Morrissey’s second in Big Ten matches, his third of the season and 13th of his career. 

• Nate Limmex turned in his second win of the weekend with an 8-4 outing against 
Carson Brolsma.

• Tyler Kral returned to the lineup and Cole Wysocki made his second start, resulting in 
the ninth different lineup of the season for Purdue. 

PURDUE HAMMERS DOWN CANCER
• The Boilermakers wore custom-made black with volt Cliff Keen singlets against 
Nebraska ... 10 of the singlets were auctioned off with $1,505 raised to benefit 
the Purdue Center for Cancer Research ... it was the second consecutive season the 
Boilermakers have worn custom Hammer Down Cancer singlets and auctioned them 
off, raising a total of $2,695 for the Purdue Center for Cancer Research.

NEBRASKA
• A trio of Boilermakers provided decisions in a 28-9 loss, highlighted by back-to-back 
sudden victory wins from Dylan Lydy and Jacob Morrissey ... with seven seconds on the 
clock, Lydy scored the match-winning takedown to defeat Nebraska’s Dustin Williams 
3-1 ... Morrissey overcame a call reversal that occurred with just seconds remaining 
in regulation and went on to post a 10-8 decision of Micah Barnes in sudden victory.

• Purdue’s third win of the dual came via Nate Limmex’s 7-3 decision of Collin Purinton.

• The Boilermakers used their eighth different lineup of the season with redshirt 
freshman Cole Wysocki making his first-ever start ... Wysocki took the role at 157 
in place of Alex Griffin, who was sidelined with an undisclosed injury ... Jacob Aven 
appeared in the third dual of his career and his first of the season ... Aven wrestled 
in place of Tyler Kral, whose starting streak came to an end at 13, also out with an 
undisclosed injury.
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MARYLAND
• Purdue’s upper weights put big points on the board in a 29-6 win, giving the 
Boilermakers their third straight Big Ten Conference dual for the first time in four years 
... from Jan. 28 to Feb. 11, 2013, they won four straight over Wisconsin, Northwestern, 
Michigan and Indiana ... eight of the 10 weights went Purdue’s way with three bouts 
resulting in bonus points ... Jacob Morrissey and Tanner Lynde were a one-two punch 
with technical falls.

• Morrissey needed just 4:26 to dispose of Sam Rowell, 15-0 ... he tallied 10 back 
points and moved into 11th on the career back points record list with 166, bypassing 
Chad Welch (2013-16), who had 165 ... he also earned a spot on the season records 
list with 72 ... Morrissey’s fourth tech fall of the season came in his 60th career match 
for the 40th win of his career.

• Lynde didn’t need much more time to roll to an 18-2 win over Idris White, doing so 
in 4:40 ... the tech fall was the fourth of the season for Lynde and the 18 points are 
the most he has scored in a match during his career ... the match was the 85th of his 
career.

loss to No. 11 Rutgers ... Welch rebounded from a tiebreaker loss at Maryland, with 
a dramatic 5-4 tiebreaker decision of Scott DelVecchio ... DelVecchio escaped in the 
first 30-second tiebreaker to go ahead 4-3 ... Welch one-upped DelVecchio’s escape 
by reversing him for the win. 

• Lydy posted his second win of the weekend, beating Willie Scott 6-4.

• Continuing with his recent match trends, the second period was key for Morrissey 
in a 7-4 decision of Phillip Bakuckas ... the win was Morrissey’s fourth straight and he 
extended his dual winning streak to five, which is the best for the Boilermakers this 
season.

• Tyler Kral made the 40th dual start of his career.

Morrissey excited the Mackey Arena crowd by exploding for seven 
points in the second period, nearly pinning Skatzka, on his way to a 10-4 upset.
