85:  A team must often or consistently exceed CGPA expectations for the previous semester’s 
cumulative grade point average.  This is determined at the conclusion of each spring semester 
as reported on the CGPA Target Goals worksheets.

Teams that meet both of these standards will be presented with the 25/85 Award at the annual 
Boilers Back in Action event and be recognized on a plaque in the Drew and Brittany Brees 
Academic Learning Center.
