Team Notes

- Purdue is tied for fourth in Big Ten play at 9-6, even with Indiana and Michigan State

- A win today secures at least the No. 5 seed in the Big Ten Tournament for the Boilermakers, while a
win paired with a win by Michigan State (Sunday at Nebraska) or a loss by Indiana (Saturday at lllinois)
grants Purdue the No. 4 seed and a double-bye to the quarterfinals

- Purdue leads the conference in scoring defense, holding opponents to 58.3 ppg

- Over the last four games the Boilermakers are holding opponents to 31.6 percent from the field (81-
256), and 25 percent from 3-point range (15-60)

- Purdue’s last three opponents have been held to an average of 21.0 points in the second half

- When holding opponents to 60 points or fewer this season the Boilermakers hold a 15-1 record,
including seven of their nine Big Ten wins

- Purdue is coming off of back-to-back games, holding their opponents to a season-low scoring mark
(lowa, 52 and Minnesota, 54)

- The Boilermakers lead the Big Ten and rank 25th nationally in fewest fouls, committing 14.4 per
contest

- Purdue also holds top-50 NCAA rankings in assist-turnover ratio (1.12), assists per game (16.0) and
blocks per game (5.0)

- The Boilermakers are 18-1 when holding an advantage after three quarters

- The Boilermakers' seven road victories are tied for second-most in the conference overall, while their
five Big Ten wins away from home are third most

- Purdue is second in the Big Ten Conference and ranks 10th nationally in average attendance, hosting
5,907 fans per game at Mackey Arena

Last Time Out

- The Boilermakers won their third straight Thursday, taking a 67-54 road win at Minnesota

- The win was Purdue’s sixth straight in Williams Arena, a streak that dates to 2009

- Purdue held the Golden Gophers to a season-low 54 points, limiting them to just nine in the final
quarter

- The Boilermakers converted 15 Minnesota miscues into 19 points off turnovers

- Purdue is now 18-1 on the season when leading after three quarters of play and 18-0 when holding
the lead going into the final two minutes of play

- The Boilermakers outrebounded the nation’s No. 6 rebounding team, 43-37, including 19 offensive
rebounds, which they converted into 12 second-chance points

- Ashley Morrissette scored 10 of her game-high 23 points in the final quarter as the Boilermakers closed
the game on a 12-2 run and led by 16 late in the game

Opponent Notes

- Northwestern enters the regular season finale at 19-9 overall and 8-7 in Big Ten action, tied for sixth
place in the conference with Penn State and a game behind the three-way tie for fourth

- Northwestern won the first matchup of the season with the Boilermakers, 76-60 in Evanston to start
off Purdue’s Big Ten season

- The Wildcats have won two in a row after losing four straight, topping llinois (66-53) and Rutgers (60-
38) over the last week

- Northwestern and Purdue are first and second, respectively, in the Big Ten in field goal percentage
defense (.372 and .374)

- The Wildcats are led by senior Nia Coffey, who is tied for fourth in the Big Ten in scoring at 19.5 points
per game and leads the conference in rebounding with 10.8 per contest

- Fellow senior Ashley Deary is the Big Ten's all-time leader in steals, and leads the conference with 107
this season

- Deary also leads the Big Ten this season with 6.5 assists per game, while chipping in 10.8 points and
3.5 rebounds per game as well

Head Coach Sharon Versyp

- Last Sunday marked her 200th career Big Ten game, her 184th at Purdue, with 16 in one season at
Indiana

- In her 11th year as the Boilermakers' head coach, giving her the longest tenure of any coach in
program history

- Winningest Purdue women'’s basketball head coach, earning 232 to date and 349 for her career, and
second in program history in Big Ten Conference wins with 110

- Purdue’s eight NCAA Tournament appearances under Versyp are the most under any head coach in
program history

- Starred for the Boilermakers from 1985-88, scoring the 13th-most points in program history and was
the fourth-fastest player at Purdue to reach 1,000-career points (77 games)

- One-of-2 Big Ten head coaches to lead her alma mater (Amy Williams, Nebraska)

- One-of-2 former Boilermakers to serve as a head coach for a Big Ten team (Teri Moren, Indiana)
