   In 2011, Schuette led the Panthers to the school’s fi rst ever regular season 
OVC title including a 40-12 overall mark, the best in school history. Her 
teams were known for their speed and power, setting the school steals mark 
in 2008 with 85, a tally which ranked 16th nationally, and snapping the 
home runs mark three straight years (2009, 2010, 2011). Her EIU squads 
also set school marks in all major pitching categories, team batting average, 
doubles, fi elding percentage and double plays. 
 “With the hiring of Kim Schuette, we believe our softball program now 
has everything it takes to vie for a Big Ten championship and to continue 
its push into the national spotlight,” athletics director Morgan Burke said. 
“With the solid foundation that we have built over the last 20 years, the 
talented roster of current players and a new stadium coming online in 2015, 
we are excited about the future of Purdue softball.” 
 Prior to her time at EIU, Schuette was the head coach at Quincy 
University in 2005 and spent three seasons as an assistant coach at San 
Jose State. 
 A two-time Academic All-American (1999 and 2001), Schuette played 
collegiately at Eastern Illinois and Indiana State. In two seasons at EIU, 
she saw action in the outfi eld, at fi rst base and at pitcher, while earning 
OVC All-Academic honors twice. At Indiana State, the lefty garnered 
All-Missouri Valley Conference honors in 2001 after leading her team in 
batting average, hits and runs as a senior. She also capped her career with 
her second Academic All-America nod and the President’s Scholar Athlete 
Award. 
 Schuette graduated cum laude with a bachelor’s degree in physical 
education at Indiana State in 2001 and received a master’s degree in 
kinesiology and societal studies (sports management) from San Jose State 
in 2002. 
 A native of Itasca, Ill., Schuette is married to assistant coach Jason Dorey. 
The couple, which married in 2007, has a daughter, Lauren Lynn (4), and 
son, Kyle (born August 2013).

 Kim Schuette, who led Eastern Illinois to Ohio 
Valley Conference championships in 2011 and 
2013, is in her second season after being named 
the third head coach in Purdue softball history on 
June 24, 2013.
 Schuette (pronounced SHOOT-ee) led the 
Boilermakers to a sixth-place conference fi nish and 
the Big Ten Tournament quarterfi nals in her fi rst 
season. Purdue went 27-28-1 including a 13-10 
mark in conference play. The Boilers won fi ve of 
their eight league series and posted three wins over 
Top 25 foes, downing No. 4 Michigan, No. 10 

Texas and No. 12 Minnesota. The season, which saw the squad play 14 games 
against Top 25 foes and 14 opponents that advanced to the NCAA Regionals, also 
featured a no-hitter by junior Alex Whittemore and a program-best fi ve All-Big 
Ten honorees. A program-record six players garnered NFCA All-Region accolades, 
while a record 14 players earned Academic All-Big Ten nods and senior outfi elder 
Andie Varsho was tabbed with fi rst team Academic All-America honors.
  Schuette had spent the previous eight seasons with the Panthers, compiling a 
232-191-1 record, while boasting a 256-219-1 mark in nine overall seasons as 
a head coach. The 2011 and 2013 OVC Coach of the Year kept Eastern Illinois 
among the top half of the conference each of her eight years, including spots 
among the top four seven times, the regular season titles in 2011 and 2013 and 
a runner-up fi nish in 2012. 
 Schuette coached 29 All-OVC honorees in her tenure at EIU, including two 
Pitchers of the Year, and three NFCA All-Region honorees, including two in 
2013. Her teams also found success in the classroom, carrying a 3.45 grade-point 
average, while fi ve players received Academic All-District honors and one went 
on to earn an Academic All-America nod in 2011. 
 “Kim has a proven record of success in the Ohio Valley Conference. Her 
teams have consistently been among the top of the conference, and won two 
titles, earning her Coach of the Year honors,” associate athletics director Calvin 
Williams said. “She also brings a level of maturity and focus that will be conducive 
to taking our program to the championship level.” 

   In 2013, EIU posted a 
36-14 record, including 
a 20-3 mark in Ohio 
Valley play, en route to the 
league title. The Panther 
pitching staf f  ranked 
fourth nationally in ERA 
(1.59), while the squad also 
ranked 29th in doubles per 
game (1.42) and 33rd in 
fi elding percentage (0.970). 
Pitcher of the Year Hanna 
Mennenga ranked second 
nationally in strikeouts 
per seven innings (11.0), 
seventh in hits allowed per 
seven innings (3.88), 12th 
in strikeouts (291) and 
35th in shutouts (7). 
   “I am thrilled to get on 
board with Boilermaker 
Athlet ics  and Purdue 
University,” Schuette said. 
“I am eager to partner with 
such quality leadership 
and people in Morgan 
Burke, Calvin Williams, 
Nancy Cross and the rest 
of the Boilermaker staff

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 A two-time All-American and Midwest native with eight years of Division I coaching experience, Megan Ciolli Bartlett joined 
the Boilermaker softball staff as an assistant coach on July 21, 2014. Ciolli Bartlett, who found success as an outfi elder at Notre 
Dame and with the Chicago Bandits, comes to Purdue after coaching stints at Loyola Chicago, Northern Illinois and DePaul.
 “Megan is a great addition to our staff,” head coach Kim Schuette said. “I love her fi re, competitiveness and energy. There’s 
something to be said about a great player who played professionally but has also had to work her way up in the coaching ranks. 
Her experiences, passion, work ethic and ambition make her special. Megan has an infectious personality and drive and we are 
proud to bring her back to her home state of Indiana. What a great time for Purdue softball.”
 Ciolli Bartlett spent the 2013-14 season as a volunteer assistant coach at DePaul, where she helped the Blue Demons to Big 
East regular season and tournament titles and an NCAA Regional berth.
 “I am beyond thrilled to join Coach Schuette and Coach Dorey at Purdue,” Ciolli Bartlett said. “They have already done a 
tremendous job in a short amount of time working toward Purdue Softball becoming a national powerhouse. Being born and 
raised in Indiana, I have so many friends and family that are proud Boilermaker alums. I am very grateful for the opportunity 

to carry on such a proud and illustrious tradition.”
 From 2007 to 2012, Ciolli Bartlett was an assistant coach at Northern Illinois, where she acted as recruiting coordinator, offensive coordinator and camp 
coordinator. She guided the Huskies hitters to multiple single season records and helped the team to the top 40 nationally in doubles (2nd, 1.81 per game), 
batting average (24th, .312), scoring (33rd, 5.49 runs per game) and slugging percentage (39th, .461) in 2011. Several of her charges went on to All-Mid-
American Conference and all-region honors. Ciolli Bartlett worked with both the infi elders and outfi elders during her time at NIU.
 The Terre Haute, Ind., native started her coaching career as a graduate assistant at Loyola Chicago from 2005-2007. She trained multiple all-region and 
all-Horizon League outfi elders, while helping guide the Ramblers to the 2007 regular season title. The Loyola staff received Horizon League coaching staff of 
the year honors in 2007.
 A two-time All-American (2004 and 2005), and the 2004 Big East Player of the Year, Ciolli Bartlett played center fi eld for Notre Dame, acting as team 
captain her senior year. A four-time All-Big East and All-Mideast Region performer, she completed her Irish career as the program’s all-time leader in hits 
(284) and stolen bases (76), while ranking in the top fi ve in batting average (2nd, .368), at-bats (2nd, 771) and runs (2nd, 161). As a senior, Ciolli Bartlett 
batted .386 with 11 doubles and 28 RBI and a school-record 32 stolen bases, while leading the Irish to a 45-13 record and the Big East Conference regular 
season title. As a junior in 2004, she was conference player of the year, all-region and third team All-America after batting .397 with 44 runs and 20 steals.
 Ciolli Bartlett went on to play professionally for the Chicago Bandits in 2005 and 2006, helping the team to the National Pro Fastpitch regular season title 
both seasons.
 A three-sport athlete at North Vigo High School in Terre Haute, she was named Indiana Miss Softball and Gatorade Player of the Year in 2001, while also 
competing in basketball and soccer.
 Ciolli Bartlett earned her bachelor’s degree in business administration at Notre Dame in 2005. She completed her master’s of business administration in 
heathcare administration in 2007 and went on to earn a juris doctor from Northern Illinois in 2012. A licensed attorney in the state of Illinois, Megan is 
married to Mike Bartlett, a former professional hockey player. The couple has a daughter, Vivian, born in November 2014.

 Jason Dorey, who spent the previous eight years as an assistant coach at Eastern 
Illinois, is in his second season at Purdue after being named as an assistant coach 
for the Boilermakers on July 2, 2013. Dorey, who is the husband of head coach 
Kim Schuette, will work with the Purdue hitters and catchers. 
 A 1999 graduate of DeVry University, Dorey has a unique background, 
including work with a Chicagoland optometrist to develop a conditioned hand-
eye coordination program known as COE Vision Training. Dorey has trained 
individual Major League Baseball players as well as members of the U.S. Olympic 
Softball team with the program and worked with teams such as the Chicago 
Cubs, Cincinnati Reds, Cleveland Indians, Milwaukee Brewers and Seattle 
Mariners. 

 His vision training helped the Eastern Illinois batters boost the school’s home run tally in four of the last 
six seasons, including a record 45 long balls in 2011 as the Panthers won the program’s fi rst-ever Ohio Valley 
Conference title. Since Dorey’s start at EIU in 2006, the program set records for doubles and home runs, 
recorded consecutive 20-plus home run campaigns and posted top fi ve team marks in RBI and runs scored. 
The team’s batting average, RBI and on-base percentage continued to rise from 2009 to 2012. 
 In his eight seasons, Eastern Illinois produced 29 All-Ohio Valley Conference and All-OVC Tournament 
honorees, which have been honored for their hitting and defensive play. This group includes several catchers 
who improved their framing and glove work, ability to block and throw out runners and helped some very 
good pitchers become outstanding thanks to Dorey’s tutelage. 
 Dorey played baseball, basketball and golf at Lisle High School, before continuing on to play baseball 
collegiately at Northern Illinois and later Northeastern Illinois. After earning a degree in accounting, he worked 
as an accountant for such Fortune 500 companies as McDonald’s, Nabisco, Kraft Foods and Illinois Tool 
Works. He also helped launch a baseball/softball training facility in suburban Chicago, overseeing business 
operations as well as coaching and instructing via individual lessons.

Ashley Burkhardt (.346), infi elder Tori Chiodo (.345), 
catcher Danielle Fletcher (.333), and outfi elder Maia 
Monchek (.270) rounded out the group. Burkhardt 
drove in a team-best 43 RBI and boasted 13 doubles 
and 10 home runs. Fletcher accounted for 42 RBI, 
while registering 10 home runs and 12 doubles. Chiodo 
posted 38 RBI and scored 34 runs, while also launching 
nine home runs and stealing seven bases. Outfi elder 
Lindsey Rains (.244) added 20 RBI, 24 runs, three 
homers and 10 steals. As a team, the Boilers batted 
.297 with 41 home runs and 63 stolen bases. 
 In the circle, the Purdue staff combined for 281 
strikeouts in 361 innings. Sophomore Lilly Fecho 
(21-16) did the bulk of the pitching, striking out 196 
batters in 223 innings, including 28 complete games. 
Junior Lexy Moore (4-9) added 53 Ks in 76 innings, 
while junior Alex Whittemore (2-2) issued 21 Ks in 45 
innings, including a complete-game no-hitter. Senior 
Lauren Grant struck out 11 batters in 16 innings.

Among The Nation
 The Boilermakers ranked 38th nationally in doubles 
per game (1.46). Individually, senior Andie Varsho 
ranked  among the national top 50 in batting average 
(44th with .416) and stolen bases per game (48th with 
0.46). Junior Ashley Burkhardt ranked 29th nationally 
in sacrifi ce fl ies (4). Sophomore pitcher Lilly Fecho was 
39th nationally in wins (21), 48th in strikeouts (196) 
and 50th in shutouts (6).

On the Honor Roll
 The Boilermakers brought in a program-best six 
NFCA All-Region and a school record fi ve All-Big 
Ten honors in 2014. Outfi elder Andie Varsho and 
third baseman Tori Chiodo were named fi rst team All-
Midwest Region, while catcher Danielle Fletcher and 
designated player Katy McJunkin earned second team 
honors. Pitcher Lilly Fecho and fi rst baseman Ashley 
Burkhardt garnered third team all-region nods. In the 
conference, Varsho and Burkhardt were named to the 
fi rst team, while Chiodo, Fletcher and Fecho earned 
second team acclaim.
 Burkhardt and Chiodo garnered Big Ten Player of 
the Week honors on Feb. 18 and March 24 respectively. 

Catcher/designated player Katy McJunkin earned Big 
Ten Freshman of the Week accolades twice, on March 
31 and on April 21.
 Varsho was named to USA Softball’s Top 50 Player 
of the Year Watchlist and also as one of 30 candidates 
nationally for the Senior CLASS Award.

In The Classroom
 Senior Andie Varsho earned fi rst team Academic All-
America honors  and also was selected to the Academic 
All-District V team. The Academic All-America honor 
was the second of Varsho’s career following third team 
accolades in 2013. 
 A program-best 14 players, including Varsho garnered 
Academic All-Big Ten honors. The 14 honorees - Paris 
Andrew, Ashley Burkhardt, Tori Chiodo, Lilly Fecho, 
Danielle Fletcher, Mary Gooding, Alyssa Koorsen, 
Maia Monchek, Lexy Moore, C.J. Parsons, MaryBeth 
Pavlick, Sydney Pencek, Lindsey Rains and Varsho - 
surpassed the 2013 team’s record 11 Academic All-Big 
Ten selections.

Big Wins
 The Boilermakers matched the biggest win in 
program history, topping No. 4 Michigan 3-2 in Game 
1 of an April 23 doubleheader. The victory ties the 
program’s Feb. 7, 2009, win over No. 4 UCLA as the 
highest ranked foe ever defeated by a Boilermaker side.
 Purdue also defeated No. 10 Texas 5-4 on Feb. 9 at 
the Louisiana Classic in Lafayette, La. The victory was 
the program’s fi rst over a Top 10 foe since defeating No. 
10 Northwestern on April 18, 2009. A May 2 win over 
No. 12 Minnesota accounted for a third top 15 win in 
2014.

Broken Records
 Outfi elder Andie Varsho set two records during 
Purdue’s series with Indiana. With a fi fth-inning single 
in Game 1, she became the school’s all-time career hits 
leader (256). The hit also gave her the Purdue record 
for longest hitting streak in a season (21), surpassing 
Ashley Hall’s 20-game stretch during the 2007 season. 
With a third-inning single in Game 2, Varsho extended 
the hit streak to a 22 games.
 Varsho tied the school game record for hits with a 
5-for-5 effort against Bryant on March 14. She also tied 
the school record for doubles in a game with three in 
Game 3 of the series with Penn State, March 22. 
 Varsho wrapped her career with a record 275 hits 
and also set the Purdue standard for batting average 
(.398), topping Andrea Hillsey’s career average of .374 
(2002-05).  
 Junior fi rst baseman Ashley Burkhardt tied the school 
record for home runs in a game with two in Game 2 
against Coastal Carolina on Feb. 14. 
 Purdue drew a school record 11 walks in Game 1 of 
the series with Penn State on March 21. The 11 free 
passes surpassed the previous record mark of nine, which 
had been recorded in fi ve contests.
 The 2014 Boilermakers set a program record for 
doubles in a season (82). That tally surpassed the 2012 
team’s record tally of 74.
