- Purdue is tied for fifth in Big Ten play at 6-5, even with Indiana Michigan State and lowa and a half
game behind Northwestern (6-4)

- The Boilermakers are 9-1 this season when scoring at least 70 points, including a 4-1 mark in
conference play

- Purdue leads the conference in scoring defense, holding opponents to 58.6 ppg

- When holding opponents to 60 points or fewer this season the Boilermakers hold a 12-1 record,
including four of their five Big Ten wins

- The Boilermakers lead the Big Ten and rank 15th nationally in fewest fouls, committing 14.0 per
contest, and 13.5 fouls per game in conference play

- Purdue also holds top-50 NCAA rankings in assist-turnover ratio (1.12), assists per game (16.2) and
blocks per game (4.9)

- Over the last five games the Boilermakers are shooting 49.1 percent from the field, averaging 73.6
points per game, with five players shooting 50 percent or better from the floor

- The Boilermakers are 14-4 this season when leading at the half and 15-1 when holding an advantage
after three quarters

- Purdue has outscored opponents by 46 points (206-160) in the first quarter in Big Ten competition and
