Team Notes

- The Boilermakers’ last two contests have featured 13 ties and 21 lead changes

- Purdue is 138-53 in inaugural meetings, and will meet Colgate for the first time in program history Sunday

- The Boilermakers rank third in the Big Ten in scoring defense, holding opponents to 59.0 points per game

- Purdue also ranks second in the conference in free throw percentage, knocking down 74.6 percent at the stripe, and
