PURDUE CONTINUES TOURNAMENT CHASE WITH HOME & AWAY WEEKEND

» The Boilermakers continue their Big Ten Tournament chase with games this weekend against No. 9
Penn State and Maryland. Thursday’s game will be the home finale at the Boilermaker Soccer Complex,
where Purdue has compiled a 6-2-1 record this season. The Boilers have not won more than six home
games since 2009 (eight). However, they’ve also not beaten PSU since 2003. But last year’s 1-0 loss
marked the first time since 2007 that Purdue limited the Nittany Lions to a single goal.

» Sunday’s game at Maryland is essentially a must win for the Boilermakers. With Maryland in last place
in the Big Ten standings entering the week, Purdue needs its first road win of the conference season
Sunday. However, the Terps played well last week in a 1-0 loss at PSU and a 2-1 overtime defeat at
Ohio State. College Park is the only Big Ten city that the Boilers are visiting for the second year in a row.

FIRST SCORELESS DRAW SINCE 2010

» Jordan Ginther made five saves in her first action in nearly a month, leading Purdue to a scoreless
draw with No. 23 Rutgers in the Senior Day game Oct. 11. The result was the Boilers’ first scoreless
draw since the September 2010 Big Ten opener against Wisconsin, and their first shutout of any kind in
conference play since blanking Northwestern 1-0 in October 2013. Ginther earned her third career solo
shutout and was part of a clean-sheet effort for the sixth time overall.

* Ginther and the Purdue defense successfully defended 11 Rutgers corner kicks, the most such op-
portunities for an opponent since Michigan also had 11 corners in October 2013 in Ann Arbor. Defenders
Vanessa Korolas, Kim Love, Makaela Nellams and Dannah Williams along with midfielder Melissa
Casella all went the distance in front of Ginther, who saw action for the first time since starting the Sept.
13 game against Seattle at the Montana Cup. Mikayla Lasky returned to the lineup for the first time
since the Sept. 18 Big Ten opener against Northwestern and freshman Hannah Mussallem made her
first regular-season start as a Boilermaker.

» While it is true that the schedule gets tougher as Big Ten play heats up in October, the Boilers have
actually held their own in conference play in September. Since 2010, Purdue is 8-13-3 (.396) in Septem-
ber Big Ten games, accounting for more than half of its point-producing results in conference action the
last six years (15-43-5 B1G overall, .278). Ultimately, to have a successful season, the Boilers will have

to find a way to win games consistently after Sept. 30 at some point.

LOVE RIDING CONSECUTIVE MINUTES STREAK

* Center back Kim Love is the only Boilermaker that has played all 1292 minutes of the season so far
and has logged 2,038 consecutive minutes dating back to the final six minutes of the Sept. 26, 2014,
game against Minnesota. Love (49) also continues to sport the longest active consecutive games start-
ed streak on the team. She has started all 68 games in which she has played for Purdue. Previously,
Love played every minute of the 2012 season (1,797) and also logged 1,472 consecutive minutes as a
sophomore in 2013.

» Mikayla Lasky played every minute (1,764) last year and logged 3,225 consecutive minutes from
September 2013 through the first half of the 2015 season opener. She missed three games due to injury
during the season-opening homestand, ending her consecutive games started streak at 36. Megan
Kaser was pressed into duty at center back for the first time as a Boilermaker and went the distance in
all three games Lasky missed. Lasky returned to the starting lineup in time for the Montana Cup (Sept.
11-13) and also started the Big Ten opener against Northwestern, but was sidelined again until Oct. 11
vs. Rutgers. Dannah Williams has taken over at center back during Big Ten play.

* Fellow defender Vanessa Korolas ranks second on the team with four assists and is third in minutes
played (1136). She has started all 33 games since the start of the 2014 season.



LEINERT BIG TEN OFFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK

» Hannah Leinert was named the Big Ten Offensive Player of the Week after recording the game-winning goal
as well as an assist in the Oct. 2 win vs. Nebraska. She scored the game winner in the 85th minute after earlier
making a great field-reversing pass to set up Erika Arkans’ first-half goal that gave the Boilers a halftime lead.
* Leinert is the first Boilermaker to claim Big Ten Offensive Player of the Week since Maddy Williams in October
2013. Coincidentally, Leinert has accomplished the rare feat of being named Player of the Week in two differ-
ent conferences. While playing for lllinois State, she was selected as the Missouri Valley Conference Offensive
Player of the Week after the opening weekend of both the 2013 and 2014 seasons.

* Leinert recorded a goal and an assist in the same game for the second time this season. Purdue improved to
5-0 when she has scored this year. The junior has recorded a point in seven of the eight games in which the Boil-
ers have scored a goal in the traditional run of play. She accounted for the latest game winner in a Big Ten game
(excluding overtime wins) since Felicia Schroeder scored in the 89th minute of the 2008 Big Ten opener against
Northwestern. The win against Nebraska was Purdue’s first against the Huskers at home since September 2005.

YOHN BUSY PROTECTING THE NET

» Goalkeeper Erika Yohn made a season-high seven saves in the Oct. 2 victory vs. Nebraska, helping Purdue
win a game in which it came up on the short end of the shot (17-9) and corner kick (10-3) counts. She made
at least five saves in four straight games from Sept. 20 to Oct. 2, accumulating 24 total over that stretch. Yohn
enters the week sixth in the Big Ten in saves per game (4.0) and fifth in conference play (5.0).

NELLAMS SCORES ON PURDUE’S FIRST PK BUT WINLESS DROUGHTS PERSIST

» The Boilermakers were unable to come away with any standings points while making their first trips to Min-
nesota and Wisconsin since 2011. The Sept. 25 loss to league-leading and 18th-ranked Minnesota kept Purdue
winless against nationally ranked opponents since a September 2009 win at Texas A&M. Meanwhile, after drop-
ping their second 1-0 game of the Big Ten season Sunday in Madison, the Boilers remained winless against
Wisconsin since 2008.

» Oddly, the majority of the active Boilermakers played games at Big Ten newcomers Maryland and Rutgers
(in 2014) before they did at Minnesota or Wisconsin. Purdue had played 23 regular-season true road games
(including 18 Big Ten matches) in 16 different locations since it last made the Minnesota-Wisconsin road trip in
October 2011.

» Makaela Nellams converted on Purdue’s first penalty-kick opportunity of the season Friday at Minnesota to
account for the only goal of the road trip. It was her third career goal, all coming in Big Ten play.

Complex record crowd of 1,488 on youth soccer day in which the Greater Lafayette Regional Soccer Alliance/
Boilers FC club team brought hundreds of fans to the field. The previous Soccer Complex attendance record of
1,318 was established two years ago on GLRSA day vs. Wisconsin. Last season’s GLRSA day crowd of 1,305
vs. Ohio State came up just short of the previous record.

BOILERMAKERS SHUT OUT FOR THE FIRST TIME IN 2015

* Thanks to a win vs. the host Grizzlies, Purdue participated in the championship game of the Montana Cup the
weekend of Sept. 11-13. But the Boilers were shut out for the first time this season in a 2-0 loss to Seattle, a
side that qualified for the NCAA Tournament the last two years. The loss also marked the first time this year that
Purdue didn’t score the first goal or enjoy a halftime lead. The Boilermakers had scored in eight consecutive
regular-season games dating back to the finale of the 2014 campaign. It was the program’s longest streak since
scoring in the first 13 games of the 2013 season.

» The Montana Cup was played in Missoula at an elevation of 3,200 feet. It marked the fourth-highest altitude for
road matches in program history.

* Hannah Leinert scored twice in the first half of Purdue’s 3-1 win at Montana Sept. 11. It was her first
multi-goal game as a Boilermaker but the eighth of her college career after she posted seven in her two
years at lllinois State. Leinert also scored the game winner in the Sept. 4 win vs. Evansville. In the process,
she became the first Purdue player to account for a game-winning goal in consecutive games since Maddy
Williams in October 2013.

* Leinert scored her sixth career goal against Evansville only two and half minutes after the opening kickoff.
At ISU, she scored five of her 27 goals against the Purple Aces after the two teams met twice both years.
Purdue closed its season-opening homestand with a 4-1 record and five victories overall including the Aug.
14 exhibition win vs. Miami (Ohio) that marked the beginning of the extended home stretch. The Boilermak-
ers have still not conceded a goal in four all-time meetings with Evansville. Purdue also did not surrender a
corner kick for the second time this season.

WILLIAMS THE FASTEST TO 20 CAREER GOALS

» With a goal in the third minute of the Aug. 28 win vs. Baylor,
it didn’t take Maddy Williams long to record her fifth goal of
the year and become the first Boilermaker to score in each
of the first three games of a new season. Williams enters the
week fifth in the conference with her six goals. She was sixth
nationally in goals entering Labor Day Weekend.

* Williams’ August goal-scoring rampage — during which she
scored 10, including the five in the two preseason exhibi-
tion games — featured four goals during the season-opening
weekend. She scored twice in both the wins against Ohio
and Xavier, and in the process reached the 20-goal mark for
her collegiate career. The junior accomplished a number of
feats with her big opening weekend, most notably becoming
the fastest player in program history to reach 20 career goals. She was also the fastest to hit the 15-goal
benchmark when she did so in September 2014.

» Williams joined Lauren Sesselmann (2005) as the only players in program history to record multi-goal
efforts in consecutive games. Only two other Boilers (Kellie Phillips and Jordan Pawlik) ever accounted
for four goals over two games, both posting hat tricks in one of the games. Versus Ohio, Williams became
the first player to ever account for both of Purdue’s first two goals of a new season and her four goals over
the first two games were another program high. Finally, she joined Jessica Okoroafo (2009), Alex Hairston
(2012) and Mollie Kuramoto (2013) as the only Boilers to ever score in each of the first two games of a new
season.
