Tournament Notes
- Purdue earned a bid to the NCAA Tournament for the 25th time in school history, earning the No. 11 seed in the 
Lexington Region, and is 46-23 (.667) all-time in the Big Dance
- This is the Boilermakers’ first-ever appearance as a double-digit seed, and their lowest since being named a No. 9 
seed in 2011
- Purdue has won at least one game in the tournament in 22-of-24 appearances, and hasn’t exited after one game 
since 1996, when they fell to a 12th-seeded Notre Dame in Lubbock, Texas, 73-60
- The Boilermakers are 20-1 all-time in the NCAA Tournament First Round
- Purdue is 18-8 all-time when earning a bid in the lower half of their bracket (eight appearances opposite the 
1-seed), advancing to the 2001 NCAA Championship game, the Elite Eight in 2003, 2007 and 2009, and the Sweet 
16 in 1992 and 2004
- Five players on the Boilermakers’ current roster have played in the NCAA Tournament
- Purdue has played four games in Kentucky all-time heading into the week, holding a 3-1 record all-time in the 
state and a 1-0 mark in Lexington with a win over Kentucky on Dec. 1, 2000 (87-67)
- The Boilermakers are 25-11 all-time on neutral courts in the NCAA Tournament

Team Notes
- Purdue hit the 20-win mark for the 23rd time in school history and the seventh time under head coach Sharon 
Versyp
- The Boilermakers’ 2014-15 to 2015-16 turnaround was the second-biggest in program history, improving by nine 
wins overall and seven wins in Big Ten Conference play (16 to 29 from 93 to 94)
- Purdue enters the postseason winning four of its last five games, outscoring opponents by 10.8 points per game 
and converting 44.3 percent from the floor
- The Boilermakers held opponents to 28.5 percent from 3-point range on the year, best in the Big Ten and tied for 
seventh-lowest in Purdue history
- Purdue converted 74.8 percent at the free throw line, good for 34th in the NCAA, fourth in the Big Ten and tied for 
sixth on Purdue’s single-season record list
- The Boilermakers led Big Ten Conference play in 3-point field goal percentage defense (.304) and steals (9.7) and 
were second in Big Ten games in blocked shots (5.1) 
- Purdue is set to break its single-season record with 14.5 turnovers per game (record is 14.7 set in 2001-02)
- The Boilermakers have blocked 155 shots, good for 26th in the NCAA and seventh on our single-season record list
- Purdue has been solid at protecting leads all season, going 18-1 this season when leading at the half, 14-2 with a 
first quarter lead and 15-3 with an advantage after three quarters
- The Boilermakers have gotten a great lift from their bench all season, averaging 18.5 points per game from the 
non-starters and outscoring opponents’ reserves in 24-of-31 games
- Purdue is 11-1 on the year when scoring at least 30 points in the paint
- The Boilermakers played without a full roster, due to a variety of injuries, from Jan. 7 to Feb. 14

Opponent Notes
- Oklahoma earned the No. 6 seed in the Lexington Region with an at-large bid from the Big 12 Conference, going 
21-10 on the season and finishing tied for fourth in their conference at 11-7
- The Sooners led the Big 12 in turnovers forced, causing opponents to cough it up 18.4 times per game
- Oklahoma has just one senior on its roster, Kaylon Williams, which leads them in scoring (12.7) and rebounding 
(7.1) in 20.9 minutes per game
- The Sooners have five players averaging between 13 and 8 points per game, and eight players that average at 
least 15.0 minutes per game
- Oklahoma’s most notable wins this season have come over Texas, West Virginia and Oklahoma State

Last Time Out
- The Boilermakers fell just shy of a Big Ten Tournament semifinal bid, suffering a 65-64 at the hands of tournament 
runner-up Michigan State
- Purdue lost its first game of the season when leading at the half, as MSU battled back from a 32-25 edge at the 
break, and just its second game of the year when outshooting its opponent (vs. Stanford 11/29)
- Michigan State’s 25 first half points were its second-fewest scored in a game this season (23 vs. Iowa 1/16)
- The Boilermakers’ 20 turnovers were tied for its most in a game this season

Head Coach Sharon Versyp
- Became the winningest head coach in program history on Jan. 10, 2016, with a 63-53 victory over Indiana, her 
207th on the Purdue sidelines
- Going into her 10th season at the helm, which at season’s end will match her for the longest head coaching tenure 
in school history (Dr. Ruth Jones)
- Versyp played for Jones from 1984-to-1986, Marsha Reall in 1986-87, and played her final year under Lin Dunn in 
1987-88
- Earned her 200th win as the Boilermaker head coach on Dec. 6, defeating Dayton 61-58
- Her win over Rutgers (2/25) was Versyp’s 100th Big Ten victory as the Purdue head coach (won nine at IU in 2005-06) 
- Purdue is 11-7 in the NCAA Tournament under Versyp, advancing to two Sweet 16’s and two Elite Eight’s (2007 & 
2009)
