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When the No. 11 Western Michigan volleyball team came to West Lafayette on Oct. 29, 1985, the Boilermakers had a larger aim than just putting 
a win on the board. Purdue set out to break the Mustangs’ NCAA single-match attendance record of 8,543, which was set during the 1983 NCAA  
Tournament. In order to pull in a record crowd, the Boilermakers played host to Pac Mac night, a promotion that allowed patrons to attend the match for just 
one dollar. Purdue was victorious on both counts, taking the match 3-1 and breaking the attendance record by more than 2,000. That attendance record has 
been broken several times since.

Pac Mac 1985
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In an effort to duplicate the program’s 1985 effort, the Boilermaker volleyball team played host to a Pack Mackey promotion, offering one-dollar tickets to their 
Oct. 2 match with Northwestern. The promotion brought 8,512 fans to Mackey Arena to watch the Boilermakers defeat Northwestern 3-0. The attendance figure 
marked the second highest in Purdue volleyball history and the 10th most fans to watch a collegiate volleyball match during the 2005 season. The victory over 
Northwestern kicked off a nine-match conference win streak for Purdue, in a season which saw the team advance to the NCAA Sweet 16 and post 25 wins for 
the first time since 1985. In 2008, the Boilermakers brought in 10,570 fans for their Mackey Madness event, which combined the opening night of basketball 
practice and a volleyball match.

	 In 21 seasons, Shondell has transformed 
Purdue into a perennial Big Ten Conference and 
national contender. Under Shondell’s direction, 
Purdue has made 18 NCAA Tournament 
appearances, advancing to the second round 
each season, secured ten Sweet 16 appearances 
and four Elite Eight berths. In fact, Purdue’s 
postseason success under Shondell has led the 
program to become one of 13 in the nation with 
at least nine Sweet 16 appearances in the last 17 
years.

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In 1975, the Vietnam War ended and a new 
show titled “Saturday Night Live” premiered 
on televisions across the country. Meanwhile, a 
new era was quietly beginning on the campus 
of Purdue University. 

In August of that year, Carol Dewey became 
the first head volleyball coach in school history, 
marking the start of the first varsity women’s 
sport on campus. In 1979, volleyball became 
Purdue’s first women’s revenue sport. Dewey 
was elevated to full-time coaching status.

Twenty years passed between 1975 and the 
retirement of the Boilermakers’ all-time-
winningest women’s coach. But even now, 44 
years after the program’s start, Dewey’s legacy 
endures. 

During her 20-year tenure, Dewey guided the 
program to a 469-256 record (.647 winning 
percentage), including a 240-134 mark in Big 
Ten Conference play. Those numbers, though 
impressive, don’t even speak of the four 
conference championships (1979, 1980, 1982, 
1985), six 30-win seasons and nine postseason 
national tournament appearances her charges 
compiled. 

Under her leadership, the Boilermakers went 
from an upstart program to a yearly national 
contender. Sixteen of Dewey’s 20 teams posted 
winning seasons, while tallying winning records 
against nine of the other 10 Big Ten programs. 
Purdue teams finished among the nation’s 
top 10 on five different occasions, capped by 
a fifth-place finish in 1982, a year that saw the 
Boilermakers post a program-best 33-1 record. 
Six individual players garnered All-America 
honors, headlined by Marianne Smith’s first 
team selection in 1985, and 39 more earned 
All-Big Ten accolades.

The Purdue leader also knew how to fire up the 
program’s fan base, motivating 10,645 people 
to attend the team’s Oct. 29, 1985, contest 
against No. 11 Western Michigan, to set an 
NCAA single-match attendance record. The 
squad was looking for a victory in addition to 
breaking the attendance mark the Mustangs 
had set in 1983. It succeeded on both counts, 
taking the match 3-1, while breaking the 
attendance record by more than 2,000.

“I am very proud of everything we have 
accomplished in getting the program started 
from its infancy to where it stands today,” 
Dewey said in her retirement announcement 
on Dec. 9, 1994. 

“The wins are important along the way,” she 
told the Lafayette Journal and Courier in an 
interview the following day, “but I care who the 
players are going to be when they are done. I 
knew that I would be interested in them for a 
lifetime.”

Dewey’s squads not only found success on the 
court but in the classroom. Most of her teams 

compiled an overall grade-point average of 
3.0 or above, and several players graduated 
with honors. Purdue had six Academic All-
Americans,  11 Academic All-District V picks 
and 32 Academic All-Big Ten selections (more 
than any other conference school). In addition, 
every one of the student-athletes who played 
volleyball four years at Purdue under her watch 
graduated. 
The Big Ten Coach of the Year in 1982, 1985 and 
1987 started a trend that has continued since 

her departure. All told, the program has boasted 
45 All-Big Ten players, while 78 have garnered 
academic all-conference accolades. 

Dewey affected the volleyball community not 
only on campus but across the nation and 
world.  She was a member of the NCAA Division 
I women’s volleyball committee in 1981 and 
1982 and also served on the regional advisory 
committee for the NCAA top 20 poll and on 
the Russell Athletic All-American selection 
committee. In 1985, Dewey was selected to the 
U.S. Olympic Review Committee and was voted 
the East’s head coach in the first Yugo East-West 
College All-Star Classic in 1987. 

She also has influenced programs around 
the country, helping mold, among others, 
University of Florida head coach Mary Fischl 
Wise (1977-80) , who has gone on to lead 
her Gator squad to six NCAA Final Four 
appearances. 

In November of 1991, Dewey was named 
recipient of the M. Beverly Stone Award by 
Purdue’s chapter of Omicron Delta Kappa. The 
award is presented to a Purdue staff member 
in a non-counseling position 
who provides counseling, 
support and mentoring 
t o  s t u d e n t s ;  m a k e s  a 
commitment to students; 
provides leadership; and 
demonstrates a love for 
the university and campus 
community. 

The criteria for the award 
sums up the career  of 
Purdue’s first volleyball 
coach perfectly. 
After her coaching days, 
Dewey served as an athletics 
d e p a r t m e n t  a c a d e m i c 
advisor for several years 
before retiring again and 
moving to Illinois. She was 
inducted into the Purdue 

Intercollegiate Athletics Hall of Fame in 2003.

In 2003, Dave Shondell, the fourth head coach 
in program history,  honored Dewey with a 
golden volleyball for her contributions to the 
program. He also sought to utilize her teams’ 
successes to motivate his own players with the 
theme “Bring it Back,” referring to the program’s 
heyday as a Big Ten and national contender. 
Dewey’s Big Ten champion teams were also 
recognized with the dedication of new banners 
in the Intercollegiate Athletic Facility. 

“I never doubted that we could be successful,” 
Dewey said in another article, “because I always 
thought I could develop a winning program 
at Purdue.”

go on to claim championships at the IAIAW

all-tournament team ... the regional crown 
sends the Boilermakers to the AIAW Nationals, 
where after losing their first three matches they 
rebound with two wins to tie for 13th place 
among 24 teams ...

2013 — The Boilermakers ended the season 
ranked eighth in the final AVCA poll after 
advancing to the Elite Eight for the second 
time in four years, posting a 23-12 overall 
record, defeating a program-record eight 
ranked opponents and finishing  sixth in the 
Big Ten … Purdue became just one of five 
teams to advance to the Sweet 16 each of 
the last four years and is one of just four to 
play in the Regional Finals in two of the last 
four seasons … Val Nichol received AVCA All-
America third team, All-Northeast Region and 
All-Big Ten honors and was selected to the 
NCAA Champaign Regional all-tournament 
team … KiKi Jones earned AVCA All-America 
honorable mention acclaim as well as an All-
Northeast Region nod … Carly Cramer and 
Catherine Rebarchak garnered honorable 
mention all-region accolades, while Cramer 
also received honorable mention All-Big Ten 
acclaim … Katie Griffin was named as Purdue’s 
Big Ten Sportsmanship Award honoree …  
Nichol was Big Ten Player of the Week, Oct. 21, 
while Jones was the league’s Defensive Player 
of the Week, Oct. 28 … redshirt freshman Faye 
Adelaja was Big Ten Defensive Player of the 
Week and Co-Freshman of the Week, Sept. 16 … 
Adelaja earned Academic All-District V acclaim, 
while a program record 10 players – Adelaja, 
Rachel Davis, Annie Drews, Hilliary Fox, Griffin, 
Jones, Amanda Neill, Nichol, Rebarchak and 
Kate Workman - garnered Academic All-Big 
Ten honors … in non-conference play, Purdue 
went 9-2, including titles at the Golden Dome 
Invitational, USF Invitational and Active Ankle 
Challenge … the team posted its first Top 25 
win, topping No. 12 Ohio State via sweep in 
the third match of Big Ten play … four-set wins 
over No. 8 Nebraska in Lincoln and at No. 17 
Michigan along with a win over Illinois in front 
of Mackey Arena crowd of 5,160 highlighted 
the first half of league play, through which the 
Boilers were 6-4 … a win over No. 15 Wisconsin 
came amidst a 1-5 start to the second half… 
the team finished strong with four straight 
wins, including a sweep of No. 6 Nebraska, a 
Monon Spike sweep of Indiana in Bloomington 
and a five-setter on senior night against No. 19 
Michigan State … the Boilermakers travelled to 
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Columbia, Mo., for the NCAA Tournament and 
swept Central Arkansas before topping No. 4 
Missouri in four sets to earn their fourth straight 
Sweet 16 berth … Purdue topped No. 18 Illinois 
via sweep in Champaign before falling to No. 13 
Wisconsin in the Elite Eight to end the season 
… Jones ranked 27th nationally in hitting 
percentage (.394), while the Boilermakers 
ranked 42nd nationally in blocks per set (2.60) 
… more than 40,000 fans came to see the 
Boilers play at home, ranking the team 16th in 
the nation in attendance average (2,532).

2014 — The Boilermakers spent the entire 
regular season among the nation’s top 25, 
put together a 22-10 record and finished fifth 
in Big Ten play, but were left out of the NCAA 
Tournament field. ... the team played 11 matches 
against teams selected to the NCAAs, including 
four against seeded teams ... the Boilermakers 
posted two wins over AVCA Top 25 teams, five 
wins against the RPI Top 50 and five wins over 
foes selected to the field, but were doomed by 
an RPI of 56 and down seasons by some of its 
non-conference foes ... the team’s Sept. 26 win 
over Michigan marked the 800th in program 
history, provided another highlight ... Val Nichol 
and Annie Drews were named honorable 
mention All-America selections by the AVCA 
and also to the All-Big Ten team, while Danielle 
Cuttino was named to the All-Big Ten Freshman 
Team ... KiKi Jones was named as Purdue’s Big 
Ten Sportsmanship Award honoree ... Nichol 
earned Big Ten Setter of the Week honors 
Sept. 1, while Amanda Neill garnered Defensive 
Player of the Week accolades Nov. 17 ... five 
players - Faye Adelaja, Ashley Evans, Jones, 
Neill and Nichol - received Academic All-Big 
Ten acclaim ... statistically, Purdue ranked 
among the national top 50 in kills per set (12th), 
assists (30th) and hitting percentage (33rd) and 
also ranked 53rd in blocks per set ... Jones hit 
at a .353 clip, ranking seventh on the school’s 
season list, while Adelaja ranked 10th with a 
.344 effort ... Jones also became the Boilers’ 
all-time hitting percentage leader with a .367 
mark for her career and moved into the top 10 
in block assists (second with 454), total blocks 
(fifth with 510) and blocks per set (seventh 
with 1.10) ...  Nichol, meanwhile, registered two 
triple-doubles on the season to move her career 
total to four, the most by a player in program 
history ...  Drews also made her mark on the 
program’s record books, setting a team rally 
scoring era record with 33 kills against Western 
Kentucky, the most by a Purdue player since 
2000 ...  Purdue started the year with a 10-2 
record in non-conference play, including a win 
over No. 14 San Diego en route to the season 
opening Mortar Board Premier title ... the Boilers 
also won the title at the KSU Owl Invitational 
and their own Active Ankle Challenge ... the 
team started Big Ten play 6-0 including a 
season-sweep of Indiana, but hit a buzzsaw 
as they took on five ranked opponents in the 
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next seven matches ... the Boilers topped No. 
22 Ohio State in five sets during the stretch ... 
sitting 12-5 with three Big Ten matches to go, 
the team dropped its last three contests on 
the road at surging Minnesota, Michigan State 
and No. 2 Wisconsin ... the program ranked 
13th nationally in attendance average (2,514), 
including a crowd of 7,030 that came to see 
the team play Notre Dame in Mackey Arena 
on Sept. 20. 

2015 - The Boilermakers returned to the NCAA 
Tournament after a one-year absence and 
advance to the second round for the 10th time 
in 10 appearances since 2004 ... a 23-10 overall 
record gives the program its sixth-straight 
20-win season ... a 13-7 mark in Big Ten play is 
good for  fth place ... 11 matches against ranked 
foes and battles with 11 teams that advanced 
to the NCAA Tournament highlight the slate ... 
a 9-2 record in non-conference play, including 
3-0 marks and tournament titles at the Mortar 
Board Premier and Boiler Box Challenge, gets 
the team off to a fast start ... wins in its  rst six 
Big Ten matches, including a season-sweep 
of Indiana, and a sweep of No. 12 Michigan 
in Ann Arbor, extend the team’s win streak to 
nine matches ... contests against six ranked 
teams over the next seven matches slowed 
the Boilermakers temporarily, as they managed 
only a sweep of unranked Northwestern and a  
ve-set win over No. 18 Illinois in the stretch ... 
the squad bounces back with  ve straight wins 
including a  ve-set victory over No. 3 Minnesota 
... a four-set win over SMU puts the team in the 
NCAA Second Round ... No. 3 Texas edges the 
Boilermakers in four sets to wrap the season ... 
three players earn All-America honors for the  rst 
time in program history as outside hitter Annie 
Drews garners second team acclaim and middle 
blockers Faye Adelaja and Danielle Cuttino 
receive honorable mention honors ... the trio 
also garners  rst team All-Northeast Region 
honors .... setter Ashley Evans earns Academic 
All-America third team honors, making her 
Purdue’s  rst Academic All-America selection 
since 2012, and  rst team Academic All- District 
5 accolades ... eight Boilermakers garner 
AcademicAll-BigTenacclaim...Drewsisnamedas 
a unanimous  rst team All-Big Ten selection, 
giving Purdue a  rst team honoree for the sixth 
straight season and an all-conference winner 
for the 12 straight year ... Adelaja garners 
honorable mention All-Big Ten accolades ... 
Drews earns three Big Ten Player of the Week 
nods during the season (Oct 5, Oct. 12 and 
Nov. 16) and becomes Purdue’s 25th member 
of the 1,000-kill club on Sept. 19 against Notre 
Dame ... libero Amanda Neill records her 
1,000th career dig on Sept. 26 vs. Michigan 
State to become the 17th member of that elite 
group ... Neill wraps her career ranked  fth on 
Purdue’s career digs list (1,315) ... Drews caps 
her career with 1,373 kills, 11th in Purdue lore 
... Cuttino tallies 10 block assists at Maryland 

on November 11, for the program’s  rst double-
digit block effort since 2013 ... the Boilermakers 
hold Northwestern without a block on Oct. 23, 
marking the  rst time since 2012 and just the 
10th in program history the team had kept a foe 
out of the blocking column ... more than 40,000 
fans come to see the Boilermakers play in West 
Lafayette, an average of 2,524 per match, good 
for eighth nationally ... crowds include the 6,220 
fans that attended the Pack Mackey match 
against Notre Dame on Sept. 19, the  fth largest 
crowd in program history.

2016 — Purdue finished with an overall record 
of 19-14 and finished 10th in the conference 
with an 8-12 record against Big Ten opponents 
... Purdue’s schedule featured 15 matches 
against 13 NCAA Tournamnet opponents, 
contributing to its 28th overall RPI ranking ... 
The Boilermakers were selected to their 11th 
NCAA Tournament in 13 years despite finishing 
10th in the conference, in large part due to key 
non-conference wins over #9 Stanford and #4 
Kansas ... Stanford went on to win the NCAA 
Championship and Kansas lost in the second 
round of the tournament to #21 Creighton ... In 
each of its 11 NCAA appearances under Dave 
Shondell, the Boilermakers have reached the 
second round of the tounrament ... Overall, 
the Boilermakers earned 13 of its victories over 
top-75 RPI teams, six of which were ranked 
in the top 50 ... Purdue’s final victory of the 
regular season came in five sets at Maryland and 
marked Dave Shondell’s 300th career victory, all 
of which are at Purdue ... Danielle Cuttino was a 
unanimous All-Big Ten selection and an AVCA 
First Team All-Region honoree in her first season 
competing on the outside for the Boilermakers 
... Cuttino tallied 530 kills with a 4.11 kills per set 
average and a .272 hitting percentage ... Her kill 
total was the highest among Big Ten volleyball 
student-athletes and ranked her 15th in the 
nation ... Cuttino’s kills per set average seated 
her third in the conference and 39th in the 
nation ... Ashley Evans was selected Academic 
All-Conference, All-District and Second Team 
All-America.

2017 — Purdue finished the season 23-10 with 
a 12-8 record in the Big Ten, marking the 10th 
season Shondell has led the Boilermakers to 
at least 20 wins and 10 conference wins. The 
effort placed Purdue fifth in the Big Ten, and the 
Boilermakers finished the year ranked 18th in 
the nation. It was the 10th year under Shondell 
that the Boilermakers finished fifth or better 
in the nation’s toughest volleyball conference 
and the third time in program history Purdue 
was ranked all 16 weeks of the AVCA Coaches 
Top 25 Poll…The Boilermakers’ match in the 
second round of the NCAA Tournament marked 
the 12th season in Shondell’s 15 years leading 
the program that Purdue made it to the Round 
of 32 or better. The feat makes Purdue one of 
11 programs in the nation to advance to the 
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second round of the NCAA Tournament or 
better in 12 of the last 14 seasons. Purdue’s 
efforts in the tournament lift Shondell to a 
career record of 21-12 (.636) in the NCAA 
Tournament…During the regular season, the 
Boilermakers took down four top-10 teams (No. 
9 Creighton, No. 9 Creighton, No. 5 Minnesota, 
No. 10 Wisconsin, N0. 10 Michigan State) for 
the first time in program history…With back-
to-back sweeps of Indiana, Purdue has now 
won 11-straight matches over the Hoosiers 
and is now 28-3 against its in-state rival under 
Shondell. The second of the two victories 
came on Indiana’s home court, claiming the 
Boilermakers the Monon Spike for the 10th 
consecutive season. Purdue now leads the 
Monon Spike series 32-12 all-time…A great deal 
of Purdue’s success was due to the leadership 
of its four seniors, Danielle Cuttino, Carissa 
Damler, Ashley Evans and Azariah Stahl. Evans 
set the Boilermakers to the most efficient hitting 
percentage ever recorded in program history. 
Purdue ranked among the top three offenses 
in the country the majority of the season and 
finished with a .301 hitting percentage on the 
year in order to surpass its previous all-time 
best mark of .285 set in 1982…Cuttino finished 
the year as the Big Ten’s statistical champion 
in kills (300) and kills per set (4.17) against 
conference opponents. Freshman Jena Otec 
finished her rookie season leading the Big Ten 
in service aces (27) and services aces per set 
(.38) in conference action…Purdue finished 
the season with two All-Big Ten selections, four 
AVCA All-Northeast Region selections and three 
AVCA All-America honorees. Never in Purdue’s 
decorated history have the Boilermakers 
had three student-athletes earn All-America 
honors in the same season. Of Purdue’s 17 All-
Americans in program history, 12 have been 
coached by Shondell. The Boilermakers also 
had four Academic All-Big Ten honorees, one 
CoSIDA Academic All-District selection and one 
CoSIDA Academic All-American.

2018 — Powered by a 24-win campaign, 
including a perfect 12-0 non-conference record, 
the No. 17 Purdue volleyball team capped 
off an exciting season with its 20th program 
appearance in the NCAA Tournament. The 
Boilermakers dominated the opening-round 
with a sweep against ETSU before falling to No. 
10 Kentucky on its home court. For a second 
consecutive year, the Boilermakers finished 
fifth in the Big Ten with a 12-8 conference mark. 
Highlighting B1G play was Purdue’s first road 
victory (3-2) over No. 6 Penn State since 1982. 
Purdue’s catalysts for the historical victory 
was redshirt senior Sherridan Atkinson, who 
notched a career-high 32 kills and was named 
the Sports Import /AVCA National Player of the 
Week. To end the season, Atkinson along with 
junior Blake Mohler were recognized as All-Big 
Ten and AVCA Northeast Region selections. 

Guiding the Boilermakers with a Big Ten best 546 
kills, Atkinson became Purdue’s fifth first-team All-
American, while Mohler paced the defense with 140 
blocks to earn third team honors. In addition to its 
success on the court, Purdue also held a record-
breaking nine sellouts in Holloway Gymnasium, 
playing for over 39,840 fans, the 13th largest 
accumulative attendance in the nation.

2019 — In 2019, Shondell guided the Boilermakers 
to a 24-8 record (14-6 in the Big Ten) and an NCAA 
Regional appearance. Purdue’s .700 win percentage 
in conference play was the best by a Boilermaker 
team since 2011. Additionally, Purdue hosted the 
first and second rounds of the NCAA tournament for 
the first time since 2011 as well. The Boilermakers 
swept Wright State in the opening round, followed 
by a 3-1 victory over No. 16-ranked Marquette, 
where the team produced 28 total blocks –a 
program best in the NCAA tournament. For the 
Sweet 16, Purdue traveled to Waco, Texas where 
it fell to the No. 1 overall seed and host, Baylor, in 
four sets. Overall, Purdue secured six victories over 
ranked opponents, with three earned on Belin 
Court—including the memorable five-set thriller 
over No. 5 Nebraska. Three Boilermakers were 
named AVCA All-Americans in Grace Cleveland 
(third-team), Blake Mohler (honorable mention) and 
Caitlyn Newton (honorable mention). The trio also 
received All-Big Ten recognition with Cleveland and 
Mohler named first-team and Newton second-team 
honorees. Making Holloway a formidable presence 
for their opponents, Purdue fans continued to pack 
the gym, selling out a record-breaking 11 matches, 
including nine of 10 Big Ten showdowns.

Spring 2021 — In an unprecedented time, the 2020 
season was moved to the spring due to COVID-19 
concerns, eliminating non-conference matches until 
the 48-team NCAA tournament, which was hosted 
entirely in Omaha, Nebraska. Despite having no fans 
in the stands at most facilities (including a limited 
team pass list at Holloway), the Boilermakers had 
its most successful year in program history and 
concluded with a 16-7 (14-6) record. Not only did 
the team rank No. 7 in the nation, the highest finish 
in program history, but Purdue recorded an all-time 
best five All-Big Ten honorees (First Team: Hayley 
Bush, Grace Cleveland, Jena Otec, Caitlyn Newton 
and All-Freshman Team: Taylor Trammell), including 
its first Big Ten Defensive Player of the Year in Otec, 
a program-record four AVCA All-America honorees. 
Cleveland was named AVCA First Team All-America, 
becoming just the sixth Boilermaker to earn the 
recognition and first since Sherridan Atkinson in 
2018. Newton improved on her 2019 accolade by 
placing on the Third Team, meanwhile Otec and 
Bush received Honorable Mentions. During the 
season, the team took down six ranked opponents, 
including three on the road: at #10 Penn State 
(3/5/21) and back-to-back days at #9 Ohio State 
(3/26-27/21). Freshman middle blocker Trammell 
made an immediate impact, leading the Big Ten 
and ranking second in the nation in blocks, setting 

a program record 1.63 blocks per game and 
ranking No. 7 all-time with 129 block assists 
and a .365 hitting percentage. Purdue earned 
the NCAA Tournament berth, skipping the 
First Round with its No. 7 seed. Purdue swept 
High Point in the Second Round (4/15/21), 
before downing #16 Oregon, 3-1 (4/18/21) 
in the Regional Semifinals to advance to 
Purdue’s first Regional Finals since 2013. The 
Boilermakers fell to the eventual national 
champions, #2 Kentucky, 3-0, in the Regional 
Finals (4/19/21).  

2022 — Purdue’s 2022 season was a year of 
defying expectations after graduating virtually 
the entire 2021 starting lineup, including 
three AVCA All-Americans and the 2020 Big 
Ten Defensive Player of the Year. Before the 
season began, the Boilers were picked to 
finish eighth in the Big Ten without a single 
preseason All-Big Ten honoree, but that 
perspective quickly changed once play began. 
Purdue got off to a strong start, finishing non-
conference play 9-1 and opening the Big Ten 
season with the program’s best start in 37 
years at 5-0. The team’s talent culminated in a 
program-record 14 Big Ten weekly awards, the 
second-highest ranking in the team’s history 
at No. 5, a sixth-place finish in the Big Ten, a 
21-11 record, three All-Big Ten selections, the 
first Big Ten Freshman of the Year recipient 
under Dave Shondell, two All-Northeast 
Region award winners, an AVCA All-America 
Honorable Mention in Eva Hudson, and an 
NCAA Second Round appearance before 
finishing No. 20 in the final AVCA poll. All the 
while backed by the best fans in the nation, 
supporting the Boilermakers in 14 sellouts 
in 15 home matches and helped to make 
Holloway Gymnasium the toughest place to 
play in the Big Ten.

2023 — One of the most common words used 
to describe the team was youth. The other was 
grit. In the program’s storied history, few, if 
not any, have matched the absolute tenacity 
and fight that the squad showed in the span 
of just a few months. With one of the most 
talented freshman classes Purdue has ever 
seen, it was also one of the youngest, with 
64% of the team made up of underclassmen. 
After eight different Boilermakers started a 
set for the first time in their career during the 
opening weekend of play, they continued to 
be tested and quickly, the narrative shifted 
from the youth of the team, to the undeniable 
grit with which they played. After more 
than a few truly heart punding and exciting 
matches, the squad went on to finish with a 
23-8 (15-5 Big Ten) record, taking down Penn 
State twice, Minnesota twice and Wisconsin 
on their way to a third-place finish in the Big 
Ten standings and 13th in the nation. The 
Boilermakers set both team and individual

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records in the NCAA First and Second Rounds 
before their season ended in the NCAA Regional 
Semifinals. Purdue tied a program-best six Big 
Ten postseason honors, four earning All-Region 
accolades and Eva Hudson, Raven Colvin and 
Chloe Chicoine going on to be recognized at 
the All-America level. Purdue went 11-5 versus 
teams ranked or receiving votes and 6-4 versus 
top-25 opponents and re-writing the record 
book in multiple categories, including Hudson 
becoming the fastest Boilermaker in program 
history to reach 1,000 career kills. Throughout 
the entirety of the season, the team was backed 
by a Boiler Nation that came out in full force 
with a complete season sellout, the first in 
program history.

	 In 1975, a heated rivalry between 
the Purdue and Indiana volleyball teams 
began.
	 A little incentive was added to the 
series in 1981 with the creation of the 
Monon Spike. The traveling trophy is 
presented to the winning team after one 
of the two annual matches.
	 Donna Hardesty and Anne 
McMenamy, seniors on the 1981 Purdue 
team, created the trophy idea. They set 
out to find an object that would be 
a reminder of the competition on the 
court, as well as something rich with the 
tradition of the state of Indiana.
	 They chose the Spike from the Monon 
Railroad, which originated in Indiana in 
the late 19th century. It was taken from a 
portion of railroad track in Lafayette. The 
trophy was unveiled at a media luncheon 
Sept. 2, 1981, at the Lafayette Country 
Club.
	 As with its sister trophy, the Old 
Oaken Bucket, a “P” or an “I” link 
is added to the chain signifying the 
season’s winner. The Spike currently has 
36 “P” links and 12 “I” links.	
	 The Boilermakers won 24 consecutive 
matches against Indiana from 1978 
to 1985, including 10 straight Spike 
matches. 
	 Purdue has won 19 of the last 20 
Spike matches including each of the 
last 15. The Boilermakers claimed 
the Spike in 2003, while completing 

its first sweep of the Hoosiers 
since 1991. That sweep kicked off 
a string of eight-straight Purdue 
wins.
	 The Boilermakers lead the 
overall series, which is the oldest 
in volleyball program history, 
(74-34).
	 The two yearly volleyball 
matches are also part of the 
Crimson and Gold Cup series, 
which highlights all of the 
sporting events between 
Purdue and I ndiana 
during the year. The Cup 
awards points to the victor 
in each of the head-to-
head meetings between 
the schools’ 18 common 
sports. In the event of a tie 
or series split, each team is 
awarded one-half point. 
	 Purdue won two 
straight titles in 2003 
and 2004, when the 
c o n t e s t  w a s 
c a l l e d  t h e 
Titan Series. 
The Boilers also 
won in 2006-07, 
2013-14, 2014-
15 and 2015-
16.

Monon Spike
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	 The Boilermaker volleyball team has called Holloway Gymnasium, 
formerly the Intercollegiate Athletic Facility, home since it was built in 
1982. In  2008, the facility was renamed in honor of Bob Holloway, a 1948 
alumnus who committed $2 million to the Mackey Complex renovation.
	 Located between Mackey Arena and the Mollenkopf Athletic Center, 
the facility has received numerous improvements over the years, none 
so drastic as the renovation it underwent during the summer of 2006. As 
part of a $750,000 renovation, the original playing surface was removed 
and replaced with a playing floor specifically designed for volleyball. The 
shock-absorbing court is named Belin Court in honor of the Belin family 
which gave the lead gift toward the renovations.
	 In addition to the new floor, the installation of new bleachers, 
including a number of seat-back chairs,  increased the seating capacity 
from 1,696 to  2,288 to 2,415. New scoreboards, team banners and other 
aesthetic changes also were included in the renovation.
	 “We  think that our newly renovated facility, specifically Belin Court, 
is as nice as any volleyball venue in the country,” head coach Dave 
Shondell said. “The floor is softer and designed to absorb the shock 
as players jump and land on the court as often as you do in volleyball. 
The new bleachers allow 600 more fans the opportunity to experience 
Boilermaker volleyball. New scoreboards and banners also provide an 
appearance our fans can appreciate. We are excited about it and we 
certainly thank the Belins for their generous gift.” 
	 A shining example of Purdue’s recognition of and commitment to 
its intercollegiate volleyball program, Holloway Gymnasium provides 
the Boilermakers with their own practice and playing area. The original 
court was the first one in the country to be fully painted and lined for 
volleyball only, unobstructed by a basketball court.
	 Since its completion in 1982, Holloway Gymnasium has been updated 
many times. New scoreboards were added in 1995. In 1997, the main 
playing surface was redesigned. In 1998, permanent bleachers were 
installed on the east side of the court, and wheelchair seating was 
incorporated.

	 The Boilermakers have made Holloway Gymnasium a definite home-
court advantage, winning 67 percent of their matches in the building (a 
416-203 record).
	 Purdue showed off its new facility to a national audience with a five-set 
win over Ohio State which aired on ESPN2, and also played host to the 
first and second rounds of the 2006 NCAA Tournament. The Boilermakers 
played host to the NCAA first and second rounds in 2008, 2010 and 2011 
as well. 
	 The program had previously hosted the 1982 and 1983 NCAA Mideast 
regionals and first-round NCAA Tournament matches in 1981 and 1987. 
(The 1981 NCAA match was held in Mackey Arena, while the 1982 and 
1983 events were played in the then-named Multi-Purpose Athletic 
Facility.)
	 As  part of the Mackey Arena project, a volleyball locker suite, featuring 
a living/study room and film breakdown area, and volleyball coaches’ 
locker room were added in the summer of 2012. The 10,000-square foot 
Drew and Brittany Brees Student-Athlete Academic Center occupies the 
entire second floor of the building, which was formerly called the IAF and 
renamed in honor of the couple in 2012. 
	 In the summer of 2019, two Daktronics LED video boards were 
installed at Holloway Gymnasium - one on both the north and south 
walls of the facility. Both measure 26-feet wide by 11 and a half-feet high 
with a six-millimeter display, the same as the Mackey Arena center-hung 
video board. They will further enhance what is widely regarded as the 
top volleyball gameday experience in the country.
