• Three-year letterwinner has been part of 
the program since the fall of 2017.
• Made 12 of his 14 career starts on 
weekends.
• Returned from Tommy John Surgery, 
which he underwent in May 2018, in less 
than a year, working 2 scoreless innings 
vs. Butler on April 16, 2019 in a game 
televised live by FS1.
• Was Purdue’s top pitcher in April this 
season, highlighted by working 18 1/3 in-
nings of 3-run ball in starts vs. Michigan 
State and Illinois (2).
• Worked 8 scoreless innings vs. Illinois at 
Alexander Field this year, becoming the 
only Boilermaker to accomplish the feat 
since 2017.
• Worked 11 consecutive scoreless in-
nings across five appearances to begin 
his career.
• Pitched 15 innings of 3-run ball over his 

first three appearances of 2020, going 5 innings in each outing and 
striking out a career-high 7 vs. NC State’s prolific offense.
• Had the honor of being the first Boilermaker out of the bullpen this year.

• Three-year starter has started 100 of 
Purdue’s 108 games since the start of 
2019, serving as the Opening Day catch-
er all three years.
• First full-time catcher to be a 3-year 
starter since program great and current 
big leaguer Kevin Plawecki (2010-12).
• Selected for the Buster Posey Award 
Watch List all 3 seasons.
• His 4-for-4 game in the 2019 win vs. 
Xavier, a night in which he had 3 XBH and 
scored all 4 runs, remains one of the most 
impressive offensive performances in the 
history of Alexander Field.
• Enjoyed a monster series vs. Hofstra to 
open 2020, finishing the 4 games 7-for-14 
with 3 XBH, 3 RBI and 6 runs.
• His seventh-inning home run accounted 
for the only runs in Purdue’s series-open-
ing win vs. Michigan State in 2019.
• Threw out 18 base stealers in 2019 to 
lead the Big Ten.
• Posted a 15-game hit streak in 2019, which remains the longest by a 
Boilermaker since 2011.
• Graduated this month with a degree in Global Studies.

• Two-year Opening Day starter at first 
base after joining the program in the fall 
of 2019 as a transfer from Paradise Val-
ley College.
• Came to Purdue as a third baseman 
but has made all but 1 start as a Boiler-
maker at first base, where he has been 
the team’s top performer defensively the 
last 2 years.
• Hit the first walk-off home run by a Boil-
ermaker since 2006 when he capped the 
7-run ninth inning vs. Rutgers with a 3-run 
blast.
• Recorded an RBI in the season-opening 
win each of his 2 seasons, driving in Pur-
due’s first run of the 2020 campaign with 
a hit in his first at-bat as a Boilermaker.
• Delivered RBI doubles in wins vs. Michi-
gan State and Ohio State this season.

• Connected for an RBI double vs. Duke ace Bryce Jarvis, who was 
selected 18th overall in the 2020 MLB Draft.
• Played in a team-high 19 games off the bench this year.
• Two-time Academic All-Big Ten honoree has compiled a 3.26 GPA 
while majoring in Selling & Sales Management.

• Five-year starter in center field, start-
ing 217 of Purdue’s 223 games since the 
start of 2017.
• Switch-hitter ranks fourth in program 
history in hits (264) and was just the sixth 
Boilermaker to reach the 200-hit mile-
stone as a junior.
• Also top 10 all-time in games played, 
runs scored and triples.
• Hit safely in every game of a weekend 
24 times and has 78 career multi-hit 
games.
• Big Ten All-Tournament Team in 2018 
and Big Ten All-Freshman in 2017.
• Led the Big Ten with six triples in 2019, 
second most on the Purdue single-sea-
son list.
• Only Boilermaker since 2001 with a 20-
game on-base streak in 3 different sea-
sons.
• Reached base safely in 37 consecutive games vs. Big Ten teams 
from April 13, 2018 to April 21, 2019 – including all 4 at the 2018 Big 
Ten Tournament where he went 8-for-17
• Graduated this month with a degree in Sociology.

• Four-year member of the weekend rota-
tion, making all but one of his 28 career 
starts on weekends.
• Career mark of 9.30 strikeouts per 9 in-
nings is a program record, minimum 125 
innings.
• Also set a single-season Ks per 9 
benchmark (10.89) in 2019, minimum 60 
innings.
• Just the seventh pitcher in team history 
to register his 100th career strikeout as a 
sophomore, reaching the century mark in 
a May 3 shutout win vs. Michigan State.
• In 2019, led the league with a .163 bat-
ting average against in Big Ten play.
• Joined former big leaguer Jay Buente as 
the only Boilermakers this century to pitch 
on Opening Day in 4 straight seasons.
• Recognized as the team’s Pitcher of the 
Year in 2019 after his 73 Ks were the most 
ever by a sophomore.

• Had a rare 10-strikeout game as a reliever at Northwestern in 2019.
• 2018 Big Ten All-Freshman Team selection as a starting pitcher.
• Three-time Academic All-Big Ten honoree graduated this month with 
a 3.24 GPA and degree in Financial Counseling & Planning.

• Two-year Opening Day starter on the left 
side of the infield after joining the program 
in the fall of 2019 as a transfer from Ni-
agara County College.
• Recorded multiple hits and multiple RBI 
in both season-opening wins while start-
ing at shortstop in 2020 and third base in 
2021.
• In April of this season, teamed with 
Ryan Howe for Purdue’s first set of back-
to-back home runs at Alexander Field.
• With Ben Nisle also homering in that in-
ning, the Boilermakers hit 3 home runs 
in a frame for just the fourth time since 
2001.
• Drove in a run in all 4 games of the 2020 
season-opening series vs. Hofstra, high-
lighted by the go-ahead, 3-run double in 
the eighth inning of the opener.
• Hit Purdue’s first home run of the 2020 
season.
• Posted multi-hit games vs. Nebraska, Michigan, Illinois and Minne-
sota this season.
• Earned his degree in just 2 years at Purdue, graduating with a 3.41 
GPA and bachelor’s in Kinesiology.

• Four-year starter in left field.
• Enjoying a big senior season, racking up 
22 XBH and a 1.031 OPS in 40 games.
• Became the only Boilermaker since 
2001 to homer in five consecutive week-
ends this season.
• Was part of both sets of back-to-back 
home runs in the win at Ohio State this 
year, becoming just the second Boiler-
maker to do it since 2001.
• Unanimous selection to the Big Ten All-
Freshman Team in 2018.
• Represented Purdue on the Chapel Hill 
Regional All-Tournament Team after a 
7-for-11 showing while racking up 3 XBH 
and 5 RBI with no strikeouts.
• Posted multi-homer games as a fresh-
man and senior; his 7 homers in 2018 are 
the most by a Purdue freshman in the BB-
COR bat era (2011-present).

• Just the 14th Boilermaker since 2000 to homer in 4 straight years.
• Hit Purdue’s first home run of the 2018, 2019 and 2021 seasons.
• Currently riding a career-best 12-game hit streak & 7-game RBI streak.
• Three-time Academic All-Big Ten honoree has compiled a 3.21 GPA 
while majoring in Construction Management.

• Two-year starter in right field after join-
ing the program in the fall of 2019 as a 
transfer from Heartland College.
• Leads the team in doubles and ranks 
second in hits, RBI and walks while bat-
ting in the heart of the order all season.
• First Boilermaker since Drew Madia in 
2009 and 2010 to hit a grand slam in 2 
different seasons.
• His grand slam in game 3 of 2020 was 
Purdue’s first since April 2017 and dou-
bled as his first hit as a Boilermaker.
• Posted a team-long 21-game on-base 
streak this year and reached safely in 37 
of the first 39 games total.
• Registered 4 two-double games this 
season, including a 4-for-4 effort last 
week in Minneapolis in which he became 
the first Boilermaker since 2019 with 3 
XBH in a game.
• Opened the 2021 season with an 8-game hit streak and connected 
for a double in five straight games from March 27 to April 4.
• Had 2 hits in all 3 games of the Rutgers series at Alexander Field.
• Two-time Academic All-Big Ten honoree has compiled a 3.17 GPA 
while majoring in Law & Society.
