BIG TEN PLAYER OF THE WEEK: TYRINA JONES
Tyrina Jones earned her first career Big Ten Player of the Week honor following an impressive perfor-
mance which saw a .533 batting avg., two home runs, six RBI and eight hits.
Jones scored the game-winner in all three Purdue victories last week, and had a hand in every run
scored in the 4-0 victory at UNC (3/4).
The sophomore has now scored a run in 12 of the last 13 games and recorded at least one RBI in the
last three straight.
Jones is hitting her stride, owning a.435 on-base %, a .750 slugging % and a .433 batting avg.
Overall, Jones ranks fourth in the Big Ten in both batting avg. and home runs.
The Lake Worth, Florida native has racked up 21RBI, good for 27th in the nation.
The sophomore also ranks 43rd in the nation in hits (26), 43rd in total bases (45), and 64th in batting
avg.
She joins elite company alongside Purdue alums All-American Rachel Becker (March 14, 2022), Jenny
Behan (March 4, 2019) as the most recent Boilermakers to receive Big Ten Player of the Week honors.
Jones' four hits vs. Syracuse (2/17) marked the second-most by a Boilermaker in a single game. It has
happened 44 times in program history, last: two seasons ago by 2022 All-America Honorable Mention
Rachel Becker, who posted four vs. Rutgers (2021).
Jones' five RBI vs. Syracuse (2/17) was the third-most in a single game by a Boilermaker and most
since 2021 (Ryleigh Scott at Michigan State, 4/23/21).

DOUBLE TROUBLE
Purdue ranks third in the Big Ten wtih 34 doubles this season.
The Boilermakers enter the weekend with at least one double in 12 of the last 13 games.
Four Boilermakers have posted four doubels this year: Tyrina Jones, Kiersen George, Alex Echazarreta
and Becca Edwarsd.
Meanwhile, eight total Boilermakers have posted two or more doubles this year.
Purdue totaled 12 doubles in the ACC/Big Ten Challenge, including four vs. NC State in the team’s 4-0
victory (2/18). The last time the Boilermakers have posted as many doubles in a four game stretch
was in 2019.

RBI ON THE RISE
Purdue totaled 12 RBI in Week One at Florida State’s JoAnne Graf Classic, the most since the opening
weekend of the 2020 season when Purdue totaled 14 at FAU (2/8/2020).
Meanwhile, Purdue also totaled 12-RBI the 12-8 victory vs. Syracuse in the ACC/Big Ten Challenge, one
shy of entering the Purdue single-game record book performances.

THE BOILERMAKER ROSTER AT A GLANCE

There are two fifth-year players on the team: Alex Echazarreta and Anna Lonchar.
Purdue has siblings on the team in identical twins Sage and Summer Scarmardo.

THE RETURNERS
The Boilermakers return a large chunk of their starting lineup, including pitcher Alex Echazarreta,
second baseman Jade Moy, infielder Olivia McFadden, outfielder Kyndall Bailey, catcher Ryen Ross
and outfielder Kiersen George.
0f the returners, Moy and McFadden are the only two to play and start in every single game. Mean-
while, Dillon follows with 54 total starts and appearances and Bailey appearing in 50 with 33 starts.

THE FRESHMAN CLASS
The 1-member freshman class is one of the strongest in the nation, having been ranked the No. 5
Recruit Class by Extra Innings Softball on signing day.
Among the standout class is Las Vegas native Jordyn Ramos, who not only was named by MaxPreps
as the Best Player in the State of Nevada in 2022, but was also selected by the NCAA as a top-55
freshman to watch this season.

ALEX ECHAZARRETA: RETURNING FOR YEAR FIVE
Alex Echazarreta announced her return following the end of 2022 campaign following NFCA Second
Team All-Region honors.
Alex Echazarreta led the team with three wins and one loss earning the outcome of every game of
the weekend.
The fifth year secured a complete game shutout against James Madison (3/4) registering six strike-
outs in the effort.
Echazarreta notched 14 total strikeouts in her four consecutive appearances with a 0.38 ERA.
In her 18.2 innings pitched and one start over the weekend, she allowed only two runs.
Offensively, Echazarreta recorded a .357 batting average with five hits, including two doubles.
The fifth-year pitched a one-hitter at NC State (2/18), the first of her career. It was the second one-hit-
ter for the progam in the last eight years.
