1. Register the handset {must be operated in the

power supply and the handset is properly equipped
with the battery;
2) Press and hold the " �) " button on the base for
over 8 seconds ;
3) On standby mode, press the MENU key , press A or "y
key to enter registration, screen will display"�+" ,press
Ok key to confirm, the handset screen will display
"CodE", keep pressing" �I 'key until you hear a sound
