Registration/Unregistration 

Tips:The one-to-one configuration of this phone has 
been registered ex-factory, and can be used directly 
after charging 

Tips:New registration, an addition handset also need to 
be registered, and the cordless handset and telephone 
base must be registered at the same time, and one 
telephone base can be registered up to 4 cordless 
handsets.one cordless handset can be registered with 
two hosts. 
1. Register cordless handset 
1) In standby mode, press the [Menu] key to enter the 
menu settings; 
2) Press the """') or """"I key to select the �+ icon; 
3) Press the Menu key to enter the registration settings. 
The screen displays CodE 
4) Press the Menu key to register. When you hear a 
sound,it means the cordless handset has been
registered successfully, then it will return to standby 
mode automatically. 
Tips:When registering, the telephone base and the 
cordless handset must be registered at the same time! 
After entering the registration state, the longest
waiting time is 1 minute. After 1 minute or registration 
falls, It returns to the standby state. A telephone base 
can register up to 4 handsets. Repeat the above 
operation.

3)Press the Menu key to enter the deregistration
settings;

5) Press Ok key to confirm, the handset screen will 
display "1 ",press"1" key,then screen will display "dEL­
HS1 • and will return back to standby mode
automatically.It means the cordless handset has been 
deregistered successfully. 
Note: If there are more than one cordless handset have 
been registered successfully to the same telephone base
before.it wildisplay "12" or "123" or"1234",press the
corresponding number key to deregister the
corresponding registered cordless handset. 
Tips: After entering the deregistration state, the longest
waiting time is 1 minute. After 1 minute or
deregistration fails, it returns to the standby state; the 
telephone base can deregister the handset, and the 
cordless handset can also deregister the itself. 
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
