Mike MacIntyre
was named the
29th San Jose

State University football
coach on December 17,
2009.  

Entering his second
season in his first head
coaching position,
MacIntyre clearly has his
stamp on the San Jose State
program. Before his 2010
on-field debut, the
Spartans’ coach instituted
the most comprehensive
recruiting plan ever at the
university and initiated a

“summer bridge” program for his first recruiting class to pro-
vide his newcomers a smooth transition into life as a college
football player. Facing five nationally-ranked teams in the first
six weeks of the season, he emphasized and stressed year-round
conditioning. A 1-12 record does not describe how the Spartans
gave #11-Wisconsin more than the Badgers wanted to handle in
September, rebuilt themselves repeatedly due to injuries, and
were positioned late for a win in four of their final five games.  

The experiences gained and lessons learned by the young
team were noticed conference-wide and nationally. Linebacker
Keith Smith became the first San Jose State player to be named a
Western Athletic Conference Freshman of the Year and a
Football Writers Association of America Freshman All-America.
Linebacker Vince Buhagiar, wide receiver Noel Grigsby and
punter Harrison Waid also received Freshman All-America
recognition. No other Football Bowl Subdivision had more 2010
Freshman All-Americas than San Jose State - a testament to the
early returns on the MacIntyre recruiting process.

Now in his 21st season of football coaching, the 46-year old
MacIntyre came to San Jose State after two seasons as the defen-
sive coordinator at Duke University. His defensive units record-
ed some of the Blue Devils’ best annual statistics over a 20-year
span. In 2009, Duke’s five wins were the most in a season by the
Blue Devils since 1994. Three Duke defenders received 2009 All-
Atlantic Coast Conference (ACC) honors – the university’s
largest total in a single season in several years. The American
Football Coaches Association (AFCA) named him its 2009 FBS
Assistant Coach of the Year.

Prior to joining the staff at Duke, MacIntyre spent five sea-
sons in the NFL with the New York Jets (2007) and Dallas
Cowboys (2003-06) coaching defensive backs.  Working for leg-
endary coach Bill Parcells, the Cowboys returned to the playoffs
in 2003 and again in 2006 after missing out on post-season com-
petition during the 2000 through 2002 seasons.  

MacIntyre has coached on both sides of the ball, spending
four years at Ole Miss (1999-2002) where he started as the wide
receivers coach for two seasons and the defensive secondary
coach in his final two years.  The Rebels posted a 29-19 record in
that time with bowl appearances in the 1999 and 2002

Independence Bowls and the 2000 Music City
Bowl.  The 2001 Rebels ranked fifth nationally in
pass defense, allowing just 161.3 yards per game.

Along his coaching trail, he has mentored
many current NFL players including Cincinnati
Bengals safety Roy Williams, a Pro Bowl player
each of the four seasons MacIntyre coached him
in Dallas.  MacIntyre was instrumental in recruit-
ing current San Francisco 49ers All-Pro line-
backer Patrick Willis to Mississippi.

His coaching career began as a two-year
graduate assistant at the University of Georgia
(1990-91). He then worked one year as the defen-
sive coordinator at Davidson (1992), four at
Tennessee Martin (1993-96), and two at Temple
(1997-98).

A 1989 graduate of Georgia Tech, he played
two seasons (1987-88) at free safety and punt
returner for head coach Bobby Ross.  Prior to
becoming a Yellow Jacket, MacIntyre played two
seasons (1984-85) at Vanderbilt for his father,
George MacIntyre, the head coach of the
Commodores from 1979-85.  

MacIntyre earned a bachelor’s degree in
business management at Georgia Tech and a
master’s degree in education with an emphasis
on sports management from Georgia in 1991.

Born on March 14, 1965, in Miami, Fla., he
and his wife, Trisha, have three children, Jennifer,
a sophomore at Baylor University, Jay Michael
and Jonston.

Kent Baer is in his fourth season on the San Jose State
University football staff. After two seasons as the line-
backers coach, he added the duties of defensive coordi-

nator in 2010. 
In his first three seasons with the Spartans, Baer’s teachings

produced two 2010 freshman All-America linebackers in Keith
Smith and Vince Buhagiar and a two-time second-team All-
WAC selection in Justin Cole. Smith led all 2010 Football Bowl
Subdivision (FBS) players in tackles and was the Western
Athletic Conference Freshman of the Year. Cole was a free agent
signee who was on the Kansas City Chiefs’ active roster in 2010.

San Jose State is the seventh
FBS university in which he is the
defensive coordinator. Baer’s best
units excel at stopping the run. At
Notre Dame in 2004, the Fighting
Irish yielded just five rushing
touchdowns and was third
nationally in rushing defense. In
2002, Notre Dame was nationally
ranked in scoring defense (9th),
pass efficiency defense (10th),
rushing defense (10th), and total
defense (13th).  Baer was recog-
nized for the Irish’s rankings that
season as a Frank Broyles Award finalist, recognizing the
nation’s most outstanding assistant coach. Arizona State was
seventh nationally in total defense in 1992.

Baer has participated in eight bowl games and the 1986
NCAA Division I-AA playoffs. He was Notre Dame’s interim
head coach for the 2004 Insight Bowl. Three teams - Notre Dame
in 2002 (17th), California in 1991 (8th) and Idaho in 1986 (16th)
finished a season ranked in the Top-20 by the Associated Press.

Among a select group of coaches to work at the three Bay
Area FBS schools, he was at Stanford for four bowl games
including the 2000 Rose Bowl during his seven seasons on the
staff. The 2001 Cardinal led the Pac-10 in rushing defense - just
the second Stanford unit to top the conference in that category.
California won 17 of 23 games in his final two seasons there.

The last 26 years, he has coached and coordinated the New
Era Bowl in Japan. The game annually integrates top Japanese
college players with selected American players and coaches.

Baer was a standout linebacker at Utah State during the
1969 through 1972 seasons. He set a school record for total tack-
les, 116, a record that stood for 10 years. Baer graduated from
Utah State in 1973 as a physical education and recreation major.

He has three adult sons – Brian, Aaron James (A.J.), and
Steven Blake. Baer also has three grandchildren through his son,
Brian, and wife, Kristen - girls, Alex and Isabella, and a boy,
Max.
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Gary Bernardi
Offensive Line Coach

Gary Bernardi joined the San Jose State football staff in
January 2010. Entering his second season with the
Spartans in 2011 and 30th season coaching in the

Football Bowl Subdivision, he is coaching the offensive linemen.
Throughout his professional career, he has been connected

with winning programs, established his reputation as a keen
recruiter and developed all-star offensive linemen, tight ends
and wide receivers. Twelve times, he has coached in major col-
lege post-season bowl games. Five of them were Rose Bowl
appearances with USC (1988, 1989, 1990) and UCLA (1999).

Bernardi came to San Jose State
after coaching offensive linemen and
tight ends at UNLV from 2005
through 2009. A fixture in the Pac-10
Conference, he was an assistant
coach at the University of Arizona
(1980-86), the University of Southern
California (1987-92) and UCLA
(1994-2003). Bernardi also spent the
2004 season as the offensive line
coach and recruiting coordinator at
Northern Arizona University.

The 1976 Cal State Northridge
graduate majored in physical educa-
tion. He started coaching in 1973
before his 19th birthday at Bell-Jeff
High located in Burbank, Calif. After two seasons, he moved on
to his alma mater, Monroe High, in Sepulveda, Calif. (1975), and
then to Fountain Valley (Calif.) High for four seasons (1976-
1979) before entering college coaching. He also served as the
head coach at Burroughs High in Burbank in 1993.

Offensive linemen Jonathan Ogden, Chad Overhauser and
Kris Farris at UCLA; Dave Cadigan and Tony Boselli at USC;
and wide receiver Ken Margerum, first a high school star at
Fountain Valley High before excelling at Stanford, are the con-
sensus All-America players coached by Bernardi.

Outside the coaching world, Bernardi was an active mem-
ber of the ALS (Lou Gehrig's Disease) Association Los Angeles
chapter when he was coaching at UCLA. On two occasions, he
represented the ALS Association in Washington, D.C. meeting
with United States senators and congressmen.

He and his wife, Leigh, a Stanford Hospital registered
nurse, are the parents of three adult children. Marina is an
administrative assistant for Medtronic, Inc., in San Antonio,
Texas. Twins, Briana and Joe, were NCAA Division I student-
athletes. Briana, has a master’s degree from UNLV and was a
catcher for the 2006-10 Rebel softball teams. Joe, a four-year
starting center in football at Fresno State, is a 2011 University of
Tennessee football intern.  Coach Bernardi's brother, Rob
Bernardi, is the director of athletics at Nicholls State University.

The 1982 Arizona State graduate majored in communica-
tions. The three-year starter received honorable mention All-
America and All-Pac-10 Conference recognition. Following his
college career, he was named to the all-time Fiesta Bowl team in
1991 and was a 1994 Arizona State Hall of Fame inductee.

Terry Malley is in his
third season on the San
Jose State University

football coaching staff. In 2011,
he will be the wide receivers
coach and serve as the team's
recruiting coordinator for the
second year in a row. When he
joined the staff in 2009, he was
the assistant head coach for
offense and the quarterbacks
coach. In 2010, he coached the
running backs.

Malley came to the
Spartans after spending 14 sea-
sons with the San Jose
SaberCats where he was

regarded as one of the keenest offensive minds in Arena
Football League history.

Malley coached 27 all-conference players including long-
time National Football League pros Brent Jones, a standout tight
end for the San Francisco 49ers, and two-time Pro Bowl punter
Bryan Barker. He was the Western Football Conference Coach of
the Year in his first season directing Santa Clara to an 8-2-1
record and a conference championship.

His first experience in professional football came in 1994
when he was named the Director of Football Operations for the
SaberCats, an Arena Football League expansion franchise.

Chris Holder was named San Jose State University’s
Director of Strength and Conditioning in April 2007. A
staff member since January 2006, he originally joined the

Spartans’ athletics staff as the director of football strength and
conditioning. His impact was noticeable in the team’s 2006 New
Mexico Bowl-winning season. The highly-conditioned Spartans
shut out five opponents after halftime and recorded four come-
back victories in 2006.  

Holder came to San Jose State after four football seasons
(2002-05) at Cal Poly as the strength and conditioning head
coach. He and his two-person staff designed and implemented
the strength and conditioning programs for the 500-member stu-

The WAC provides its student-athletes
the chance to travel to scenic destinations
and gain exposure in some of the
nation’s most diverse markets.  In addi-
tion, the WAC’s student-athletes work to
achieve the highest levels of academic
success at their respective institutions.

The
WAC has
experi-
enced
tremen-
dous suc-
cess.

The WAC has sent at least two teams
to the NCAA Men’s Basketball
Tournament in 24 of the past 28 seasons.
Every current WAC school has competed
in the NCAA Tournament since 1990.     

In 2001, the WAC partnered with ESPN
for coverage of football and basketball
giving the conference national exposure.
The WAC officially added WAC.tv in
2006 to give fans streaming internet
access to many of its postseason champi-
onships.

The WAC is the sixth oldest among the
nation’s 11 Division I-A conferences.  Its
history traces back to July 27, 1962, when
the original six-team league of Arizona,
Arizona State, Brigham Young, New

Mexico, Utah and Wyoming began com-
petition.

The first championship was held in
November 1962, when Arizona won the
men’s cross country title. New Mexico
followed with the first WAC football title.
Arizona finished second in the NCAA
College World Series and, less than three
years later, Arizona State claimed the
league’s first NCAA title when the Sun
Devils won the College World Series.
Fresno State was the last WAC school to
earn an NCAA team title when it won
the College World Series in 2008.

Since 1962, changes have occurred.
Before 1990, the WAC sponsored champi-
onships only in men’s sports. However, a
merger with the High Country Athletic
Conference formed a single conference
under one administrative structure, and
the 1990-91 athletic year was the first in
which both men and women competed
under the WAC name.  

The current membership was estab-
lished on
July 1,
2005,
when
Idaho,
New
Mexico
State and
Utah
State
joined the
WAC. San
Jose State,
Louisiana
Tech,
Hawai’i,
Nevada
and
Fresno

State were existing members. For the
2012-13 season, the WAC will add
Denver, UTSA, Texas State and Seattle to
replace withdrawing members Boise
State (2011), Fresno State (2012), Hawai’i
(2012) and Nevada (2012).

Presently, the WAC crowns team and
individual champions in 19 sports – eight
men’s and 11 women’s.  For the men,
there are championships in baseball, bas-
ketball, cross country, football, golf, ten-
nis, indoor track and field and outdoor
track and field. Championships for
women are held in basketball, cross
country, golf, gymnastics, soccer, softball,
swimming and diving, tennis, indoor
track and field, outdoor track and field
and volleyball.

In the 2010-11 academic year, San Jose
State won WAC team championships in
women’s soccer and women’s golf and
produced the men’s golf individual
champion.

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Spartan Stadium

The San Jose State University football team has played its
home games in Spartan Stadium since 1933. The Spartans
won the first football game played in the stadium, 44-0,

over San Francisco State, on October 7. Since then, the Spartans
have played 360 games over 75 seasons. The team’s 100th win in
the stadium came on October 21, 1967, against New Mexico, 52-
14. The 200th victory occurred in 2005. SJSU’s home field record
is 218-125-17 entering the 2011 season.

Spartan Stadium currently seats 30,456 for football. Every
seat puts the spectator either close to or right on top of the
action. Two stadium expansions and renovations in the 1980’s
increased the seating capacity from 18,000 to over 30,000. 

A FieldTurf surface replaced natural grass in 2009.
Replacement began in December 2008 and installation was com-
pleted in May 2009.

The multi-purpose facility is the site of the school’s annual
commencement ceremony.  Concerts, professional and collegiate
soccer, religious convocations, band competitions and high
school football games also take place at Spartan Stadium. 

Five Silicon Valley Football Classics were held in Spartan
Stadium. Air Force in 2000, Michigan State in 2001, Fresno State
in 2002, UCLA in 2003 and Northern Illinois in 2004 were bowl-
game winners. The 1999 Women’s World Cup and 1999 NCAA
Women’s College Cup soccer events attracted record-setting
crowds. 

The largest attendance at a home football game was a 31,681
sellout crowd at the 2003 win over Grambling State. The game
marked the first time under the current stadium configuration
that San Jose State had a “sellout” prior to game day. 

The largest crowd to attend any event in the stadium was
estimated at 37,000 for a ZZ Top music concert.

Qayoumi
has his Ph.D. in electrical and computer engineering also from
the University of Cincinnati.

San Jose State University hosted the 2010 NCAA Division I Men’s
Basketball Championship First & Second Round games at the

18,200-seat HP Pavilion in downtown San Jose.
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Tom Bowen was named San
Jose State University’s direc-
tor of intercollegiate athletics

on December 20, 2004.  Under his
leadership, San Jose State is a viable
Division I-A intercollegiate athletics
program with proven athletics and
academic successes and financial
achievements to his credit.

“CULTURE OF CHAMPIONS”

At the core of Bowen’s mission
for San Jose State University
athletics is building a “Culture
of Champions” academically,
athletically and in the commu-
nity. To reach that end, the
Notre Dame alum instilled a
greater sense of purpose, com-
mitment and execution by stu-
dent-athletes, coaches, staff,
alumni and friends. 

The Spartans have bal-
anced their budget or produced
a modest surplus five straight
years under his direction. He
has re-invested these gains
back into the 400-plus student-
athlete population and the 16
intercollegiate Spartan teams. 

Bowen continues expand-
ing revenue opportunities for
the Spartans locally, regionally
and nationally. First, there was
the creation of Spartan Sports
Properties in conjunction with
national multi-media partner Learfield Communications and a
2011 agreement with IMG College Ticket Solutions to bring San
Jose State athletics to the broadest spectator base possible. 

An integral member of the University’s presidential staff,
Bowen has a meaningful role in the University’s $200-million
Capital Campaign Fund, “Acceleration.”  The department’s
increased visibility the last five years also coincided with signifi-
cant donations coming to the University and to the Spartan
Foundation - the department’s fund-raising component. 

Since taking over, San Jose State produced the first Spartan
teams to post three consecutive .500 or better records in the
Western Athletic Conference football standings. In a longer span
from the end of 2005 through 2008, San Jose State had one of the
best home field records among the Football Bowl Subdivision
schools in California. The 2006 Spartans capped their finest sea-
son in many years, posting a 9-4 overall record and capturing
the New Mexico Bowl championship. 

Athletics accomplishments add to his Culture of Champions
go beyond football. In 2011, men’s basketball ended a 17-year

absence in post-season play; men’s golf was in NCAA Regional
action for the first time since 1997; women’s soccer and women’s
golf repeated as a WAC champion; and women’s water polo was
fifth nationally in the final 2011 coaches’ poll. Baseball, a 2009
WAC regular-season champion, posted another 35-win season in
2011.  Women’s gymnastics is entrenched as a NCAA Regional
Championship qualifying team.  

Spartans have earned All-America honors in football,
women’s golf, baseball and women’s water polo. San Jose State
had its second women’s gymnastics individual NCAA Regional
champion in three years in 2011. Freshmen from three sports
(football, women’s soccer and gymnastics) were named the 2011
WAC Freshman of the Year. Gymnast Shanice Howard was
named the 2011 Arthur Ashe Jr., Sports Scholar Award winner
by Diverse Issues in Higher Education. Twenty more student-
athletes were honored nationally and more than 100 at the con-
ference level for academic achievements in 2010-11.

Bowen’s vision for student-athlete success and excellence
led to the creation of a Student Success Services component.
Academic Progress Rate (APR) scores, as measured by the
NCAA, continue rising under his watch. San Jose State’s seven

Since his arrival, coaches in women’s
soccer, baseball, women’s golf, water
polo and softball have received confer-
ence Coach of the Year recognition.

In 2008, the most recent national
study by Texas A&M University on
behalf of the NCAA, San Jose State was
named as one of 12 Division I universi-
ties cited for Overall Excellence in
Diversity.

A VALUED PROFESSIONAL

Bowen’s proven administrative and
managerial record at San Jose State has
resulted in meaningful national appoint-
ments in college athletics. He is the WAC
representative on the Bowl
Championship Series (BCS) Oversight
Committee Athletics Directors Advisory
Group. In 2011, he completed a term as
one of eight FBS directors of athletics
serving on the 24-member NCAA
Division I Football Issues Committee.
Both football appointments were a first
for a San Jose State director of athletics.

At the conference level, the San Jose
State athletics director helped negotiate
the competitive and financial terms
involving the departure of three confer-
ence members in June 2012. 

He was the Tournament Director for
the 2010 NCAA Men’s Basketball
Division I Championship first and sec-
ond rounds games played in San Jose. In
2009, Bowen was one of 12 named to
serve as a mentor to aspiring women and
ethnic minority athletics administrators
in the NCAA Fellows Leadership
Program.  

Bowen came to San
Jose State after serving
three years as the
Director of Community
Affairs and the executive
director of the 49ers
Foundation for the San
Francisco 49ers of the
National Football League.
He directed all of the
team’s fund-raising activ-
ities and was responsible
for alumni and current
player participation in the
community.   

His Division I experience at the col-
legiate level includes athletics adminis-
tration positions at the University of
California and Saint Mary’s College in
Moraga, Calif. As an assistant and associ-
ate director of athletics at the University
of California from July 2000 through
September 2002, he was responsible for
athletics fund-raising. Bowen was credit-
ed with developing the first comprehen-
sive planned giving program for the
Golden Bears. 

At Saint Mary’s
College, he was the
Director of Foundations
and Corporate Relations
from May 1995 to January
1997 before being
appointed to an associate
director of athletics posi-
tion by the president of
the college. From January
1997 through April 2000,
he managed the athletics
department’s budget,
directed a corporate
sponsorship program and
interacted with the aca-
demic senate, faculty and
university personnel on
student-athlete issues.

His first professional
leadership appointment
in athletics was at De La Salle High
School in Concord, Calif.  From 1987
through 1995, he held the positions of
athletics director and assistant football
coach.

The 1983 graduate of the University
of Notre Dame majored in theology/soci-
ology and spent six years studying for
the priesthood with the Holy Cross
Fathers. Bowen went on to earn a mas-

John Poch returned to San Jose State University in January
2009 as a Senior Associate Athletics Director/Deputy
Director of Athletics. His duties include managing the

department’s external relations components of fund raising and
community relations and serving as the sports supervisor for
baseball and women’s tennis. As the driving force, the Spartan
Foundation raised a record $1.7-million during its 2011 annual
fund-raising drive for student-athlete scholarships.

Previously, Poch served as the Tournament Director of the
1999 and 2000 NCAA Women’s College Cup hosted by San Jose
State University and was an assistant coach for the Spartans’
women’s soccer team from 1995 to 2000. Under his direction, the
1999 College Cup attracted more than 28,000 spectators for two
semifinal contests and the championship match. The 14,410 in
attendance for the championship game remains the top atten-
dance figure for a Women’s College Cup contest.

He coached the San Jose
Pioneer High School boys’ teams to three Central Coast Section
championships and was named the National Coach of the Year
in 2001 by the NSCAA for the Youth Girls Competitive category.

From 2000 through 2008, he was the executive director of
the After-School All-Stars of Greater San Jose - a program target-
ing at-risk youths. In his eight years, After-School All-Stars grew
from a two-person staff with a $275,000 annual operating budg-
et to a full-time staff of 36 and 230 part-time employees and a
$3.9-million budget comprised largely of dollars raised through
his fundraising acumen and direction.
