Simon Tobin, who coached teams at CSU Bakersfield to a NCAA Division
Il championship and seven conference titles, accepted the San José State
University men’s soccer head coaching position in June of 2014.

Tobin brings a 368-269-77 record over 36 seasons in men’s soccer into
the 2023 season. His 1997 Roadrunners won the NCAA Division Il Men’s
Soccer Championship as part of eight NCAA Division | and Il
championship appearances. 0f CSU Bakersfield’s seven conference titles,
three were in the last four seasons (2010, 2011 and 2012) as the
Mountain Pacific Sports Federation’s (MPSF) Pacific Division winner.

Entering the 2023 campaign, Tobin's 368 victories ranks at No. 5 in all of
Division | among active coaches.

Postseason success has been a staple of Tobin’s time in San José as the
Spartans made the Western Athletic Conference title match in the 2017,
2018 and 2023 seasons. For the 2021 season, he was named the WAC
Coach fo the Year. He has continued to turn out some of the top talent in
the conference year in and year out, placing a total of 34 players on the
All-Western Athletic Conference Teams throughout his tenure.

The native of London, England, was named CSU Bakersfield's head coach
for men’s soccer in 1987. In 19 seasons competing as a NCAA Division

Il program, the Roadrunners were ranked in the final top-20 national
coaches poll 10 times. His teams posted .500 or better win-loss records 22
out of his 27 seasons and won 10 or more matches in a season 17 times.

The 1997 National Soccer Coaches Association of America (NSCAA)
National Coach of the Year is a six-time conference Coach-of-the-Year in
the California Collegiate Athletic Association (CCAA) and the MPSF.

Tobin cites CSUB's NCAA Division | Tournament selection in 2011, in just
the second year of the program being a fully fledged Division | team, as
his biggest coaching achievement to date.

During Tobin’s career he has produced numerous top professional players,
and also initiated the collegiate coaching careers of many former male
and female players.

Tobin resides in Santa Cruz with wife, Amy, and daughter, Ava.

Jesus Sanchez joined the Spartans men’s soccer staff as an assistant coach
in 2018 and is now entering his sixth season in San José.

Sanchez has helped lead the Spartans to an appearance in the WAC
Tournament in every season since he joined the coaching staff.

Sanchez played collegiately for now San José State head coach Simon
Tobin at CSU Bakersfield from 2009 to 2012, becoming one of the most
prolific players in program history in his time with the Roadrunners.

He finished his four seasons there with 16 goals and 27 assists while
compiling a record of 40-22-15. One of Sanchez’s top performances came
as a sophomore, where he led CSUB in both goals (8) and points (18) en
route to an 11-win season.

After graduating from CSU Bakersfield, Sanchez enjoyed a successful
playing career in the United Soccer League with the Oklahoma City
Energy.

The Mazatlan, Mexico native began his coaching career at Roadrunner
United FCand most recently coached with the PACNW Soccer Club in
Washington before making the move to San José.

Nic Ryan

San José native Nic Ryan joined the Spartan men’s soccer staff as a volun-
teer assistant in 2017 and was named as an assistant coach prior to the
start of the 2020-21 campaign.

Since his first season on the coaching staff, the Spartans have made the
WAC tournament every year (seven consecutive seasons).

Prior to his start in coaching, Ryan played four years of collegiate soccer
at UC Santa Barbara from 2009-2012. He reached the NCAA Tournament
three times with the Gauchos, advancing to the tournament’s Third
Round in two of those years.

As a senior in 2012, Ryan finished his collegiate playing career in style
and was named the Big West Midfielder of the Year. He was then selected
in the 2013 MLS Draft by the Houston Dynamo.

In addition to his responsibilities at SJSU, Ryan also serves on the
coaching staff for Almaden FC on the club level. He currently resides in
San José.
