• Also in 2023, the Spartans played in the NISC postseason tournament 
for the first time and the first postseason appearance for the Spartans 
since 2017.

• Reina Zermeno went 5-for-10 with one home run and four RBIs against 
LMU (3/23-24).
	
• Zermeno hit her team leading third home run of the season and also 
currently leads the team in batting average, hits, RBIs and slugging 
percentage.

• Taylor Squires went 2-for-4 with a home run, one RBI and two runs 
scored against LMU (3/24).

• Squires home run was the first of her career as a spartan. 

• Ahmiya Noriega had a pinch-hit RBI double in game two against LMU 
(3/23).

• Noriega is currently fourth in the Mountain West in triples with three.

• Alexis Toner pitched in all three games against LMU (3/23-24), she 
currently leads the team in appearances and ERA.

• The Spartans are currently tied for second in the Mountain West in triples 
with 10.

• The Spartans are 21-18 all-time against Boise State and 2-1 in their last 
three matchups.
