OPENING DRIVE

« The Spartans have been to three bowl games in a row
and four bowl games in the last five years for the first
time as they open the 2025 campaign.

+ SJSU has won five straight home openers that start the
season.

+In 2025, the Spartans have nine transfers who come
from "power four" schools (Arizona, USC (2), UCLA, Cal,
Washington, Purdue, Utah, and Boston College).

«This is the first time since 2021 that all of the Spartans'
Mountain West Conference games will be televised
nationally.

« Eleven of the Spartans' 12 regular-season games will be
nationally televised for the second season in a row.

+ Maliki Crawford (USC), Robert McDaniel (UCLA), and
Caleb Presley (Washington) were all four-star recruits
coming out of high school. McDaniel spent only the
spring with UCLA and is a true freshman.

« Since 2020, the Spartans have 33 wins, including
23 conference wins, four bowl appearances, and one
Mountain West Championship.

+The Spartans are 13-7 in their last 20 games overall and
are 9-4 in their previous 13 conference games.

« This five-year stretch is the best in SJSU football history,
and only three other schools in the MW have had more
wins in the last five seasons (BSU 42, FS 38, AF 37).

+ SJSU, Boise State, and Fresno State are the only MW
schools that have been to four bowl games in the
last five seasons, and all three have at least one MW
Championship.

« The Spartans return 13 bowl game starters, which is the
14th most in college football and the second most in the
Mountain West. Michigan and lllinois have 18 returning
to lead college football. SJSU has 27 players returning
who started at least one game last year.

« SJSU returns 66 from last year's team, lost 34, and
gained 37 new players for a total of 103.

+In 2024, the Spartans only returned 52 players, which
was the third fewest in college football. Only 31 players
return from the 2023 team, with only nine who played in
more than half the games that season. Only one player,
Jackson Canaan, was on the 2020 MW Championship
team.

«In 2023, the Spartans only had 17 players not from
California; in 2025, they have 23, including players from
Texas and Florida.

« Last season, the Spartans had an SJSU record 552
passing attempts, which was good for third in FBS
college football.

«The Spartans had the best passing offense in the MW
and were fifth in the country in 2024, averaging 321.8
yards per game.

«The Spartans threw for 31 passing touchdowns in 2024,
which was good for tops in the MW and 10th in the
country. The 31 passing touchdowns were the most for
SJSU since they had 34 in 2013.

+The Spartans only let up 12 sacks in 2024, which

was third best in the MW and had the second-lowest
quarterback sacked percentage in the country at 1.71%,
and the third-lowest sacks per game in the country at 0.8.

«The Spartans' defense played 980 snaps last season; only
Hawai'i Bowl opponent South Florida (981) had more
defensive snaps for those teams that only played 13
games.

+ SJSU finished 2024 with 28 takeaways, which was good
for tops in the MW and fifth in the country. Only BYU (29)
and JMU (29) had more takeaways for those who played
in 13 games.

- Out of the 28 takeaways, 21 came by interception, which
was good for tops in the MW and third in the country.

«The Spartans have seven or more wins in a season for
three straight seasons for the first time since 1980-82, and
last year it was the first time they've had seven or more
wins in four out of five years since 1978-82.

«The Spartans were the first FBS school in California to
become bowl-eligible in 2024.

+SJSU has forced one turnover in 13 consecutive games
and according to Stats Perform, they are tied for the sixth-
longest active streak in FBS and longest in the MW.

+ The Spartans have won seven bowl games ever; head
coach Ken Niumatalolo has six bowl wins as a head coach.
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+ The seven regular-season wins in 2024 were the
most for an SJSU head coach in their first season
since Ron Turner won seven in 1992.

+ The Spartans had seven home games in 2024 for
the first time since 2006 and are 15-4 in their last
19 games at CEFCU Stadium and 21-7 at CEFCU
Stadium since 2020.

« Last season, Nick Nash was only the fourth player
to earn the regular season receiving triple crown by
leading all FBS players outright in receptions (104),
receiving touchdowns (16), and receiving yards
(1,382). He also led the country in receiving yards per
game (115.2) and receptions per game (8.7).

« Nash was also named SJSU's first-ever Biletnikoff
Award finalist and the first for the Mountain West
since 2017. He was only the ninth group of five
players to be a finalist for the Biletnikoff this century,
and the last group of five players to win the award
was in 1998.

«The Spartans are wearing an "89" decal on their
helmets this season in remembrance of SJSU great
Chandler Jones, who passed away in June at the age
of 33. Jones is the SJSU career leader in receiving
touchdowns (29), receptions (248), and second in
career receiving yards with 3,087.

+ Jones' family is at the SJSU vs. Central Michigan
game and will be recognized on the field.

«The Spartans were picked to finish third in the 2025
MW preseason poll; last season, the Spartans were
picked to finish 10th.

« This marks the fifth straight season the Spartans
have hosted a Friday night contest at CEFCU
Stadium. Notably, the CMU game will be the
program’s first Friday season opener since 2012 at
Stanford, and the first Friday season home opener
since 1960 against BYU.

+In 2024, the Spartans averaged 13.24 yards
per completion, which was good for third in the
Mountain West and 29th in the country.

«The Spartans return 15 defensive players who
started at least one game a season ago.

« Jordan Pollard led the Spartans with a career-high
17 tackles against Air Force (9/7/24) on his way to
winning his first Mountain West Defensive Player of
the Week award (9/9/24).

«Pollard's 17 tackles in a game last season were the
17th most in a single game in 2024.

« Pollard finished the season with 115 total tackles,
which was 25th in the country and third in the MW,
averaging 8.8 per game.

« Pollard was named First-Team All-Mountain West
for the first time in his career and was named 2025
Preseason All-Mountain West for the second straight
season.

MORE NEWS AND NOTES

« Pollard also had his first career carry at Wash. State
(9/20/24) thanks to a fake punt as he ran nine yards
for the first down.

« Linebacker Taniela Latu will be 26 on Sept. 27.

The oldest player in college football is 30-year-old
punter Jack Murley at Southern Mississippi, followed
by Arkansas wide receiver Monte Harrison, who is
30 as well. In the Mountain West, Hawai'i's punter
Billy Gowers is 29 and New Mexico's punter Daniel
Hughes is 27.

«The Spartans had three defensive touchdowns in
2024, which was 12th in the country and first in the
Mountain West.

+In 2024, the Spartans only had 35.58% of their
offensive plays as rushes compared to 50.93% of
their plays being rushes in 2023. The 35.58% was the
lowest in college football in 2024.

+The Spartans, though, had 73 plays that were 20 or
more yards in 2024. The 73 plays were 18th in the
country and the best in the Mountain West.

« SJSU finished with 4,183 passing yards in 2024,
which was seventh in the country. The SJSU single-
season record is 4,325 yards, set in 2012.

+SJSU's last win against a MAC opponent was a 34-6
win at home against Western Michigan on Sept. 24,
2022.

+ The Spartans could be playing the No. 1 team in
the country next week at Texas. The last time the
Spartans played the No. T team in the country was in
2010 at Alabama.

+The game at Texas is scheduled for 9:00 a.m.
(PT)/11:00 a.m. (CT). The Spartans last played at 9:00
a.m. (PT)/11:00 a.m. (CT) at lowa State on Sept. 24,
2016.

« The Spartans’ highest-ranked win was defeating
No. 9 TCU at home 27-24 on Nov. 4, 2000.

+The Spartans last beat a road-ranked team on Nov.
1, 1980, in a 30-22 win over No. 10/11 Baylor. SJSU
has three road-ranked wins ever.

+ The Spartans’last win over a "power four" school
was last season against Stanford in a 34-31 home
victory on Nov. 29.

+ SJSU last beat an SEC school in 2019 when the
Spartans beat Arkansas on the road, 31-24, and that
was also their last win over a "power four" school on
the road.

+In 2024, Floyd Chalk IV had a career-high 10 rushing
touchdowns and played in a career-high 13 games
with a career-high 721 yards.

+ The returning Spartan wide receivers who

played (Matthew Coleman and Cooper Hoch)

had a combined 44 catches for 477 yards and two
touchdowns in 2024. Coleman had a career-best

12 catches for 119 yards and one touchdown in the
Hawai'i Bowl. Kyri Shoels also returns, but redshirted
last season and did not play a down.

+ The Spartans fell to South Florida in the 2024
Hawai‘i Bowl, 41-39, in five overtimes. The five
overtimes were a bowl record for approximately 36
hours until Toledo beat Pitt in six overtimes, 48-46, in
the GameAbove Sports Bowl.

« Nash was the first SJSU football player to be
named First-Team All-American by the Walter Camp
Foundation, AFCA, AP, and FWAA in the same
season.

« Nash was the first first-team All-American for the
Spartans since Dwight Lowery in 2007 and the first
AP First-Team All-American since Dave Chaney in
1971.

+Nash had 1,382 receiving yards last season, which is
good for second in SJSU history.

« The Spartans scored a touchdown on their opening
drive in seven of their 13 games in 2024 and had a
touchdown in the first quarter in eight games.

«In only four games in 2024, the Spartans didn't hit
320 or more yards passing.

«The Spartans' most passing yards in a game in 2024
were 446 yards (No. 13 Boise St., 11/16/24). In 2023,
it was 325.

- Walker Eget threw for 446 yards against No. 13
Boise State (11/16/24), which is a new career-
high, and it was the most passing yards for an
SJSU quarterback since Nick Starkel threw for 453
yards against Boise State in the Mountain West
Championship game on Dec. 19, 2020.

« Eget started for the first time in his career against
Wyoming (10/19/24) and went 20-for-38 with 318
yards and his first career touchdown.

+ SJSU had a 2024 season-high 498 yards of offense
against Wyoming (10/19/24). This was the most since
the Spartans had 531 yards of total offense at New
Mexico on Oct. 14, 2023.

« Niumatalolo won his first game at SJSU with a 42-
24 win over Sac. State (8/29/24), and he was the first
SJSU head coach to win his SJSU debut since Ron
Caragher in 2013, also against Sac State, and one of
three to win their first game at SJSU this century.

+ Niumatalolo's 42 points scored in the win over Sac.

State (8/29/24) was the most for an SJSU head coach
in their debut since Jack Elway had 48 in a tie against
Utah State on Sept. 8, 1979.

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« Niumatalolo is 8-8 in season openers as a head
coach (1-0 at SJSU).

« Associate Head Coach/Defensive Coordinator
Derrick Odum is the only coach left from the 2023
season. Odum is in his ninth season as defensive
coordinator at SJSU, which is the fourth-longest
stint for an FBS defensive coordinator currently in
the country behind lowa's Phil Parker (14), lowa
State's Jon Heacock (10), and Utah's Morgan Scalley
(10). Odum is the only one with two different head
coaches.

« Left-footed kicker Denis Lynch joined the Spartans

in 2025 after transferring from USC. Lynch was USC's
starting kicker in 2023. SJSU legend Joe Nedney was
also a left-footed kicker for the Spartans from 1991-

94 and has the longest field goal in school history at
60 yards.

+In 2024, SJSU was the only school in the Mountain
West Conference that played both Oregon State and
Washington State on the road. Boise State played
both, but at home. The Spartans went 1-1.

+ Against No. 13 Boise State (11/16/24), the Spartans
drew 20,517 fans, which is a sellout and was the
most since Nov. 29, 2013, and it's the 22nd-highest
attended game in SJSU history.

« It was the second season in a row the Spartans have
had a sellout game (9/3/23 vs. No. 18 Oregon State).

. The Spartans have had only 14 players go into the
transfer portal since their final regular season game
against Stanford (11/29/24). Five went to "Power
Four" schools.

+1n 2023, SJSU had 28 players jump in the transfer
portal, with half of them ending up at FBS schools
and eight going to "Power Four" schools. Out of the
eight who went to "Power Four" schools, three went
back into the portal, and none of them had better
stats than at SJSU.

+The Spartans played a very competitive MW
schedule in the 2024 season by having played the
teams that finished first, second, third, fourth, and
sixth in the Mountain West Conference, plus both
Oregon State and Washington State on the road. The
Spartans finished fifth in the conference.

«In January of 2024, Beca Perez became the first
female Director of Player Personnel in SJSU history.
Callie Cameron at Baylor and Katie Bason at Wake
Forest are also female DPP's.

« Perez started her football career at SJSU as a
student assistant in 2018 and graduated from SJSU
in 2020. Perez also spent time at Army (2022) and
most recently at Stanford (2023), where she worked
for a year as the Assistant Director of Recruiting for
Stanford football.

MORE NEWS AND NOTES

+In 2021, Perez was the recipient of the Women's
Sports Foundation Scott Pioli & Family Fund for
Women Football Coaches and Scouts. This is given
annually to female football coaches and scouts to
defy the gender gap and support their development,
education, and training.

«The last two seasons, Perez has been named to the
247 Sports 30under30 Personnel/Front Office Staffers
to Know

« Since 2020, the Spartans have gone 33-25 (23-14
in conference). It's the best five-year span for the
Spartans since going 35-21 from 1980-84.

+ The Spartans have six Polynesian coaches on their
2025 staff. Head coach Ken Niumatalolo, offensive
coordinator/quarterbacks coach Craig Stutzmann,
offensive line coach John Estes, inside linebackers
coach Bojay Filimoeatu, defensive line coach

Al Lapuaho and wide receivers coach Billy Ray
Stutzmann.

« Estes, Filimoeatu and Lapuaho all spent time in the
NFL as players. Craig Stutzmann played in the CFL.

« Estes played with Hawai'i great Colt Brennan
during his collegiate career. Niumatalolo and both
Stutzmann brothers also played at Hawai'i.

« Offensive coordinator/quarterback coach Craig
Stutzmann came from Texas State in 2024 where he
was one of six finalists for FootballScoop’s National
Wide Receivers Coach of the Year last season, running
his "Spread-and-Shred" offense. Stutzmann also
served as a member of the Green Bay Packers'Bill
Walsh Diversity Coaching Fellowship program in the
summer of 2022.

+ Tight ends coach/run game coordinator Mike Judge
came from the Miami Dolphins in 2024, where he
was an offensive assistant since 2019. Judge started
his career under Bill Belichick in 2005 with the New
England Patriots.

« Cornerbacks coach Greg Burns joined the Spartans
in 2024 from UCLA, where he was on the coaching
staff since 2021 as a defensive analyst. Burns has
been a defensive backs coach for over 20 years,
including recent duties on staff at not only UCLA, but
also Oregon State in 2018, USCin 2019, and in 2020
at Arizona. Burns' brother, Dexter, played football at
SJSU in the 1990s.

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Head Foothall Goach

(Nia-mahta-lolo) The all-time winningest coach in the Naval
Academy, Ken Niumatalolo, was named San José State’s 30th
head football coach in program history on Jan. 21, 2024.

In his first season at SJSU in 2024, Niumatalolo led the Spartans
to a 7-6 record including wins over Stanford and Oregon State,
plus a trip to the Hawai‘i Bowl. He also helped wide receiver
Nick Nash become the first unanimous First Team All-American
in SJSU history and the first Biletnikoff Award Finalist in S]SU
history. Nash was only the fourth player in FBS history to earn
the regular season triple crown by leading the country in catches,
yards, and touchdowns. The seven regular season wins were the
most for an SJSU head coach in their first season since 1992, and
1990 was the last time an SJSU head coach took a team to a bowl
game in their first season.

The Spartans finished the 2024 season with 4,183 passing yards,
which was good for first in the Mountain West Conference and
fifth in the nation, averaging 321.8 yards per game. The 4,183
passing yards are good for third in San José State's single-season
history.

In 2024, the Spartans also had 28 takeaways, the most in the
Mountain West Conference and fifth in the country.

Out of the 28 takeaways, 21 were from interceptions, which were
the second most in the country. The 28 takeaways were the most
for the Spartans since 2012. SJSU's defense also had three defen-

sive touchdowns which was good for first in the Mountain West

Conference and 11th in the nation.

At Navy, Niumatalolo won a program-best 109 games, led Navy
to 10 bowl games over 15 seasons, and is a three-time American
Athletic Conference (AAC) Coach of the Year (2015, '16, '19). He
earned the 2019 Stallings Award, presented to the college football
head coach, who is both a humanitarian and an exceptional head
coach.

Niumatalolo started his reign in Annapolis with eight straight
wins over Army and 10 overall, which is the most in the history
of the rivalry game. Navy won 6-0f-10 bowl games during Niu-
matalolo’s tenure and picked up wins over Pittsburgh and Kan-
sas State after posting a school record 11-2 marks in 2015 and '19,
finishing inside the top 25 for the first time in the last 60 years.

Niumatalolo, 58, helped Navy earn the Lambert Trophy in 2015,
awarded to the best team in the East, for the first time since 1963.
He led Navy to its first outright division title in 2016 going 7-1

in the AAC, winning the West division, and is the only coach in
Navy history to win three-consecutive bowl games. His six bowl
wins and six Commander-In-Chief trophies are the most in Navy
history.

In 2015, Niumatalolo was one of four coaches to be named a
finalist for the Dodd Trophy and the Paul “Bear” Bryant National
Coach of the Year Award. In 2016, he was a Dodd Trophy finalist
again and was named AFCA Region 1 Coach of the Year. In 2019,
he was a Paul “Bear” Bryant National Coach of the Year Award
for the second time in his career.

In 2013, Niumatalolo was selected to the inaugural class of the
Polynesian Football Hall of Fame and was the second Polynesian
head coach in Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS) history and the
first Samoan collegiate head coach on any level.

The La‘ie, Hawai‘i native played quarterback at Hawai‘i from
1987-89 and was part of their first bowl team in 1989. After he
graduated, he then joined head coach Paul Johnson's staff at
Hawai‘i first as a graduate assistant and then eventually as a full-
time assistant (1990-94).

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In 1995, Niumatalolo followed Johnson to Navy first as the running backs coach and then in 1997 was
named the offensive coordinator. His first stint at Navy lasted from 1995-98 before he left to go to UNLV
to be tight ends coach/special teams coordinator from 1999-2001. Niumatalolo returned to Navy in 2002
to be assistant head coach under Johnson until taking over head coaching duties in 2007.
