· Place references in alphabetical order. 
· Add a hanging indent for each reference entry. 
· Each annotation should start on a new paragraph below the reference entry. 
· Indent the entire annotation 0.5 in from the left margin. 
· If the annotation has multiple paragraphs, indent the first line of the second and any subsequent paragraphs an additional 0.5 in. 
· Use double spacing for the entire page.
