A reference list contains all the works cited in your paper, allowing readers to easily locate them. When writing a reference list in APA format, remember to: 
· Write the label “References” at the top of the page, in bold and centered. 
· Alphabetize entries by the first author’s last name. 
· Type each reference as a single paragraph, left-aligned. 
· Keep the first line of each reference flush left, and indent any subsequent lines 0.5 in. 
· Double-space the entire reference list, with no extra space between entries. 
· Follow the correct format for each reference type.
