In the MLA format, the final page of a research paper contains all the sources you used in the paper. This list begins on a new page. When using the MLA format, remember to: 
· Write the label “Works Cited” at the top center of the page (no italics, underline, or bolding). 
· Alphabetize your list by the first item in each citation (usually the first author’s last name). 
· Double-space all entries, with no extra space between citations. 
· Use a hanging indent for each citation. 
· Follow the correct MLA format for each reference type. 


 
Book (1 Author): 
Last Name, First Name. Title of Book. Publisher, Year of Publication. 
Book (2 Authors): 
Last Name, First Name, and First Name Last Name. Title of Book. Publisher, Year of Publication. 
Article in a Magazine: 
Last Name, First Name. “Title of Article.” Title of Periodical.  Day Month Year, pages. 
Journal Article: 
Last Name, First Name. “Title of Article.” Title of Journal, Volume, Issue, Year, pages.  
Online Source: 
Last Name, First Name or compiler name (if available). “Title of the Web Page.” Title of the Website, Name of institution/organization, date of resource creation in Day Month Year format, DOI or URL. Date of access (if applicable). 
Film: 
Title of the Film. Directed by First Name Last Name, performances by First Name Last Name, and First Name Last Name, Film studio or distributor, Release year.  
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
