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	Turabian Style 
It is a simplified version of the Chicago Manual of Style, particularly tailored for students writing research papers, theses, and dissertations. When using the Turabian style, consider the formatting guidelines: 
· Title the page “Bibliography” (centered and in bold). 
· Arrange entries alphabetically by the author’s last name. 
· If no author is listed, alphabetize by the first word of the title (excluding “A”, “An”, or “The”). 
· Use single spacing within entries, and double spacing between entries. 
· Indent the second line and any subsequent lines of each entry. 
· Use readable fonts and 1-inch margins on all sides.

Last Name, First Name. Title of Book. Edition (if not first). Place of Publication: Publisher, Year of Publication.
Edited Book:
Last Name, First Name, ed. Title of Book. Place of Publication: Publisher, Year.

Book Chapter or Essay in an Edited Volume
Last Name, First Name. “Title of Chapter or Essay.” In Title of Book, edited by Editor’s First Name Last Name, page range. Place of Publication: Publisher, Year.
Journal Article:
Last Name, First Name. “Title of Article.” Title of Journal Volume number, no. Issue number (Month Year): page range. DOI or URL (if applicable).
Website Content:
Last Name, First Name (if available). “Title of Web Page.” Name of Website. Last modified Month Day, Year. URL.

Government Documents or Reports:
Government Agency. Title of Document. Place of Publication: Publisher, Year. URL (if applicable).

Theses or Dissertations:
Last Name, First Name. “Title of Dissertation.” PhD diss., Name of University, Year.

Online Newspapers or Magazines:
Last Name, First Name. “Title of Article.” Title of Newspaper or Magazine, Month Day, Year. URL.
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
