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Richard Deland's artistic version (above) of the Old
Testament story line makes an attractive chart to
enlarge and put up permanently on the wall. The place
of any new character or event can be pointed out on
the story line even though the person is not on it.

I draw my less artistic version (below) on the board for
timed competition. Students can also mark where the
books start and finish. This can also be drawn into the
margins of the BD

This worksheet shows the prophets by their audience
spaced sort of geographically. The prophets who
preached to Judah are listed before, during, and after the
captivity. The books of the prophets before the captivity
are listed alphabetically

Students can easily remember that there are thirty-nine
books in the Old Testament because Old has three
letters and Testament has nine. Have students
memorize the books the first week.

The New Testament has 3 x 9 = 27 books
